SENSOR OPERATING
INSTRUCTIONS

Sensor Cook allows you to cook most of your favorite
foods without selecting cooking times and power levels.
The display will indicate sensor category during the initial
sensing period. The oven automatically determines
required cooking time for each food item.

When the internal sensor detects a certain amount of
humidity coming from the food, it will tell the oven how
much longer to heat. The display will show the remaining
heating time. For best results for cooking by Sensor,
follow these recommendations:

1. Food cooked with the sensor system should be at
normal storage temperature.

2. The glass tray and the outside of the container should
be dry to assure best cooking results.

3. Foods should always be covered loosely with
microwavable plastic wrap, waxed paper, or a lid.

4. Do not open the door or touch STOP/CLEAR during
the sensing time. When sensing fime is over, the oven
beeps twice and the remaining cooking lime will appear
in the display window. At this time you can open the
door 1o slir, turn, or rearrange the food.

SENSOR COOKING GUIDE

Appropriate containers and covetrings help assure good
Sensor cooking results.

1. Always use microwavable containers and cover them
with lids or vented plastic wrap.

2. Never use tight-sealing plastic covers. They can
prevent steam from escaping and cause food to
overcook.

GETTING THE BEST
COOKING RESULTS

To get the best results from your microwave oven,
read and follow the guidelines below.

* Storage Temperature: Foods taken from the
freezer or refrigerator take longer 1o cook than the
same foods at room temperature.

The time for recipes in this book is
based on the normal storage temperature of the food.

* Size: Small pieces of food cook faster than large
ones, pieces similar in size and shape cook more
evenly. For even cooking, reduce the power when
cooking large pieces of food.

* Natural Moisture: Very moist foods cook more
evenly because microwave energy is attracted to
water molecules.

* Stir foods such as casseroles and vegetables from
the outside to the center to distribute the heat evenly
and speed cooking. Constan stirring is not
necessary.

* Turn over foods like pork chops, baking potatoes,
roasts, or whole cauliflower halfway through the
cooking fime 1o expose all sides equally to
microwave energy.

* Place delicate areas of foods, such as asparagus
tips, toward the center of the dish.

* Arrange unevenly shaped foods, such as chicken
pieces or salmon steaks, with the thicker, meatier
parts toward the outside of the dish.

* Shield, with small pieces of aluminum foil, paris of
food that may cook quickly, such as wing tips and leg
ends of poultry.

* Let It Stand: After you remove the food from the
microwave, cover food with foil or casserole lid and
let it stand to finish cooking in the center and avoid
overcooking the outer edges. The length of standing
time depends on the density and surface area of the
food.

@ Wrapping in waxed paper or paper towel:
Sandwiches and many other foods containing
prebaked bread should be wrapped prior o
mitcrowaving to prevent drying out.

The metal trim interferes with normal cooking and may damage the
oven.

ALUMINUM FOIL:
Avoid large sheets of aluminum foil because they hinder cooking
and may cause harmful arcing. Use small pieces of foil to shield
poultry legs and wings. Keep ALL aluminum foil at least 1 inch from
the side walls and door of the oven.

WOOD:
Wooden bowls and boards will dry out and may split or crack when
you use them in the microwave oven. Baskets react in the same
way.

TIGHTLY COVERED UTENSILS:
Be sure to leave openings for steam to escape from covered
utensils.
Pierce plastic pouches of vegetables or other food items before
cooking.
Tightly closed pouches could explode.

BROWN PAPER:
Avoid using brown paper bags.
They absorb too much heat and could burn.

FLAWED OR CHIPPED UTENSILS:
Any utensil that is cracked, flawed, or chipped may break in the
oven.

METAL TWIST TIES:
Remove metal twist ties from plastic or paper bags.
They become hot and could cause a fire.

Do not use necycled paper products in the microwave oven.
They sometimes contain impurities that cause sparks o occur.

If arcing (sparks) occur

* be sure microwavable dishes were used.

* be sure wire twist ties were not used.

* be sure oven was not operated when emply.

What does standing time mean?

Standing time means that food should be taken out of the oven and
covered for additional time after cooking.
