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"PREPARING TO USE YOUR COFFEEMAKER

Belore the first use of the cofieemaker wash the brew basket, the permanent goid-ione
fiter, the carale and carale id in either the top rack of your dishwasher, or by band
in warm, sudsy water.

The exierior of the colfeemaker, the control panel area and the warming plate should
ondy be cleansd with & soft damp cloth.

NOTE: NEVER clean the warming plate uniess it is completely cool.

To clean the inside of the
reservolr cover, open the
one-plece cover, allowing

it to rest in tha open position.
Pull the waler spreader hose
out from under the gidds on
{he inside of the lid (See Fig. 2),
wipe surlaces with & damp
cinth, replace waler spreader
hose under guide, and close
cover.

NOTE: DO NOT use sbrasive cleansers or scouring pads when tleaning
your coffeemaker. NEVER Immerse the coffeemaker in water or eny liquid,

Aler all parts are washed for the first fime, pour cold water up 1o the 12 cup level mark in
the waler reservoir Brew it through the colfeemaker as instructed in BREWING, but do
nol add cofies grounds 1o the paper filter When done, Wrn off the colieemaker and
discard the water from the carala
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brew the perfect cup of colies

Prasy the Open bution on the control panel

Use the carale o (i the waler reservolr
ol the colleemaker o the desired lavel
with cold water There Is a gauge marked
from 2 1o 12 cups (300m! to 1800mi} on
both the cofisemeker's water reservolr
and on the sides of the carale {see Fig. 4)
Thess marks show the amount of cold
water negded lor each cup of colfes,

The amount of brewad colfee will difier
slightly due {0 the coflee grinds absorbing
s0rme water.

Place sither the parmanent gold-lone
filter or a size 1 X 4 paper tilter into
the brew basket (see Fig 5).

Ardd ground coffes. The amound of colfee
you use is a matter of personal lasie

fwe reconumend one heaping tablespoon
for every two cups). Experiment . .. try
different amounis of ground coffee per
cup undil you brew your perfect cup of
cofles. You can also try using the papet
filter along with the gold-tone filter,

Closge the cover. Place carafe on the
warming plate antd plug in the appliance.
The display window ifluminates green and
the cofleamaker beeps for aboul

OPERATING YOUR COFFEEMAKER

The easy-lo-use programmable digital controls et you know when the collee is ready,
and gven keeps track of the freshness of each brewed carale it's never been sasier o
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BREWING COFFEE cont.

8 Turn on the colfeemaker by pushing in the BREW ON/OFF butlon. The ON/QFF
hutton will Hiurminale green and the word Brew will show up in the control panel
displiay showing that the coffeemaker is brewing.

In a few seoonds, hot water flows into the filler. When the waler has stopped flowing,
tha coffeemaker automatically switches 10 the warming mode. For delayed brawing,
ses SETTING THE CLOCK, TIMER AND AUTO-BREWING.

7 When you have poured out all the colles in the carale, press the BREW ON/OFF
bution fo turn off the appliance, and remove the carale from the warming plate.

NOTE: I the coffeemaker Is not turned off, it will automatically shut itself off afler
twe hours.

PAUSE AND POUR FEATURE

The pause and pour feature enables pou 1o ramove the carale from the Colieemaker
and pour a cup of coffee belors brewing is finished, When the carale is removed,

a spacial vaive stops the flow of colfee from the brew basket 10 the carale Brewing does
not stop I the carale is not replaced under tha brew basket after 20 seconds, water and
coffes will overflow from the brew basket.

OPERATING THE CONTROL PANEL

SETTING THE CLOCK, TIMER AND AUTO-BREWING
USE THE Set Clock Button TO SET THE CLOCK :

2 Selihs time of day by pressing the Hour and Minule butions. Be sure 1o sel he fime
with the corect AM and PM designallon

USE THE Auto On Button TO SET THE AUTOMATIC BREW TIME:

Once you have set the corract Bme o begin the aulomatic brewing and the clock has
relurned to the time of day, push in tha Auto On bution. On the display panel under the
tirne of day the word. Auto will come on, along with the Tvon of a cloek face These
indicale that the automatic limer is now aclivaled.

The Aulo Braw can be cancelied at any time by pressing the Auto On butlon a second
tirne. The Auto On light goes out To check what time the Auto Brew is set for, push in the
Sel Auto bulten and the time will be displayed.

TIME SINCE BREW IN PANEL DISFLAY s

Time Since Brew is an Indicator of the reshness BB G
of your carafe of collee Is designed into your cofleemaker.
Aftar you have brawed a pol of colles, the colfeemaker
keeps lrack of its freshness

For the first 15 minudes after you brew, there are no
Freshness Bars. Aller 15 minutes and up 1o 30 minutes,
one Bar appears unhder the indication Time Since Brew
under the number 15 Al this time a jong beep will sound
1o notity you of the chenge of freshness. Onee the carafe has been sitting for 30 to 48
minutes, & Bar also appears under the number 30. Another long beep sounds (Fig. 7).

Afler 45 to BO minutes a Bar also appears under the number 45 along wilh a beep, and
alter 60 minules and longer a bar appears under the number 80 with another long beep
The coleamaker will shudt itself alier 2 hours . Al this e another jong beep will sound
A long beep also sounds when the colfeemaker Is umed OFF

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CARE AND CLEANING

ALWAYS UNPLUG the ooffeemaker from the electric ouliet before cleaning. The exterior
of the cofleamaker, the control panel area and the warming plate should only be cleaned
with a soft damp cloth,

m WARNING: NEVER immerse the colfeemaker in waler or any liquid.

To clean the inside of the reservolr cover, open the one-plece covar, aliowing 1t to restin

the open position, Pull the water spreader hose out from under ihe guide on the Inslde of
tha lid {See Fig. 2), wipe surfaces with a damp cloth, replace water spreader hose under
gulde, and cioss cover Do not use abrasive cleansers of scouring pads.

CARAFE CARE

A damaged carale may result in possible bums from a hot liguid
To avold breaking:

1 DO NOT aliow all liquid 10 evaporate from the carale while on the warming plate
and never heat the glass carafe when emply

¢ DISCARD the carafe if chipped cracked, or damaged in any manner

3 NEVER use abrasive scouring pads or cleansers; they will seralch and weaken
the glass

4. DO NOT place the carafe on or near a gas or slectric burpar, in a heated oven,
o in & Microwave oven.

5. Avold rough handling and sharp blows.
5. DO NOT set a hot carafe down on d wel or ool surace

CLEANING THE COFFEEMAKER AND CHANGING THE CHARCOAL FILTER

Aller every 70 cycles. or carales of coliee, a reminder will appear in the conlrol panel
display, change filter and clean along with three beeps, to tefl the user it is fime to clean
the inside of the pofleamaker of all mineral bulidup, and lo change the waler filter.
WMineral deposils lelt by hard waler tan efog your coffeamaker Cleaning is recommented
about avery 70 uses, when the cofleemaker's reminder lats you know you have reached
this polnt.
