
Troubleshooting Guide for K-175 K-180 Electronic Faucets

Problem Indication Cause Solution

Failure Indicators What to do in case of a faucet failure?
Loose fittings that may cause leaks 1) Unless the low battery indicator is not flashing-do not
Cut or damaged sensor cable or connections change the batteries.
Oxidation of brass or copper connections 2) Clean the sensor lens.
Moisture or water inside of control module 3) Press the On/Off button to see if the faucet will work
Dirty or clogged filter and check valves manually.  If water begins to flow, reset the faucet's 
Dirty or scratched sensor lens working range.
Dirty, greasy environment 4) If the faucet does not work manually when the "On/Off"
Bright light and highly reflective surfaces button is pressed, call for Technical Support.
Extremely cold temperatures
Low battery indicator light is "on" or flashing.
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
