Starting Your Dryer

Before using your dryer, wipe the dryer drum with a damp
cloth to remove dust from storing and shipping.

1. Load clothes loosely into the dryer and close the door.

Do not pack the dryer. Allow space for clothes to
tumble freely.

. Turn the Cycle Control knob to the recommended cycle

for the type of load being dried. Use the Energy
Preferred Automatic Setting (* } to dry most
heavyweight and medium weight loads. (See “Drying,
Cycle and Temperature Tips.”)

. Select a temperature setting on models with a Temp/

Fabric selector. The cycle descriptions include
temperature setting suggestions.

NOTE: The temperature selector is part of the Cycle
Control knob on some models.

. Select the End of Cycle Signal, if available. The signal is

helpful when drying permanent press or synthetics.
Promptly remove these items from the dryer at the end
of the cycle to prevent wrinkles.

On some models

m The End of Cycle signal can be adjusted. Turn the
selector to the desired volume.

OR

m The End of Cycle Signal is part of the start button.
Turn the start button to ON or OFF.

. Select the desired option. (See "Additional Features.”)
. Push the START button.
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Stopping and Restarting

You can stop your dryer anytime during a cycle.
To stop your dryer
Open the dryer door or turn the Cycle Gontrol knob to OFF

NOTE: The Cycle Control knob should point to an Off area
when the dryer is not in use.

To restart your dryer
1. Close the door.

2. Select a new cycle and temperature (if desired).
3. Push START.

Loading Clothes

Load clothes loosely into the dryer. Do not pack the dryer.
Allow space for clothes to tumble freely. The chart
following shows examples of balanced loads that would
allow for proper tumbling.

Drying, Cycle and
Temperature Tips

Select the correct cycle and temperature for your load.

The Cycle Control knob does not move until the load is
almost dry. After Cool-Down, the knob automatically turns
to Off and tumbling stops.

Cool-Down tumbles the load without heat during the last
few minutes of all cycles. Cool-Down makes the loads
easier to handle.

Drying tips

s Follow care label directions when they are available.

m If you use fabric softener sheets, use only ones labeled
as “dryer safe.” Follow package instructions.

s Remove the load from the dryer as soon as tumbling
stops to reduce wrinkling. This is especially important
for permanent press, knits, and synthetic fabrics.

Cycle tips

& Dry most loads using the Energy Preferred Automat
setting (*).

= Use the no heat (air) cycle (if available) for rubber,
plastic or heat sensitive fabrics.

Temperature tips
If your dryer has multiple heat settings:

m Use a high heat setting for drying heavyweight item
such as towels and work clothes,

a Use a medium heat setting for drying medium-weig
iterns such as sheets, underwear, permanent press
fabrics, and some knits.

m Use alow heat setting for drying lightweight items s
as lingerie, blouses, dresses, and some Knits.

» Use a no heat (air} setting for rubber, plastic or heat
sensitive fabrics.

m Line dry bonded or laminated fabyrics.

If you are unsure of the temperature to select for a loac
select the lower setting rather than the higher setting

Your drye
uses either the electronic ACCUDRY™ system or the
Automatic Dry control. The control senses the moistu
level in the foad and shuts off when the load reaches 1
selected dryness.

Select the temperature by moving the Cycle Conti

After drying a load in any of the Automatic cycles, check
the dryness.

If the load is drier than you like, select a setting closer to
Less Dry the next time you dry a similar load.

if a load is not as dry as you like, complete drying using a
Timed cycle. Select a setting closer to Very Dry the next
time you dry a similar load.

Drying time varies with an Automatic cycle. The type of
fabric, size of the load, and the dryness selected affect
drying time. See “Temperature tips.”

Timed Drying cycle(s)

Use your Timed Drying cycle to complete drying if items
are still damp after the Automatic cycle. Also use Timed
Drying for heavyweight and bulky items such as
bedspreads and work clothes or large loads that require a
long diying time. Set the temperature selector, if available,
to High Heat.

On some models, you may use the Timed Dry cycle for
lightweight items such as lingerie or knits. Set the
temperature selector to Low Heat.

Fluff Air cycle or Air Only setting

Use the Fluff Air cycle or Air Only setting for items that
require drying without heat such as rubber, plastic and
heat sensitive fabrics. Set the Cycle Control knob to Fluff
Air or select Air Only on the temperature selector and set
the cycle control knob to Timed Dry.This chart shows
examples of items that can be dried using the Fluff Air
cycle/Air Only setting.

When you are unable to remove a load from the dryer as
soon as it stops, wrinkles can form. WRINKLE SHIELD
periodically tumbles, rearranges and fluffs the load to
avoid wrinkles.

Your dryer may have one of the following features. Follow
the instructions for the WRINKLE SHIELD setting on your
model.

= WRINKLE SHIELD (automatic)
WRINKLE SHIELD automatically activates at the end of
the cycle if you do not open the dryer door within a few
minutes. WRINKLE SHIELD periodically tumbles the
load without heat for up to 45 minutes.

® WRINKLE SHIELD (optional)
Turn the WRINKLE SHIELD selector to On to
periodically tumble the load without heat up to 45
minutes after the cycle ends.

m WRINKLE SHIELD PLUS 30/90 Minute
Select WRINKLE SHIELD PLUS 30 Minute for 30
minutes of WRINKLE SHIELD PLUS or 90 Minute for 90
minutes of WRINKLE SHIELD PLUS. WRINKLE

Select this setting to evenly dry large or heavy items such
as thick cotton bath towels or robes. Set the temperature
selector, if available, to High Heat.

DRYEL* products

When using the DRYEL products, select the DRYEL setting
in the Timed Dry cycle and the DRYEL setting (High/Heavy)
on the temperature selector. DRYEL, when used in
accordance with the manufacturer’s directions, has been
tested and approved for use in full-size dryers built by
Whirlpool Corporation,
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Damp Dry

Select this setting to dry items to a damp level or dry items
that do not require an entire drying cycle. Damp dry items
such as jeans {to prevent stiffness) or cotton clothes (to
make pressing easier). Set the temperature selector, if
available, to High Heat.

TUMBLE PRESS”® setting

Select this setting to remove wrinkles from items such as
clothes packed in a suitcase or items wrinkled from being
feft in the dryer too long. Set the temperature selector, if
available, to Medium or Low Heat depending on the
fabrics in your load.

End of Cycle Signal

If your model has an End of Cycle Signal, the signal
sounds when a cycle is complete. If WRINKLE SHIELD" is
selected, the signal sounds every few minutes. The signal
stops when you open the door.

Drying Rack

Select this option to dry items such as tennis shoes and
pillows without tumbling.

1. Slide rear pegs into the dimples on the back wall of the

dryer. Lower the front legs to rest on the dryer opening.

2. Put the wet items on top of the rack. Leave space
between the items so air can reach all the surfaces,
Close the door.

NOTE: Do not allow items to hang over the edge of the
rack.

(Cleaning the Lint Screen

Every load cleaning

The lint screen is located on the top of the dryer. Clean it
before each load. A screen blocked by lint can increase
drying time.

Yo clean

1. Pull the lint screen towards you. Roll lint off the screen
with your fingers. Do not rinse or wash screen to
remove lint. Wet lint is hard to remove.

2. Push the lint screen firmly back into place.
IMPORTANT:

s Do not run the dryer with the lint screen loose,
damaged, blocked, or missing. Doing so can cause
overheating and damage to both the dryer and fabrics.

m Some towels made of synthetic fibers and natural
fibers (polyester and cotton blends) may shed more lint
than other towels, causing your dryer’s lint screen to fil!
up faster. Be sure to remove lint from the lint screen
before and after drying new towels.

m If lint falls off the screen into the dryer during removal,
check the exhaust hood and remove the lint. (See
“Checking Your Vent” )

As needed cleaning

Laundry detergent and fabric softener residue can buildup
on the lint screen. This buildup can cause longer drying
times for your clothes, or cause the dryer to stop before
your load is completely dry. The screen is probably
clogged if lint falls off the screen.

Clean the lint screen with a nylon brush every six months
or more frequently if it becomes clogged due to a residue
buildup.

To wash
1. Wet both sides of lint screen with hot water.

2. Wet a nylon brush with hot water and liquid detergent.
Scrub lint screen with the brush to remove residue
buildup.

3. Rinse screen with hot water.

4, Thoroughly dry lint screen with a clean towel. Replace
screen in dryer.

1. Make a paste with powdered laundry detergent and
very warm water.

2. Apply paste to a soft cloth.

Apply a liquid, non-flammable household cleaner to the
stained area and rub with a soft cloth until all excess dye is
removed. :

3. Wipe drum thoroughly with a damp cloth.
4. Tumbie a foad of clean cloths or towels to dry drum.

NOTE: Garments which contain unstable dyes such as
denim blue jeans or brightly colored cotton items, may
discolor the dryer interior. These stains are not harmful to
your dryer and will not stain future loads of clothes. Dry
unstable dye items inside out to prevent dye transfer.

Removing Accumulated Lint
from Inside the Dryer Cabinet

Lint should be removed every two years, or more often,
depending on dryer usage. Cleaning should be done by a
qualified person.

Turn off the gas supply line, leave your house and then
call your local gas company.

Have you recently been painting, staining or
varnishing in the area where your dryer is located?
If so, ventilate the area. When the odors or fumes are
gone from the area, re-wash the clothing and then dry
it.

Garment damage

Check the following:
Were zippers, snaps, and hooks left open?

Were strings and sashes tied to prevent tangling?
Were care label instructions followed?

Were items damaged before drying?
