* A sturdy floor to support the total dryer
weight of 200 Ibs {90.7 kg).

+ Alevel floor with a maximum slope of
1 in. (2.5 cm) under entire dryer. (if
stope is greater than 1 in. [2.5 cm],
install Extended Dryer Feet kit, Part
No. 279810.) Clothes may not tumble
properly and dryers with automatic
sensor cycles may not operate
correctly if dryer is not level.

Mobile Home-Additional Installation
Requirements

This dryer is suitable for mobile home
installations. The installation must con-
form to the Manufactured Home
Construction and Safety Standard, Titte
24 CFR, Part 3280 (formerly the Federal
Standard for Mobile Home Construction
and Safety, Title 24, HUD Part 280).

Mobile home installations require:

» Metal exhaust system hardware which
is available for purchase from your
local Sears store or Sears Service
Center.

» Special provisions must be made in
mobile homes to infroduce outside air
into the dryer. The opening {such as a
nearby window) should be at least
twice as farge as the dryer exhaust
opening.

Electrical Requirements

It is your responsibility:
» To contact a qualified electrical
installer.

» To be sure that the electrical connec-
tion is adequate and in conformance
with the National Electrical Code,
ANSI/NFPA 70-latest edition and all
local codes and ordinances.

A copy of the above code standards
can be obtained from: National Fire
Protection Association, Batterymarch
Park, Quincy, MA 02269.

To supply the required 3 or 4 wire, sin-
gle phase, 120/240-volt, 60-Hz., AC-
only electrical supply (or 3 or 4 wire,
120/208-volt electrical supply, if speci-
fied on the serial/rating plate) on a
separate 30-amp circuit, fused on both
sides of the line. A time-delay fuse or
gcircuit breaker is recommended.
Connect to an individual branch circuit.
Do not have a fuse in the neutral or
grounding circuit.

* Do not use an extension cord.

If codes permit and a separate ground
wire is used, it is recommended that a
qualified electrician determine that the
ground path is adequate.

Electrical Connection

To properly install your dryer, you must
determine the type of electrical connec-
tion you will be using and follow the
instructions provided for it here.

+ [f local codes do not permit the con-
nection of a cabinet ground connector
to the neutral wire, see “Optional 3-wire
connection” section.

» This dryer is manufactured with a 3-
wire, cabinet-ground conductor con-
nected to the NEUTRAL (white or cen-
ter wire} of the wiring harness at the
terminal block.

* Use a 4-wire conductor cord when the
dryer is instafled in a mobile home or
an area where local codes do not per-
mit greunding through the neutral.
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If using a power supply cord:

Use a UL approved power supply cord kit
marked for use with clothes dryers. the
kit should contain:

« A UL approved 30 amp power supply
cord, rated 120/240 volt minimum. The
cord should be type SRD or SRDT and
be at least 4 ft (1.22 m) long. The wires
that connect to the dryer must end in
ring terminals or spade terminals with
upturned ends.

* A UL approved sirain relief.

The 4-wire power
supply cord, at least 4 ft (1.22 m) long,
must have 4, 10 gauge solid copper
wires and maich a 4-wire receptacle of
NEMA Type 14-30R.

{ground conductor) may be either green
or bare. The neutral conductor must be
identified by a white cover.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

* For a grounded, cord-connected dryer:

This dryer must be grounded. in the
event of malfunction or breakdown,
grounding wilt reduce the risk of electric
shack by providing a path of least resis-
tance for electric current. This dryer
uses a cord having an equipment-
grounding conductor and a grounding
plug. The plug must be plugged into an
appropriate outlet that is property
installed and grounded in accordance
with all local codes and ordinances.

* For a permanently connected dryer:

This dryer must be connected o a
grounded metal, permanent wiring
sysiem, or an equipment-grounding
conductor must be run with the circuit
conductors and connected to the equip-
ment-grounding terminal or lead on the
dryer.

WARNING: Improper connection

of the equipment-grounding conductar
can result in a risk of electric shock.

» Do not use an exhaust hood with a
magnetic latch.

» Do not install flexible metal vent in
enclosed walls, ceilings or floors.

» Do not use screws or other fastening
devices that extend into the interior of
the vent to secure vent.

IMPORTANT: Cbserve all governing
codes and ordinances.

Rigid metal vent is recommended to pre-
vent crushing and kinking.

Flexible metal vent must be fully extend-
ed and supported when the dryer is in its
final position. Remave excess flexible
metal vent to aveoid sagging and kinking
that may result in reduced airflow.

An exhaust hood should cap the vent to
prevent rodents and insects from
entering the home.

Exhaust hood must be at least 12 in.
{30.5 cm) from the ground or any object
that may be in the path of the exhaust
{such as flowers, rocks or bushes, etc.).

If using an existing vent system, clean
fint from the entire length of the system
and make sure exhaust hood is not
plugged with lint. Replace any plastic or
metal foll vent with rigid metal or flexible
metal vent.

Use duct tape to seal all joints.

Improper venting can cause moisture
and lint to collect indoors, which may
result in:

+ Moisture damage to woocdwork,
fumiture, paint, wallpaper, carpets, etc.

+ Housecleaning problems and health
problems.

Use a heavy metal vent. Do not use plas-
tic or metal foil vent.

« Check garments for spots and stains left
after washing. Do not tumble these
items. Heat may permanently set stains.

« Check pockets before drying. Sharp
or metal objects can damage your
dryer. Do not lay these objects on
your dryer, they can damage the
finish. Turn pockets of heavy items
inside out for even drying.

+ Place small tems such as baby
socks or hankies in laundry bag for easy
removal.

+ Articles to be ironed should be
removed while still damp.

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CHOOSING LOAD SIZES

« Mix large tems with small items.

Load the dryer by the amount of space
items take up, not by their weight. Do
hot overload the dryer. Overcrowding
causes uneven drying and wrinkling,
and can cause items to wear out faster
{because of pilling}.

« You may need to rearrange farge tems
{sheets, blankets, tablecloths) during
a cycle to reduce balling or rolling up.

« For better tumbling action, when drying
only a few small items, add one or two
lint-free towels. This also prevents small
lightweight items from blocking airflow.

USING DRYER
FABRIC SOFTENERS

Dryer fabric softeners are recommended
for reducing static cling. Always follow
package instructions carefully.

* Put one fabric softener sheet on top
of the load before starting the dryer.

Do not add a fabric sofiener sheet afler
the drying cycle has started. Instant heat
can cause the fabric softener to spot
fabrics.

» Remaove fabric softener stains by
wetting the stains and rubbing them with
liquid detergent or bar scap and rewash.

» Some fabric softeners can clog the

lint screen and stow drying. Use fabric
softeners labeled as dryer safe.

SAVING ENERGY

+ Sort load by fabric weight and type.

*» Use the preset cycle settings to dry
rmost loads.

» Dry full loads when possible. Do not
overdry.

* Avoid overloading dryer, adding wet
iterns to a parily dried load, or opening
the door unnecessarily.

* Shorten drying times by exhausting
dryer properly and cleaning exhaust
vent and outside exhaust hood as
needed.

* Keep the lint screen clean.

» Use dryer where room air temperature
is above 45°F (7°C).

These stains are not
harmful to your dryer and will not stain
future loads of clothes. i is helpful to dry
unstable dye items inside out to prevent
dye transfer.
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CLEANING THE LINT SCREEN

Remove Lint Before Every Load

The lint screen is located on top of your
dryer. Remave lint before starting every
load. A screen blocked by fint can
increase drying time.

To clean:
1. Full out lint screen.

2. Roll lint cff the screen with your fingers.

Do not rinse or wash screen to remove
lint. Wet lint is hard to remove.

3. Push the lint screen firmly back into
place.

IMPORTANT:

» Do not run the dryer with the lint screen
loose, damaged, blocked, or missing.
Doing so can cause overheating and
damage to both the dryer and fabrics.

+ Some towels made of synthetic fibers
and natural fibers (polyester and cotion
blends) may shed more lint than other
fowels, causing your dryer's lint screen
fo fill up faster. Be sure to remove lint
from the lint screen before and after
drying new towels.

Wash Lint Screen As Needed

Laundry detergents and fabric softeners
can cause a residue buildup on the lint
screen. Wash the lint screen with a nylon
brush if it becomes clogged due to a
residue buildup.

To wash:

1. Wet both sides of lint screen with hot
water.

2. Wet a nylon brush with hot water and
liquid detergent; scrub lint screen with
the brush to remove residue buildup.

3. Rinse lint screen with hot water.

4, Thoroughly dry lint screen with a clean
towel; replace in dryer.
