The cooking times and temperatures needed to bake a product may vary slightly from your previously owned appliance.

This improved heat distribution

allows for fast, even cooking and browning results, it also gives better baking

results when using 2 or 3 racks at the same time. Breads and pastries brown

more evenly. Convection bake cooks most foods faster and more evenly than

conventional baking.

General Convection Bake Instructions

t. When using Convection Bake, decrease your normal cooking times as

shown on page 31. Adjust the cook time for desired doneness as needed.

Time reductions will vary depending on the amount and type of food to be

cooked. Cookies and biscuits should be baked on pans with no sides or

very low sides to allow heated air to circulate around the food.

Setting the Slow Cook Feature

The _ SLOW COOK pad is used to activate this feature. The Slow Cook feature may be used to cook foods more

slowly, at lower oven temperatures and provides cooking results much the same way as a Slow Cooker or Crock-Pot. The

Slow Cook feature is ideal for roasting beef, pork & poultry. Slow Cooking meats may result in the exterior of meats

becoming dark but not burnt. This is normal.

There are 2 settings available, high (HI) or low (LO). The maximum cook time for the Slow Cook feature is 12 hours unless

the oven control has been changed to the Continuous Bake mode or the Sabbath mode has been activated.This feature

may be used with the additional settings of a Timed Bake Slow Cook (see Timed Bake beginning with step 6-8) or a

Delayed Start Bake Slow Cook (see Delayed Start Bake steps 6-10).

Below is a list of preparation and cooking tips you should review for best possible results using Slow Cook:

• Completely thaw all frozen foods before cooking with the Slow Cook feature.

• When using a single rack, place in position 4 or 5.

• Position multiple racks to accommodate size of cooking utensils when cooking multiple food items.

• Do not open the oven door often or leave the door open when checking foods. If the oven heat escapes often, the

Slow Cook time may need to extended.

• Cover the foods to keep them moist or use a loose or vented type cover to allow foods to turn crisp or brown.

• Roasts may be left uncovered so browning can occur. Cook times will vary; depending on the weight, fat content, bone

& the shape of the roast.

Setting Broil

The _ pad controls the Broil feature. When broiling, heat radiates downward from the oven broiler for even coverage. The

Broil feature is preset to start broiling at 550°F; however, the Broil feature temperature may be set between 400°F and 550°F.

This range includes a Searing Grill for searing meats (Figure 6).

The broil pan and broil pan insert used together allow dripping grease to drain and be kept away from the high heat of the oven

broiler. DO NOT use the broil pan without the insert (See Figure 5). DO NOT cover the broil pan insert with foil. The exposed

grease could catch fire.

Should an oven fire occur, leave the oven door closed and turn off the oven. If the fire continues, throw baking

soda on the fire or use a fire extinguisher. DO NOT put water or flour on the fire. Flour may be explosive and water can cause

a grease fire to spread and cause personal injury.

A Self-Cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures (well above

cooking temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces

them to a fine powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:

• Allow the oven to cool before cleaning.

• Wear rubber gloves when cleaning any exterior parts of the oven

manually.

= DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the

oven door gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken

not to rub, damage or remove the gasket.

• DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket.

Doing so could cause damage.

• Remove the searing grill, broiler pan and broiler pan insert, all

ustensils and any aluminum foil. These items cannot

withstand high cleaning temperatures.

, This oven comes with lubricated porcelain oven racks, which can

remain in the oven during the self-clean cycle. Do not clean this

vegetable oil lubrication off the racks. It is important that the sides

of the oven racks always have a light coating of vegetable oil. To

maintain optimal rack performance, re-apply a thin layer of

vegetable oil to the sides of the rack after every self-clean cycle or

when the rack becomes difficult to slide.

= Remove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavity before

starting the Self-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, soapy water

and a cloth. Large spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when

subjected to high temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a

high sugar or acid content (such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut,

fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on the surface as they may leave

a dull spot even after cleaning.

= Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven

door gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven

bottom. These areas heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean with

soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to setting the Self-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the
oven bottom should be removed.

The oven bake and broil elements may appear to have

cooled after they have been turned OFF. The elements may still be

hot and burns may occur if these elements are touched before they

have cooled sufficiently.
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Self-Cleaning
What to Expect during Cleaning

While the oven is inoperation, the oven heats to temperatures much higher than

those used in normal cooking. Sounds of metal expansion and contraction are

normal. Odor is also normal as the food soil is being removed. Smoke may appear

through the oven vent.

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and cause more

smoke and odor than usual. This is normal and safe and should not cause alarm. If

available, use an exhaust fan during the self-cleaning cycle.

To Start the Self=Clean Cycle

The FLEX CLEAN _ pad controls the Self-Cleaning feature, if you are planning

to use the oven directly after a self-clean cycle remember to allow time for the oven

to cool down and the oven door to unlock. This normally takes about one hour. So a

3 hour self-clean cycle will actually take about 4 hours to complete.

*it is recommend to use a 2 hour self-clean cycle for light soils, a 3 hour cycle for

average soils, and a 4 hour cycle for heavy soils (to assure satisfactory results).

Before cleaning any part of the oven, be sure all controls are turned OFF and the oven is COOL. REMOVE SPILLOVERS
AND HEAVY SOILING AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. REGULAR CLEANING NOW WILL REDUCE THE EXTENT AND

DIFFICUTY OF MAJOR CLEANING LATER.

Surfaces How to Clean

Aluminum (Trim Pieces) Use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Dry with a dean cloth. Do not scour or use all-purpose

& Vinyl cleaners, ammonia, powdered cleaners or commercial oven cleaner. They can scratch and
discolor aluminum.

For general cleaning, use hot, soapy water and a cloth. For more difficult soils and built-

up grease, apply a liquid detergent directly onto the soil. Leave on soil for 30 to 60

minutes. Rinse with a damp cloth and dry. DO NOT use abrasive cleaners on any of

these materials; they can scratch.

Only use kitchen cleaners that are especially made for

cleaning stainless steel. Always be sure to rinse the cleaners from the surface as bluish

stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1

solution of clear water and ammonia.

Rinse with clean water and a damp cloth, and

then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a clean cloth. Remove

all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during future heating.

Oven Racks This oven comes with lubricated porcelain oven racks, which can remain in the oven

during the self-clean cycle. Do not clean this vegetable oil lubrication off the racks. It is

important that the sides of the oven racks always have a light coating of vegetable oil. To

maintain optimal rack performance, re-apply a thin layer of vegetable oil to the sides of

the rack after every self-clean cycle or when the rack becomes difficult to slide.

Some models are equipped with stainless steel exterior parts. Special care and

cleaning are required for maintaining the appearance of stainless parts. Please

refer to the table provided at the beginning of the General Care & Cleaning
section in this Use & Care Guide.

Removing and Replacing the Oven Door

The door is heavy. For safe, temporary storage, lay the door flat

with the inside of the door facing down.

To Remove Oven Door:

1. Open the door to the fully opened position.

2. Pull up the lock located on both hinge supports and engage it in the hinge

levers hooks (Figure 1). You may have to apply a little downward pressure on

the door to pull the locks fully over the hinge lever hooks.

3. Grab the door by the sides and pull the bottom of the door up and toward you

to disengage the hinge supports.

Most oven doors contain glass that can break.

Read the following recommendations:

1. Do not close the oven door until all the oven racks are fully in place.

2. Do not hit the glass with pots, pans, or any other object.

3. Scratching, hitting, jarring or stressing the glass may weaken its structure

causing an increased risk of breakage at a later time.

To remove the "hidden bake" cover

1. In order to remove the "hidden bake" cover, pull the back edge with one

hand about 1/2" inch and lift up the "hidden bake" cover with both hands.

To replace the light bulb:

3. To remove the glass shield, pull the back side of the shield toward the

inside of the oven in a manner to lift it up from the oven side.
