NOTE: If the nozzle is on a surface that has
dirt on it, dirt will be picked up by the vacuum
and one or more red lights might stay on.

IN OPERATION

When the POWER-MATE™ is being moved
back and forth on the floor, the lights will
change from one configuration fo another as
more dirt or less dirt is being vacuumed. As
long as one or more red lights are on, dirt is
passing through the wand to indicate that the
surface still needs cleaning.

When the green light stays on as the
POWER-MATE™ is moved back and forth
over an area, the sensor is not seeing
enough dirt to warrant further cleaning of that
area.

NOTE: Dirt sensor lights DO NOT function in
the FLOOR setting.

CLEANING LENS

Although the dirt sensor feature in your
Kenmore POWER-MATE™ is designed for
years of trouble free use, the passage of dirt
through the air passage system can coat the
lens causing the green light to come on and
stay on - never switching to red. When this
happens the lens must be cleaned.
