Connect the charger into the charging socket (8), which is
located on the rear of inspection lamp. Connect the 230V charger
or 12V DC charger to a power supply and turn it on.

The charging indicator LED will illuminate to show the

charging has started.

NOTE: The charging indicator remains lit and does not extinguish

when the lamp is fully charged.

Disconnect the charger from the inspection lamp when it has been

charged for a sufficient time.
