To reduce the risk of electrical shock, do not expose air
filtration to water or rain.

Never duct a machine directly into the air
filtration system.

Do not use air filtration system without filters in place.

smoke. This air filtration system is designed and
intended for the filtration of air borne wood dust only.
It is neither designed nor intended for any other
purpose whatsoever.

or flammable liquids.

UNPACKING

The air filtration system is shipped assembled and
requires minimum assembly and installation.

e Examine shipping carton for freight damage before
opening. If shipping carton is damaged file a claim with
the carrier immediately.

» Carefully remove all contents from shipping carton. The
shipping carton contains:

1 - Air Filtration System (with 5-Micron pleated-type
outer filter and 1-Micron bag-type inner filter)

1 - Remote Control (with two AA batteries)
4 - Mounting Brackets

8 - 3in 1 M6 Bolts (include bolt, flat washer and lock
washer) (mounting bracket assembly)

4 - M6 Eye Bolts

4 - Flange Nuts (eye bolt assembly)

4 - Rubber Feet

4 - Double Sided Tape (Rubber Feet Assembly)
1 - Owner's Manual (not shown)

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INSTALLATION
Refer to Figure 1 to 8

This air filtration system is specifically designed to circulate
and filter non-metallic dust, which is generated throughout
the work area. The unit can be located on a work bench,
hung from an overhead support or mounted to the ceiling
or wall. When selecting a location ensure the power
source is easy to access. Ensure the remote control is
within 65 feet of the control panel with no obstructions.

IMPORTANT: When determining a location for the air
filtration system, always select a location where the air
flow is unrestricted. Locate the unit away from corners and

any heating or cooling vents.

Remove the Shipping Blocks

Refer to Figures 2 -3

Styrofoam shipping blocks are installed around the motor
to prevent damage during shipping. These MUST be

removed before operation.

e Lift up on the clips located at the top and bottom of the
cabinet and remove the outer filter.

¢ Pull the inner filter from the cabinet.

* Remove the four Phillips head screws securing the inner
grate and remove the inner grate.

* Remove the shipping blocks and replace the inner grate.

e Use the double sided tape to attach the four rubber feet
to the four bottom corners of the unit. (Figure 4)

» With assistance, carefully turn the air filtration

* Place the air filtration system onto a work bench, ensure
the air flow is not restricted and the unit is away from
corners and any heating or cooling vents.

* Plug the power cord into the correct receptacle.
(Refer to Power Source paragraph in this section of

the manual.)

Tighten the eye bolt and flange nut against the top of
the cabinet.

* Anchor the four chain, cable or steel strapping lines (not
supplied) into the buildings ceiling joist. Never mount to
surface such as dry wall or false ceiling grids, etc.

» Attach a chain (not supplied) to each hanging eye bolt.

NOTE: When the chains hang down freely they should
be 15-1/4" from left to right and 24-1/2" from front
to rear.

¢ With assistance raise and secure the air filtration system
eye bolts to the four hanging lines (Figure 7).

¢ Ensure the unit is level horizontally. Adjust if needed.

¢ Plug the power cord into the correct receptacle. (Refer
to Power Source paragraph in this section of the
manual.)

Flush Mounting

[A CAUTION]

Mounting hardware must be anchored to a building
structure which can support a minimum of 100
pounds. Never mount to surface such as dry wall or
false ceiling grids, etc.

* Mark the air filtration system bolt pattern on the mounting
surface. NOTE: Bolt pattern should be 17-1/4" from left
to right and 31" from front to rear.

e Drill holes in the mounting surface at the marks.

* Mounting bracket holes are found on each side of the
unit, slide the mounting brackets under the cover lip and
secure the mounting brackets to the unit with the 3 in 1
M6 Bolts (with flat washer and lock washer). Tighten all
bolts. (Figure 8)

This air filtration system can be controlled using the
remote control (Figure 11) or the control panel (Figure 12)
located at the rear of the unit.

NOTE: The filtration timing can ONLY be controlled with
the remote.

ON/SPEED CONTROL

Press the ON/SPEED button on the remote control or the
control panel.

The ON/SPEED button controls the SPEED setting. The
LOW, MID or HI LED light will illuminate to indicate the
selected speed.

e Press the ON/SPEED button once for LOW speed. The
LOW LED light on the control panel will illuminate.

e Press the ON/SPEED button twice for MID speed.
The MID LED light will illuminate to indicate the
selected speed.

* Press the ON/SPEED button three times for HI
speed. The HI LED light will illuminate to indicate the
selected speed.

FILTRATION TIMING

NOTE: The filtration timing can ONLY be controlled with
the remote.
The TIMER button controls the timer setting. The 1

HR, 2 HR and 4HR LED lights on the control panel will
illuminate to show the filtration timing length.

* Press the TIMER button once and the 1THR LED light
will illuminate. The machine will operate for 1 hour then
turn off.

e Press the TIMER button twice and the 2HR LED light
will illuminate. The machine will operate for 2 hours then
turn off.

e Press the TIMER button three times and the 4HR LED
light will illuminate. The machine will operate for 4 hours
then turn off.

NOTE: If no filtration timing LED light is illuminated the air
filtration system will operate until the unit is turned off.

TO TURN THE UNIT OFF

Press the OFF button on the remote control or the control
panel to turn the unit off.

CHANGING THE FILTERS

Refer to Figure 13

The inner and outer filters should be replaced and / or
cleaned depending on the amount of usage and the
environment of your workshop. Clogged filters will reduce
the amount of air circulation.

e Lift up on the clips located at the top and bottom of the
cabinet and remove the outer filter.

¢ Pull the inner filter from the cabinet. The inner filter can
be shaken out or washed to extend its life. The filter

should be completely dry before reinstalling into the unit.

NOTE: Do not use compressed air to blow out the
inner filter. The high pressure will damage the filter and
reduce filtering quality.

¢ Insert the new or cleaned inner filter and then install
the new outer filter. The arrow on the outer filter
indicates the air flow direction, ensure the filter is
positioned properly.

CHECKING AND REPLACING THE FUSE

Refer to Figure 14
If the unit overloads, the line inside the fuse will break to
cut the circuit and protect the unit.

To Replace the Fuse

1. Turn the fuse cap counterclockwise and pull the fuse out of
the control panel.

2. If damaged, replace the fuse (Part No. 1045-009, 4 Amps).
Place the new fuse into the fuse cap and insert it into
position. Tighten the fuse cap.
