We recommend Craftsman

brand synthetic oil. Mix gasoline and oil

at a ratio of 4G:1. A 40:1 ratio is ob-

tained by mixing 3.2 ounces of oil with 1

gallon of unleaded gasciine. Included

with this trimmer is a 3.2 ounce contain-
er of cil. Pour the entire contents of this
container into 1 gallon of gasoline to
achieve the proper fuel mixture.
