DO NOT grind hard food such 
as bones, nuts, etc. This may 
damage the grinding gears.

12.	12.	 DO NOT grind ginger and other 
materials with hard fiber. This 
may damage the grinding gears.

13.	13.	 The unit should not run for more 
than 10 minutes continuously. If 
the meat grinder is needed for 
more than 10 minutes, it must 
be turned off to cool down the 
motor for 10 minutes. 

14.	14.	 Operate the unit from “ON” to 
“REVERSE” or from “REVERSE” to 
“ON” after the previous working 
condition stops for more than 30 
seconds, or it may cause some 
abnormal movements such as 
moving up and down that will 
easily destroy the unit.

15.	15.	 To avoid jamming, DO NOT force 
or operate the unit with excessive 
pressure.

BEFORE FIRST USE

1.	1.	 Remove all packaging materials, 
stickers, and labels.

2.	2.	 Check that voltage indicated on 
the rating label corresponds the 
mains voltage in your home.

3.	3.	 Wash all parts (except body) in 
warm soapy water.

4.	4.	 Before plugging in the unit, 
ensure the key switch is in the 
“OFF” position, that is the natural 
state of all keys.

1.	1.	 Place grinding head tightly into 
attachment opening (fig. 1). Hold 
the grinding head and place the 
locking knob into the hold on the 
side of the motor housing. Turn 
the knob clockwise to tighten and 
lock the grinding head in place.  
(fig. 2)

2.	2.	 Place the snake into the grinding 
head, long end first and turn to 
feed the screw slightly until it is 
set into the motor housing (fig. 3).

3.	3.	 Place the cutting blade onto the 
snake shaft with the blade facing 
the front as illustrated (fig. 4). If 
it is not fitted properly, the meat 
will not be grinded.   
CAUTION: SHARP BLADES. 
HANDLE WITH CARE.

4.	4.	 Place the desired cutting plate 
next to the cutting blade, fitting 
protrusions into the slot (fig. 5).

5.	5.	 Support or press the center of 
the cutting plate with one finger 
then screw the fixing ring tight 
with another hand (fig. 6).  
DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. 

6.	6.	 Place the hopper plate on the 
grinding head and place it into 
position (fig. 7). 

7.	7.	 Place the unit on a flat and stable 
surface. 
NOTE: The air passage at the 
bottom and the side of the motor 
housing should be kept free and 
not blocked.

MINCING MEAT REVERSE FUNCTION

1.	1.	 Cut all ingredients into cubes 
or small strips. (Meat should be 
boneless, fatless, and without 
tendons) so they fit easily into the 
hopper opening.

2.	2.	 Press “ON” to turn on the grinder 
and start loading food onto the 
hopper plate.

3.	3.	 Using the food pusher, feed food 
into the grinding head (fig. 8). 
CAUTION: DO NOT USE YOUR 
HANDS TO PUSH FOOD INTO 
THE GRINDING HEAD.

4.	4.	 If you would like to reduce the 
speed of the meat coming out for 
the grinder, press “HALF” to set 
the grinder to a half speed.

5.	5.	 After you have completed the 
process, press “STOP&RESET” to 
stop the grinder.

6.	6.	 Unplug the appliance when not 
in use.

1.	1.	 If there seems to be a jam in 
the grinder, hold and press 
“REVERSE” for 3-6 seconds.

2.	2.	 The snake will be rotate in the 
opposite direction, and the head 
will get empty.

3.	3.	 If the jam does not clear, release 
the “REVERSE” button and 
unplug the unit. 

4.	4.	 Take apart and clean the fixing 
ring, blades, and snake. Clean 
food out from the grinding head.

Preparation

You will need sausage casings 
for making sausages. Be sure to 
purchase sausage casings at your 
local grocery store or butcher.

Prepare the sausage casing as 
instructed on the package or by 
your butcher. Most sausage casings 
require soaking in water for at least 
an hour.

While the sausage casings are 
soaking, mince the meats you intend 
to stuff into sausages. Mix and 
season together in a bowl.

1.	1.	 Before starting, assemble the 
sausage attachment as per 
shown in the diagram below  
(fig. 9).

2.	2.	 Thread the sausage casing to the 
sausage attachment (fig. 10). 
NOTE: Keep the sausage casing 
as wet as possible to make 
it easier to thread onto the 
sausage attachment.

MAKING SAUSAGE

3.	3.	 Once threaded, load the hopper 
with the sausage meat and 
press “ON” until you see a bit 
of meat come through the 
sausage attachment, then press  
“STOP&RESET” to stop the unit.

4.	4.	 Pull a bit of the sausage casing 
out and tie the end in a knot. 
Thread the sausage casing 
with the knot at the end of the 
sausage attachment. This will 
ensure a tight connection.

5.	5.	 Press “ON” to turn on the unit 
and feed meat into the grinding 
head using the food pusher.

6.	6.	 While the food is pushing out, 
hold the sausage links up to 
guide the sausage out to ensure 
the stuffing is as tight as possible.

7.	7.	 Once all the meat has been 
pushed out, cut the end of the 
sausage casings. 
NOTE: Be sure to cut with a bit of 
extra casing at the end.

8.	8.	 Roll into sausages into a coil or 
separate into sausage links.

MAKING KIBBE

Kibbe is a dish popular in Middle 
Eastern cuisine. It is usually spiced 
ground meat with a grain. (See recipe 
book for a Kibbe recipe).

1.	1.	 Once the meat has been minced 
properly, disassemble by 
reversing the steps from Figure 
6-3 (pg. 9) to remove the cutting 
plate and cutting blade.

2.	2.	 Place kibbe attachment A and 
B onto the feed screw shaft 
together, fitting protrusions in the 
slots (fig. 11).

3.	3.	 Screw fixing ring into place until 
tight (fig. 12). DO NOT OVER 
TIGHTEN.

4.	4.	 Press “ON” to turn on the unit 
and meat will start to come out 
of the kibbe attachment.

1.	1.	 Place the unit on a flat and even 
surface.

2.	2.	 Insert and hold the shredding 
head into the grinder. Insert the 
locking knob into the side of the 
appliance and turn clockwise to 
tighten the knob (fig. 14). DO NOT 
OVER TIGHTEN.

3.	3.	 Insert the desired shredding cone 
(fig. 15).

4.	4.	 Fasten the shredding fixing ring 
and turn clockwise to tighten the 
ring (fig. 16).

5.	5.	 Press “ON” to turn on the 
appliance

6.	6.	 Feed vegetables into the 
shredding head and push it down 
using the shredding food pusher 
(fig. 17). 
CAUTION: DO NOT USE YOUR

7.	7.	 If you would like to reduce the 
speed of the unit, press “HALF” to 
set the unit to a half speed.

DISASSEMBLING

1.	1.	 Make sure that the motor has 
turned off completely.

2.	2.	 Unplug the unit from the power 
outlet.

3.	3.	 Disassemble the unit by reversing 
the steps from Figure 1-6 on 
Page 9.

4.	4.	 To remove the cutting plate 
easily, place a screwdriver 
between the cutting plate and 
the head as illustrated and lift it 
up (fig. 18).

5.	5.	 Hold the grinder head with one 
hand and loosen the knob on 
the side of the unit with the 
other hand by turning it counter 
clockwise as shown in Figure 19.

6.	6.	 Once the knob is loosened, pull 
the grinder head out as shown in 
Figure 19.

CLEANING

1.	1.	 Rinse and remove meat from 
each part. Wash each part in 
warm soapy water.

2.	2.	 Wipe all the cutting parts with 
vegetable oil-wet cloth.

3.	3.	 DO NOT immerse the motor 
housing in water. Wipe it down 
with a damp cloth.

NOTES: 

•	 DO NOT USE A BLEACHING 
SOLUTION OR PUT IN YOUR 
DISHWASHER. This will discolor 
the aluminum surfaces. 

•	 The removable parts are NOT 
dishwasher safe.

•	 Coat cutting parts with oil, such 
as olive oil or vegetable oil, to 
prevent rusting.

•	 Thinners and petrol will crack or 
change the color of the unit.
