They could
damage the refrigerator and seriously injure
themselves.

Do not touch the cold surfaces in the freezer
compartment when hands are damp or wet.
Skin may stick to these extremely cold surfaces.

Do not store or use gasoline or other flammable
vapors and liquids in the vicinity of this or any
other appliance.

In refrigerators with automatic icemakers,
avoid contact with the moving parts of the
ejector mechanism, or with the heating
element located on the bottom of the icemaker.
Do not place fingers or hands on the automatic
icemaking mechanism while the refrigerator

is plugged in.

i Keep fingers out of the “pinch point” areas;
clearances between the doors and between
the doors and cabinet are necessarily small.
Be careful closing doors when children are
in the area.

The temperature controls are preset in the factory at 37°F for the
refrigerator compartment and 0°F for the freezer compartment. Allow
24 hours for the temperature to stabilize to the preset recommended
settings.

The temperature controls can display both the SET temperature

as well as the actual temperature in the refrigerator and freezer.
The actual temperature may vary slightly from the SET temperature
based on usage and operating environment.

Setting either or both controls to OFF stops cooling in both the freezer
and refrigerator compartments, but does not shut off electrical power
to the refrigerator.

NOTE: The refrigerator is shipped with protective film covering the
temperature controls. If this film was not removed during installation,

remove it now.

To change the temperatire, press and release the
WARMER or COLDER pad. The SETlight will come
on and the display will show the set temperature.
To change the temperature, tap either the
WARMER or COLDER pad until the desired
temperature is displayed. Refrigerator temperatures
can be adjusted between 34°F and 44°F and the
freezer temperatures can be adjusted between

—6°F and +6°F.

Once the desired temperature has been set,

the temperature display will retum to the actual
refrigerator and freezer temperatures aftex 5
seconds. Several adjustiments may be required.

Each time vou adjust controls, allow 24 hours for the
refrigerator to reach the temperature you have set.

To turn the cooling system off, tap the WARMER pad
for either the refrigerator or the freezer until the
display shows OFF. To furn the unit back on, press the
COLDER pad for either the refrigerator or freezer.
The SET light will illuminate on the side you
selected. Then press the COLDER pad again (on the
side where the SET light is illuminated) and it will
go to the preset points of 8°Ffor the freezer and
37°F for the refrigerator. Setting either or both
controls to GFF stops cooling in both the freezer
and refrigerator compartments, but does not shut
off electrical power to the refrigerator.

Water Filter Cartridge

The water filter cartridge is located inside
the cartridge holder in the back upper right
corner of the refrigerator compartment.

NOTE: Some models ship with the filter
byvpass plug in place of the filter cartridge.
The filter bypass plug needs to be remaoved
before the filter cartridge is installed. Keep
the filter bypass plug for future use.

When to Replace the Filter

The filter cartridge should be replaced
every SIX months or earlier if the flow of
water to the icemaker and dispenser
decreases.

Installing the Filter Cartridge

If you are replacing the cartridge,

first remove the old one. To open the
cartridge cover, push in where indicated
and the cover will drop down.

Remove the cartridge by slowly rotating
it to the left. A small amount of water
may drip down.

A CA UTIDN: If air has been

trapped in the system, the filter cartridge
may be ¢jected as it is removed. Use caution
when removing.

Mark your calendar to remind you to
replace the filter cartridge in six menths.

Remove the protective foil from the end
of the cartridge.

6 Position the cartridge inside the
cartridge holder and slowly rotate the
cartridge to the right until it stops.
When the cartridge is properly installed,
you will feel it “click” as it locks into
place. The blade on the end of the
cartridge should be positioned
verticallv. Do not overtighten.

e Close the cartridge cover.

Run water from the dispenser for

3 minutes (about 144 gallons) to clear
the system and prevent sputteling.
See To Use the Dispenser section.

NOTE: A newly-installed water filter cartridge
may cause water to sputrt from the dispenser.

Filter Bypass Plug

You must use the filter bypass plug when

a replacement filter cartridge is not
available. The dispenser and the icemaker
will not operate without the filter or filter
bypass plug.

Rearranging the Shelves

Shelves in the refrigerator and freezer compartments are adjustable.

Refrigerator Compartment
To remove:
o Tilt the shelf up at the front.

Lift the shelf up at the back and bring
the shelf out.

To replace:

While tilting the shelf up, insert the top
hook at the back of the shelf in a slot
on the track.

Lower the front of the shelf unul the
bottom of the shelf locks into place.

Freezer Compartment
To remove:

Lift up the left side of the shelf and
slide it left into the center of the shelf
SUPPOLS.

Rotate the right side of the shelf up and
out of the shelf supports.

To replace:

Holding the shelf diagonally, insert the
left end of the shelf into the center of
the shelf supports on the side wall at the
desired level.

Insert the right end of the shell into the
shelf supports at the same level. Rest
each end of the shelf on the bottom of
the shelf supports.

NOTE: For models with an automatic icemaker,
the freezer shelf must be in the lower position
Tor the ice ctibe bucket to catch the cubes.

Spillproof Shelves (on some models)

Spillproof shelves have special edges to
help prevent spills from dripping to lower
shelves. To remove or replace the shelves,
see Rearranging the Shelves.

Slide-0ut Spillproof Shelf (on some models)

The slide-out spillproot shelf allows you

to reach items stored behind others. The
special edges are designed to help prevent
spills from dripping to lower shelves.

To remove:

Make sure you push the shelves all the way in
befare you close the doar.

Adjustable Bins on the Door
Adjustable bins can easily be carried from
refrigerator to work area.

To remove: Lift the bin straight up, then

pull out.

To replace or relocate: Engage the bin in the
molded supports of the door, and push in.
Bin will lock in place.

The snugger helps prevent tipping, spilling
or sliding of small items stored on the door
shelf. Grip the finger hold near the rear of
the snugger and move it to fit your needs.

Non-Adjustable Shelves on the Door

To remove: Lift the shelf straight up, then
pull out.

To replace: Engage the shelf in the molded
supports on the door and push down.

Fruit and Vegetable Crisper

Excess water that miay accumulate in the
bottom of the drawers or under the drawers
should be wiped drv.

Adjustable Humidity Crisper (on some models)

Slide the control all the way to the
HIGH setting to provide high humidity
recommended for most vegetables.

Slide the control all the way to the LOW
setting to provide lower humidity levels
recommended for most fruits.

Snack Pan (on some models)

This pan can be moved to the most
usetul] location for your family’s needs.

To remove, slide the pan out to the stop
position, lift the pan up and past the
stop position and lift it cut.

Adjustable Temperature Deli Pan (on some models)

When the pan is placed in the top 6 slots on
the left side and the lever is set at COLDEST,
air from the freezer is forced around the
pan to keep it very cold.

You can move the pan to any location if
you don’t want the extra cold storage.

The settings can be adjusted anywhere

between cold @ and coldest $ $ .

When set at cold, the pan will stay at the
normal refrigerator temperature.

The coldest setting provides the coldest
storage area.

Crisper Removal
To Remove:

These drawers can be removed easily by
lifting up slightly while pulling the drawer
past the staplocation.

About the automatic icemaker.

When the door cannot be filly opened,
remove the drawer farthest from the door
first. Make sure the drawer closest to the
door is tully closed. There is a latch at the
front of the center slide rail. Push down on
the latch and slide the center slide rail, to
which the drawer is attached, away from
the door. Remove the drawer.

A newly-installed refrigerator may take 12-24 hours to begin making ice.

Auwutomatic lcemaker (on some models)

The icemaker will produce seven or eight
cubes (depending on model) per cycle—
approximately 100-130 cubes in a 24-hour
period, depending on freezer compartment
temperature, room temperature, number
of door openings and other use conditions.

There are two types of icemakers: power
switch models and feeler arm models.

If the refrigerator is operated betore the
water connection is made to the icemaker,
set the power switch to @ {off) or move the
feeler arm to the STOP (up) position.

When the refrigerator has been connected
to the water supply, set the power switch to
the I{on) position or move the feeler ann to
the ON (down) position. On power switch
maodels, the green light will come on.

You will hear a buzzing sound each time
the icemaker fills with water.

The icemaker will fill with water when it
cools te approximately 15°F. A newly-
installed refrigerator may take 12 to 24
hours to begin making ice cubes.

Throw away the first few batches of ice to
allow the water line to clear.

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep
of the feeler arm.

When the bin fills to the level of the feeler
arm, the icemaker will stop producing ice.

It is normal for several cubes to be joined
together.

If ice is not used frequently, old ice cubes
will become cloudy, taste stale and shrink.

On power switch models, the green power
light will blink if ice cubes get stuck in the
icemaker. To correct this, set the power
switch to 0 {offl and remove the cubes. Set
the power switch to / {on) to restart the
icemaker. After the icemaker has been
turned on again, there will be a delay of
about 45 minutes before the icemaker
resummnes operation.

NOTE: in homes with lower-than-average water
pressure, you may hear the fcemaker cycle multiple
times when making one batch of ice.

To Use the Dispenser (on some models)

The water dispenser is located on the left wall
inside the refrigerator compartment.

To dispense water:
@ 1old the glass against the recess.
e Push the water dispenser button,

Hold the glass underneath the dispenser

for 2-3 seconds after releasing the dispenser
button. Water may continue to dispense
after the button is released.

Care and cleaning of the refrigerator.

If na water is dispensed when the refrigerator is first
instailed, there may be air in the water fine system. Press
the dispenser button for at least 2 minutss to remove
trapped air from the water line and to fill the water
system. During this process, the dispenser noise may be
foud as the air Is purged from the water line system. To
flush out impurtties in the water line, throw away the first
6 glassfils of water

NOTE: To avoid water deposits, the dispenser should
be cleansd periodically by wiping with a clean cloth or
sponge.

Cleaning the Outside

The door handies and trim. Clean with a cloth
dampened with soapy water. Dry with a soft
cloth.

Keep the outside clean. Wipe with a clean
cloth lightly dampened with mild liquid dish
detergent. Dry with a clean, soft cloth.

Do nat wipe the refrigsrator with a soifed dish cloth or wet
towel. These may leave a reside that can erode the paint.
Do not use scouring pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or
cleaners contamning bleach because these products can
scratch and weaken the paint finish.

Cleaning the Inside

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of
baking soda in the refrigerator and freezer
compartments.

Unplug the refrigerator before cleaning.

If this is not practical, wring excess moisture out
of sponge or cloth when cleaning around
switches, lights or controls,

Use warm water and baking soda soluton—
about a tablespeon (15 ml) of baking soda to a
quart (1 liter) of water. This both cleans and

neutralizes odors. Thoroughly rinse and wipe
dry.

Avoid eleaning cold glass shelves {on some models) with
fiot water because the extreme temperature difference
may cause them to break. Handle glass shelves carefully,
Bumping tempered glass can cause It to shatter

Do nat wash any refrigerator parts in the dishwasher.

Wast ice trays in lukewarm water only—do not put them
In an automatic dishwasher

Behind the Refrigerator

Be careful when moving the refrigerator away
from the wall. All types of floor coverings can be
damaged. particularly cushioned coverings and
those with embossed surfaces.

Pull the refrigerator straight out and return it to
position by pushing it straight in. Moving the

refrigerator in a side direction may result in
damage to the floor covering or refrigerator,
YWhen pushing the refrigerator back, make sure you don't
1ol over the power cord or icemaker supply line (on some
models).

Preparing for Vacation

For long vacatons or absences, remove food and
unplug the refrigerator. Move the freezer control
to the 8 (off) posion, and clean the interior with
a baking soda sclution of one ablespoon (13
ml) of baking soda to one quart {1 liter) of
water. Leave the doors open.

Set the icemaker power switch to the 0 (off)
position and shut off the water supply to the
refrigerator.

If the temperature can drop below freezing, have
a qualified servicer drain the water supply system
{on some models) to prevent serious property
damage due to flooding.

Preparing to Move

Secure all loose items such as base grille,
shelves and drawers by taping them securely
in place to prevent damage.

WATER SUPPLY TO THE ICEMAKER
(ON SOME MODELS)

If the refrigerator has an icemaker, it will have to be
connected to a cold water line. A GE water supply kit
{containing tubing, shutoff valve, fittings and
instructions) is available at extra cost from your dealer,
by visiting our Website at ge.com {in Canada at
www.geappliances.ca) or from Parts and Accessories,
800.626.2002 (in Canada 1.888.261.3055).

REFRIGERATOR LOCATION

* Do notinstall the refrigerator where the temperature
will go below 60°F (16°C) because it will not run
often enough to maintain proper temperatures.

* Do not install the refrigerator where the temperature
will go above 100°F (37°C) because it will not
perform properly.

* Install it on a floor strong enough to support it fully
loaded.

CLEARANCES

Allow the following clearances for ease of installation,
proper air circulation and plumbing and electrical
connections.

« Sides 1/8” (4 mm)

* Top 17 (25 mm)

* Back 17 (25 mm)

If the retrigerator is against a wall on either side, allow
a 1/8” (3 mm) door clearance.

ROLLERS

The rollers have 3 purposes:

B Rollers adjust so the doors close on their own when
opened about 45°.

B Rollers adjust so the refrigerator is firmly positioned
on the floor and does not wobble.

B Rollers allow vou to move the refrigerator away from
the wall for cleaning.

To adjust the rollers:

INSTALLING THE WATER LINE (oN SOME MODELS)

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Recommended copper water supply kits are WX8X2,
WXEX3 or WX8X4, depending on the amount of
tubing you need. Approved plastic water supply lines
are GE SmartConnect™ Refrigerator Tubing
{WX08X10002, WX08X 10006, WX08X10015 and
WX08X10025).

When connecting vour refrigerator to a GE Reverse
Osmosis Water System, the only approved installation
is with a GE RVKit. For other reverse osmosis water
systems, tollow the manufacturer’s recommendations.

This water line installation is not warranted by the
refrigerator or icemaker manufacturer. Follow these
instructions carefully to minimize the risk of expensive
water damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house
plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator parts and
lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified
plumber to correct water hammer before installing
the water supply line to the refrigerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook
up the water line to the hot water line.
