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CHAPTER 2 LIGHT CONTROL

(2) Continue to rotate the knob, the brightness will change from softer
warm light to brighter white light. The brightness and tone will change
gradually and fluently so you can set your preference from 0to 100%.

(3) Restore the dimmer knob anti-clockwise, the light will turn OFF after a

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CHAPTER 6 POWER SUPPLY MODE

1.Hand Crank Power

(1) Unfold the crank handle from the backside and rotate it in either
direction.

(2) Rotate the crank handle for 3-5 minutes. It will generate ample power
and activate the build-in rechargeable battery.

NOTE: Rotate the crank handle at the speed of 2 laps per second. It will generate
300-350mA electricity.

2. Type-CAdapter Charging Input

(1) Plug the adapter (optional) into the standard outlet, and then connect to
the ‘Type-CInput Port’jack on the broadside.

(2) Then it will charge the built-in rechargeable battery.

NOTE: Itis highly recommended to use 5V/2A adapter.

CHAPTER 5 USB OUTPUT CHARGING

(1) Connectyour phone charging cable with the USB output port at the
bottom of the lantern.

(2) If the camping lightis out of power, you can rotate the crank handle for
8-15 minutes (time depends on your speed of rotation). Then your
phone will get enough power to start up.

(3) The maximum charge currentis 1 Ampere.
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3. Solar Power

(1) Expose the solar panel to sunlight, don't
charge indoors.

(2) It will generate 120mA electricity to charging

build-inrechargeable battery.

NOTE: Solar panel will generate 120mA electricity when
exposed to sunlight. Itis difficult to fully charge
battery with solar panel, which is mostly used for

maintaining the rechargeable battery.
