If for any reason (such as laundering, showers, etc.) the
incoming water temperature is below 120° F (49° C),
select the Temp Sense option to have the dishwasher
thermostatically heat the water to proper temperature.

To check the incoming watet temperature, turn on the
hot water faucet nearest the dishwasher and let it run
into a glass in the sink.

Detergent

Use a detergent designed specifically for use in an auto-
matic dishwasher. Be sure it is fresh and stored in a cool,
dry place (not under the sink).

Recommended Amount

The amount of detergent to use depends on the water
hardness (measured in grains per gallon — gpg) and the
amount of soif on the dishes. Too little detergent results
in poor cleaning, hard water filming/spotting and poor
drying. Too much detergent can cause permanent
etching/cloudiness.

As arule, use 1 teaspoon of detergent per grain of water
hardness, using a minimum of 3 teaspoons in soft water
situations. Place the recommended amount of detergent
in both cups for Normal and longer cycles. Do not
divide the recommended amount between the cups.

The following chart includes specific recommendations.
Each line in the detergent cup represents 3 teaspoons.

Water Hardness* Detergent Use

Soft (0-3 gpg)
Medium (4-9 gpg)

3 teaspoons

4-9 teaspoons

Hard (10-12 gpg) 10-12 teaspoons

*Your local water utility or state university extension service
can tell you the degree of water hardness in your area.

For water hardoess of 1314 gpg add more detergent (1
teaspoon for each gpg above 12) to the beginning of the
main wash portion of the cycle. Unlatch the door, open
it slowly and add detergent to the bottom of the tub.
After relatching the door, the dishwasher will continue
through the cycle.

If water hardness 1s 15 gpg or harder, it is difficult to
achieve good results with any dishwasher. The solution
is a mechanical water softener to improve water quality,
detergent effectiveness, and protect the dishwasher parts

from the damage that hard water deposits can cause.

Never use laundry detergent or hand dish-
washing detergent in your dishwasher as it will
cause severe oversudsing and possible leaks.

Detergent Placement
Add detergent just before starting the cycle.

For Normal or Pots and Pans cycles place the recom-
mended amount of detergent in both the PRE WASH
and MAIN WASH cups. Close the cover. The dish-
washer automatically releases detergent.

A Light/China cycle requires detergent in the MAIN
WASH cup only. Close the cover after adding detergent.
The detergent will automatically be dispensed.

The Quick Wash/Rinse cycle needs detergent in the
PRE WASH cup only. Close the cover after adding
detergent. The detergent will automatically be dis-
pensed.

Do not use detergent with the Rinse & Hold cycle.

Your Maytag Jetclean® dishwasher features an automatic
rinse aid dispenser focated near the detergent cups in the door.

The clear window in the center of the dispenser cap
allows you to see if there is rinse aid in the reservoir.

When the window becomes clear, it is time to
refill the dispenser. (As a guide, check the dispenser
monthly.)

Dishwasher Interior

Cleaning

The inside design is normally self-cleaning. However,
you may want to periodically check the bottom of the
dishwasher tub to see if any large particles have not gone
through the strainer portion of the module.

You may also want to wipe the edge of the inner door
liner to remove any food soil splashes which occurred
during loading.

The color from some tomato-based food soils has been
known to occasionally adhere to today's dishwasher

tubs, causing discoloration. To help prevent this, when
washing a load of dishes soiled with tomato sauce:

Scrape excess tomato-based food soils off of dishes,
prior to loading. Do not prewash the dishes, however.

Set the control knob at the Pots & Pans setting.

Do not use the water heating options if the incoming
water temperature is already 120-140° F (49-60° C).

Odors

Any odor inside the dishwasher is likely related to a
chemical (chlorine) odor from the detergent or a food
odor from soiled items sitting in the dishwasher. Try
using a different detergent, especially a lemon- scented
one, or purchase a fresh package and see if the odor
decreases.

It 1s recommended that the Rinse & Hold feature be used
if dishes are to be held for a couple of days before
washing. This will remove most food soils that may
develop an odor.

For a strong odor, try one of the following:

1. Place baking soda in both sides of the detergent cup.
Select Light and let the water circulate for about 10
minutes. Stop the dishwasher by unlatching the door
and let stand overnight. Restart the dishwasher by
latching the door and let it complete the cycle.

2. Use a commercial dishwasher cleaning product such
as Jet-Dry Dishwasher Cleaner*, according to
package directions.

Storage/Moving

Fill both detergent cups with a fresh-scented dishwasher
detergent or baking soda and select a Normal cycle.
Allow the dishwasher to complete the cycle. Then turn
the water supply off and drain the dishwasher. To drain,
start any cycle as all cycles begin with a drain. Listen
for the drain to complete, then open the door to interrupt
the cycle prior to the fill. Operate the drain twice to
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ensure most of the water is removed. Last, disconnect
the electrical supply and prop open the door.

Dishwasher Exterior

Cleaning

The front of the dishwasher can be cleaned with a soft
damp cloth and liquid spray cleaner. Do not use any
abrasive powders or cleaning pads.

Clean the cabinet and laminate top with a soft damp
cloth and liguid spray cleaner.

To polish and protect the laminate top, use a product
specifically developed for countertops such as Hope’s
Countertop Polish*.

Apply an appliance wax to the cabinet about once a vear.

- Note: To protect the top from damage, do not use
it as a cutting surface or resting place for
~warm/hot ' cookware. Do not slide ceramic or
~other hard or abrasive objects across the surface.
