* Read this operator's manual carefully.

PREPARATION:

» Always thoroughly check the area to be
mowed and clear it of all stones, sticks,
wires, bones, and other foreign objects.
These objects will be thrown by the blade
and can cause severe injury.

* Always wear salety glasses or eye shields
when starting and while using your mower.

¢ Dress properly. Do not operate mower
when barefoot or wearing open sandals.
Wear only solid shoes with good traction
when mowing.
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* Check fuel tank before starting engine. Do
not fill gas tank indoors, when the engine is
running or when the engine is hot. Allow the
engine to cool for several minutes before
filing the gas tank. Clean off any spilled
gasoline before starting the engine.

* Always make wheel height adjustments
before starting your mower. Never attempt
to do this while the engine is running.

* Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

OPERATION:

» Keep your eyes and mind on your mower
and the area being cut. Do not let other
interests distract you.

* Do not mow wet or slippery grass. Never
run while operating your mower. Always be
sure of your footing - keep a firm hold on the
handles and walk.

» Do not put hands or feet near or under
rotating parts. Keep clear of the discharge
opening at all times.

¢ Always stop the engine whenever you leave
or are not using your mower, or before
crossing driveways, walks, roads, and any
gravel-covered areas.

* Never direct discharge of material toward
bystanders nor allow anyone near the
mower while you are operating i.

* Before cleaning, inspecting, or repairing
your mower, stop the engine and make
absolutely sure the blade and all moving
parts have stopped. Then disconnect the
spark plug wire and keep it away from the
spark plug to prevent accidental starting.

* Do not continue to run your mower if you hit
a foreign object. Follow the procedure
outlined above, then repair any damage
before restarting and operating your mower.

* Do not change the govemor settings or
overspeed the engine. Engine damage or
personal injury may result.

* Do not operate your mower if it vibrates
abnomally. Excessive vibration is an
indication of damage; stop the engine,
safely check for the cause of vibration and
repair as required.

* Do not run the engine indoors. Exhaust
fumes are dangerous.

* Never cut grass by pulling the mower
towards you. Mow across the face of
slopes, never up and down or you might
lose your footing. Do not mow excessively
steep slopes. Use caution when operating
the mower on uneven terrain or when
changing directions - maintain good footing.

* Never operate your mower without proper
guards, plates, grass catcher or other safety
devices in place.

MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE:

* Check the blade and the engine mounting
bolts often to be sure they are tightened
property.

» Check all bolts, nuts and screws at frequent
intervals for proper tightness to be sure
mower is in safe working condition.

» Keep all safety devices in place and
working.

* To reduce fire hazard, keep the engine free
of grass, leaves or excessive grease and oil.

» Check grass catcher often for deterioration
and wear and replace wom bags. Use only
replacement bags that are recommended
by and comply with specifications of the
manufacturer of your mower.

HOW TO USE YOUR LAWNMOWER
ENGINE SPEED

The engine speed was set at the factory for
optimum performance. Speed is not adjust-
able.

ENGINE ZONE CONTROL

ACAUTION: Federal regulations require
an engine control to be installed on this
lawn mower in order to minimize the risk
of blade contact injury. Do not under any
circumstances attempt to defeat the
function of the operator control. The blade
turns when the engine is running.

* Your lawn mower is equipped with an
operator presence control bar which
requires the operator to be positioned
behind the lawn mower handle to start and
operate the lawn mower.

TO ADJUST CUTTING HEIGHT

* All four wheels are adjusted by a single
lever.

*» Pull adjuster lever toward wheel. To raise
mower, move lever forward to desired
position. To lower mower, move the lever
toward the rear.

the engine.

+ Be sure mower is level and area
around oil fill is clean.

* Remove engine oil cap and fill to the
full tine on the dipstick.

NOTE: Allow oil to settle down into

engine for accurate reading.

* Engine holds 20 ozs. of oil. Fortype
and grade of oil to use, see "ENGINE"
in maintenance section of this manual.

* Pour oil slowly. Do not over fill.
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* Check oil level before each use. Add
oil if needed. Fill to full line on dipstick.

* To read proper level, tighten engine oil
cap each time.

+ Reinstall engine oil cap and tighten.

» Change the oil after every 25 hours of
operation or each season. You may
need to change the oil more often
under dusty, dirty conditions.

ADD GASOLINE

NOTE: Before filling fuel tank, remove

and discard the debris plug that is inside

the tank.

* Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular
unleaded gasoline with a minimum of
87 octane(Use of leaded gasoline will
increase carbon and lead oxide
deposits and reduce valve life). Do not
mix oil with gasoline. Purchase fuel in
quantities that can be used within 30
days to assure fuel freshness.

AWARNING: Experience indicates that

alcohol blended fuels (called gasohol or

using ethanol or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic
gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be
emptied before storage of 30 days or
longer. Drain the fuel tank, start the
engine and let it run until fuel lines and
carburetor are empty. Use fresh fuel next
season. See Storage Instructions for
additional information. Never use engine
or carburetor cleaner products in fuel tank
or permanent damage may occur.

ACAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank

filler neck. Do not overfill. Wipe off any

spilled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or use
gasoline near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE

* To start a cold engine, push primer three
(3) times before trying to start. Use a firm
push. This step is not usually necessary
when starting an engine which has already
run for a few minutes.

* Hold operator presence control bar down
to the handle.

* To stop engine, release operator presence
control bar.

NOTE: In cooler weather it may be necessary
to repeat priming steps. In warmer weather
over priming may cause flooding and engine
will not start. If you do flood engine wait a few
minutes before attempting to start and do not
repeat priming steps.
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MOWING TIPS

*

Under certain conditions, such as very
tall grass, it may be necessary to raise
the height of cut to reduce pushing
effort and to keep from overloading the
engine and leaving clumps of grass
clippings. It may also be necessary to
reduce ground speed and/or run the
lawn mower over the area a second
time.

For extremely heavy cutting, reduce the
width of cut by overlapping previously
cut path and mow slowly.

For better grass bagging and most
cutting conditions, the engine speed
should be set in the fast position.

Pores in cloth grass catchers can
become filled with dirt and dust with
use and catchers will collect less grass.
To prevent this, regularly hose catcher
off with water and let dry before using.
Keep top of engine around starter clear
and clean of grass clippings and chaff.
This will help engine air flow and
extend engine life,

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: For best performance, keep
mower housing free of built-up grass and
trash. See “Cleaning” in MAINTENANCE
section of this manual.

+ The special muiching blade will recut the

10

grass clippings many times and reduce
them in size so that as they fall onto the
lawn they will disperse into the grass and
not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass
will biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients
for the lawn. Always muich with your
highest engine (blade) speed as this will
provide the best recutting action of the
blades.

Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet. Wet
grass tends to form clumps and interferes
with the mulching action. The best time to
mow your lawn is the early aftemoon. At
this time the grass has dried and the newly
cut area will not be exposed to the direct
sun.

For best results, adjust the lawn mower
cutting height so that the lawn mower cuts
off only the top one-third of the grass
blades. If the lawn is overgrown it will be
necessary to raise the height of cut to
reduce pushing effort and to keep from
overjoading the engine and leaving
clumps of muiched grass. For extremely
heavy mulching, reduce your width of cut
by overapping previously cut path and
mow slowly.

Certain types of grass and grass conditions
may require that an area be mulched a
second time to completely hide the
clippings. When doing a second cut, mow
across or perpendicular to the first cut path.
Change your cutting pattem from week to
week. Mow north to south one week then
change to east to west the next week. This
will help prevent matting and graining of
the lawn.

LAWNMOWER

Always observe safety rules when performing

any maintenance.

TIRES

» Keep tires free of gasoline, oil, or insect
control chemicals which can harm rubber.

+ Avoid stumps, stones, deep ruts, sharp
objects and other hazards that may cause
tire damage.

BLADE CARE

For best results, mower blade must be

kept sharp. Replace bent or damaged
blades.

TO REMOVE BLADE

» Disconnect spark plug wire from spark
piug and place wire where it cannot
come in contact with spark plug.

* Turn lawn mower on its side. Make
sure air filter and carburetor are up.

* Use a wood block between blade and
mower housing to prevent blade from
turing when removing blade boit.

« Protect your hands with gloves and/or
wrap blade with heavy cloth.

* Remove blade bolt by turning counter-
clockwise.

TO REPLACE BLADE

+ Position the blade adapter on the
engine crankshaft. Be sure key in
adapter and crankshaft keyway are
aligned.

+ Position blade on the blade adapter
aligning the two (2) holes in the blade
with the raised lugs on the adapter.

* Be sure the trailing edge of blade
(opposite sharp edge) is up toward the
engine.

+ Install the blade bolt with the lock
washer and hardened washer into
blade adapter and crankshatt.

* Use block of wood between blade and
lawn mower housing and tighten the
blade bolt, turning clockwise.

* The recommended tightening torque is
35-40 ft. Ibs.

TO SHARPEN BLADE

NOTE: We do not recommend
sharpening blade - but it you do, be sure
the blade is balanced.

Care should be taken to keep the blade

Check rear drive wheels each time you

mow to be sure they move freely. The

wheels not turning freely means trash,

grass cuttings, etc., may be inside the

drive wheel and dust cover area and must

be cleaned out to free drive wheels.

If necessary to clean the drive wheels,

check both rear wheels.

*» Remove hubcaps and locknuts.

Change the oil after every 25 hours of
operation or at least once a year if the lawn
mower is not used for 25 hours in one year.

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Check the crankcase oil level before starting
the engine and after each five (5) hours of
continuous use. Tighten oil plug securely each
time you check the oil level.

TO CHANGE ENGINE OIL

NOTE: Before tipping lawn mower to drain oil,
drain fuel tank by running engine until fuel tank
is empty.

» Disconnect spark plug wire from spark plug
and place wire where it cannot come in
contact with spark plug.

Remove engine oil cap; lay aside on a clean
surface.

Tip iawn mower on its side as shown and
drain oil into a suitable container. Rock lawn
mower back and forth to remove any oil
trapped inside of engine.

Wipe off any spilled oil on lawn mower and
on side of engine.

Fill engine with cil. Fill only to the “FULL"
line on the dipstick. DO NOT OVER FILL.
Replace engine oil cap.

AIR FILTER

Your engine will not run properly and may
be damaged by using a dirty air filter.
Replace the air filter every year, more
often if you mow in very dusty, dirty
conditions.

TO CLEAN AIR FILTER

* Loosen screw and tilt cover to remove.

* Carefully remove cartridge.

» Clean by gently tapping on a flat
surface. If very dirty, replace cartridge.

CAUTION: Petroleum solvents, such as

kerosene, are not to be used to clean

cartridge. They may cause deterioration of the
cartridge. Do not oil cartridge. Do not use
pressurized air to clean or dry cariridge.

+ Install cartridge, then replace cover
making sure the tabs are aligned with
the slots in the back plate, Fasten
screw securely.

MUFFLER

Inspect and replace corroded muffler as it
could create afire hazard and/or damage.
SPARK PLUG

Change your spark plug each year to make
your engine start easier and run better. Set
spark plug gap at .030 inch.

CLEANING

IMPORTANT: For best performance, keep
mower housing free of built-up grass and
trash. Clean underside of mower housing
after each use.

ACAUTION: Disconnect spark plug wire
from spark plug and place wire where it
cannot come in contact with the spark
plug.

* Clean the underside of your lawn
mower by scraping to remove build-up
of grass and trash.

Clean engine often to keep trash from
accumulating. A clogged engine runs
hotter and shortens engine life.

Keep finished surfaces and wheels free
of all gasoline, oil,etc.

We do not recommend using a garden
hose to clean lawn mower unless the
electrical system, muffler, air filter and
carburetor are covered to keep water
out. Water in engine can result in
shortened engine life.

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- SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

ACAUTION: Before performing any service

or adjustments:

. Release control bar and stop engine.

. Make sure the blade and all moving
parts have completely stopped.

. Disconnect spark plug wire from
spark plug and place where it cannot
come in contact with plug.

REAR DEFLECTOR

The rear deflector, attached between the rear
wheels of your lawn mower, is provided to
minimize the possibility that objects will be
thrown out the rear of the lawn mower into the
operator's mowing position. If the rear
deflector becomes damaged, it should be
replaced.

TO ADJUST HANDLE

The handle on your lawn mower has three (3)
height posttions - adjust to height that suits
you.

» Squeeze the bottom ends of lower handle
towards each other until the pin in handle
can be inserted into one of the three height
adjustment holes.

ENGINE SPEED

Your engine speed has been factory set.
Do not attempt to increase engine speed
or it may result in personal injury. If you
believe that the engine is running too fast
or too slow, take your fawn mower to an
authorized service center/department for
repair and adjustment.

CARBURETOR

Your carburetor has a non-adjustable fixed
main jet for mixture control. If your engine
does not operate propery due to suspected
carburetor problems, take your lawn mower
to an authorized service center/department
for repair and adjustment.

IMPORTANT: Never tamper with the engine
govemor, which is factory set for proper
engine speed. Overspeeding the engine
above the factory high speed setting can be
dangerous. if you think the engine-govemed
high speed needs adjusting, contact your
nearest authorized service center, which has
proper equipment and experience to make
any necessary adjustments.

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STORAGE

immediately prepare your lawn mower for
storage at the end of the season or if the unit
will not be used for 30 days or more.

LAWN MOWER

When lawn mower is to be stored for a period
of time, clean it thoroughly, remove all dirt,
grease, leaves, efc. Store in a clean, dry area.
* Clean entire lawn mower (See "CLEANING"
in the Maintenance section of this manual).

* |ubricate as shown in the Maintenance
section of this manual.

* Be sure that all nuts, bolts, screws, and pins
are securely fastened. Inspect moving
parts for damage, breakage and wear.
Replace if necessary.

* Touch up all rusted or chipped paint
surfaces; sand lightly before painting.

HANDLE

* You can fold your lawn mower handie for
storage.

* Loosen the two (2) handle knobs on sides of
the upper handle and allow handie to fold
down to the rear,

» Squeeze the bottom ends of lower handle
toward each other until pins in handle clear
the brackets and pivot entire handle
assembly forward and allow it to rest on
mower.

* When setting up your handle from the
storage position, the lower handle will
require manually locking into the mowing
position.

storage or transportation be sure to fold the

handle as shown or you may damage the
control cables.

FUELSYSTEM

IMPORTANT: [tis important to prevent gum
deposits from forming in essential fuel system
parts such as carburetor, fuel filter, fuel hose,
or tank during storage. Also, experience
indicates that alcohol blended fuels (calted
gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can
attract moisture which feads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic gas
can damage the fuel system of an engine
while in storage.

+ Drain the fuel tank,

* Start the engine and let it run until the fuel
lines and carburetor are empty.

* Never use engine or carburetor cleaner
products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur.

* Use fresh fuel next season.

NOTE: Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable

altemative in minimizing the formation of fuel

gum deposits during storage. Add stabilizer
to gasoline in fuel tank or storage container.

Always follow the mix ratio found on stabilizer

container. Run engine at least 10 minutes

after adding stabilizer to aliow the stabilizer to
reach the carburetor. Do not drain the gas
tank and carburetor if using fuel stabilizer.

ENGINE OIL

Drain oil (with engine warm) and replace with

clean engine oil. (See "ENGINE" inthe

Maintenance section of this manual).

CYLINDER

* Remove spark plug.

* Pour one ounce (29 mi} of oil through spark

- plug hole into cylinder.

* Pull starter handle slowly a few times to
distribute oil.

* Replace with new spark plug.

OTHER

* Do not store gasoline from one season to

another.
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* Replace your gasoline can if your can
starts to rust. Rust and/or dirt in your
gasoline will cause problems.

* [f possible, store your unit indoors and
cover it to give protection from dust and dirt.

« Cover your unit with a suitable protective
cover that does not retain moisture. Do not
use plastic. Plastic cannot breathe which

allows condensation to form and will cause

your unit to rust.
