Your new washer may make sounds that
your old one didn’t. Because the sounds
are unfamiliar, you may be concerned
about them.

The following describes some of the
normal sounds you may hear and what
causes them.

During Washing

When you select a small load size setting
for a small wash load, your washer has a
tower water level. With this lower water
tevel, you may hear a clicking sound from
the upper porticn of the agitator.

During Drain

The rate that water is drained from your
washer depends on your installation. If
water is drained quickly from the washer,
you may hear air being pulled through the
pump. This happens during the end of
draining.

After Drain and Before Spin

When the cycle changes from draining
o spinning, you may hear a noise as the
gearcase shifts.

USING THE LIQUID CHLORINE
BLEACH DISPENSER

for your Benefit

Automatically dilutes bleach to
ensure the cleanest and hrightest
loads.

Always measure liquid chlorine bleach.
Use a measuring cup, do not guess. Do
not pour directly from bottte.

After loading the washer, measure and
add the recommended amount of fabric
softener into the dispenser. Follow manu-
facturer’s directions.

NOTE: Pouring too much fabric softener
into the dispenser will cause the fabric
softener to dispense instantly into the
toad due to siphoning action. This instant
“dump” could damage fabrics and will
make it appear that your dispenser is not
working correctly.

« Add warm water to fill the dispenser
until it reaches the crossed opening at
the bottom of the funnel-shaped portion
of the dispenser.

» Fabric softener is dispensed into the first
deep rinse water automatically.

NOTE: Fabric softeners are not com-

patible with detergents. This dispenser

should never be used in the PREWASH

Cycle since it would dispense fabric

softener into a wash load that has not

been rinsed. Undiluted fabric softener
spilled on fabric may result in spots that
took like oil stains.

If you ever use your dispenser this way by
mistake, rewash the load with extra deter-
gent to remove these deposits.

To Remove the Fabric Softener
Dispenser for Cleaning

STEP 1. Pull the blue lock ring up,
then remove dispenser from agitator
by pulling up.

STEP 2. Flush the dispenser with
warm water.

* Drop items into washer loosely. Fill
to the top of the basket (top row of
holes). Do not wrap items around the
agitator. ltems should move easily
through wash water for best cleaning
and wrinkle-free results. items should
sink and reappear later.

+ Load washer properly and select correct
water level setting. Overloading or pack-
ing the machine, and selecting a setting
too small for the wash load can:

— cause poor cleaning
- increase wrinkling
- create excessive lint

— wear out items faster
(because of pilling}

» Load by the amount of space items take
up, not by their weight.

+ Mix large and small items in each load.
Load evenly to maintain washer bal-
ance. An off-batance load can make the
washer vibrate during spin.

* Use a higher water level setting to re-
duce wrinkling with permanent press
clothes and some synthetic knits. These
items should have more room to move
in the water than heavy items {towels,
jeans).

* Reduce wash time by using a lower

water level setting. Loads with only a few

small items need less wash time.

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CARING FORYOUR WASHER

CLEANING YOUR WASHER

Proper care of your washer can extend
its life. This section explains how to care
for your washer properly and safely.

Exterior

Wipe up detergent, bleach, and other
spills with a soft, damp cloth or sponge
as they occur. Occasionally wipe the out-
side of the washer to keep it looking like
new.

Do not put sharp or metal objects in your
washer. They can damage the finish.
Check all pockets for pins, clips, money,
bolts, nuts, etc. Do not lay these objects
on your washer after emplying pockets.

Interior

Clean interior with 1 cup (250 mL) of
chiorine bleach mixed with 2 cups (500
mL) of detergent. Run washer through a
complete cycle using hot water. Repeat
process if hecessary.

NOTE: Remove hard water deposits
using only cleaners labeled as washer
safe.

Water Inlet Hoses

Replace inlet hoses after five years of
use to reduce the risk of hose failure. Pe-
riodically inspect and replace inlet hoses
if bulges, kinks, cuts, wear or leaks are
found. When replacing your inlet hoses,
mark the date of replacement on the
tabel with a permanent marker.

WINTER STORAGE
OR MOVING CARE

Install and store your washer where it will
not freeze. Because some water may
stay in the hoses and pump, freezing can
damage your washer. If storing or moving
your washer during freezing weather,
winterize it.

To winterize washer:

1. Shut off both water faucets.

2. Disconnect and drain water inlet
hoses.

3. Put 1 gt {1 L) of R.V.-type antifreeze
in the basket.

4. Run washer on a SPIN setting for
about 30 seconds to mix the
anti-freeze and water. Some of the
mixture will pump out while the
washer spins.

5. Unplug the power supply cord.

To use washer again:

. Flush water pipes and hoses.
. Reconnect water inlet hoses.

. Turn on both water faucets.

. Reconnect power supply cord.

. Run the washer through a complete
cycle with 1 cup (250 mL) of detergent
to clean out antifreeze.

NON-USE OR VACATION CARE

Operate your washer only when you

are at home. if you will be on vacation or
not using your washer for an extended
period of time, you should:

* Unplug the power supply cord or turn
off electrical power to the washer.

« Turn off the water supply to the washer.
This helps avoid accidental flooding
(due to a water pressure surge) while
YOu are away.
