Broiling information

Broiling is a method of cooking tender cuts of meat by direct heat under the broil
element of the oven. Always use a broiler pan and grid for broiling.

Preheating

Preheating the oven is suggested when searing rare steaks. (Remove all uten-
sils from the oven before preheating. Foods will stick if placed on hot metal.) To
preheat, set the control(s) to BROIL as instructed in this Use & Care Guide. Wait
for the element to become red-hot, usually about 2 minutes. Preheating is not
necessary when broiling meats well-done.

To Broil

Broil on side until the food is browned; turn and cook on the second side. Sea-
son and serve. Always pull rack out to the "stop" position before tuming or re-
moving food.

Determine Broiling Times

Broiling times vary, so watch the food closely. Time not only depends on the dis-
tance from element, but on the thickness and aging of meat, fat content and
doneness preferred. The first side usually requires a few minutes longer than
second. Frozen meats also require additional time.

Broiling Tips
The broiler pan and its grid allow dripping grease to drain and be kept away from
the high heat of the broiler.

DO NOT use the pan without its grid. DO NOT cover the grid with foil. The
exposed grease could ignite.

NN should an oven fire occur, close the oven door and turn off the
oven. If the fire continues, throw baking soda on the fire or use a fire
extinguisher. DO NOT put water or flour on the fire. Flour may be explosive and
waler can cause a grease fire to spread and cause personal injury.

Broiler Clean-Up Tips

To make cleaning easier, line the bottom of the broiler pan with aluminum foil.
DO NOT cover the broiler grid with foil.

To prevent grease from baking on, remove the broiler pan from the oven as soon
as cooking is completed. Use hot pads because the broiler pan is extremely hot.
Pour off grease. Soak the pan in HOT, soapy water.

Clean the broiler pan as soon as possible after each use. If necessary, use
soap-filled steel wool pads. Heavy scouring may scratch the grid.

What to Expect during Cleaning

While the oven is in operation, the oven heats to temperatures much higher than those used in normal cooking. Sounds of
metal expansion and contraction are normal. Odor is also normal as the food soil is being removed. Smoke may appear
through the oven vent.

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and cause more smoke and odor than usual. This is
normal and safe and should not cause alarm. If available, use an exhaust fan during the self-cleaning cycle.

Starting the Select Self-Clean Cycle

For satisfactory results, use a 2 hour Self-Clean cycle for light soils or a 3 hour
cycle for average to heavy soils. NOTE: The kitchen area should be well
ventilated using an open window, ventitlation fan or exhaust hood during the 1st
Self-Clean cycle. This will help eliminate the normal odors associated with the 1st
Self-Clean cycle.

Clean stainless steel with hot, soapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water
and a cloth. Do not use cleaners with high concenirations of chlorides or
chlorines. Do not use harsh scrubbing cleaners. Only use kitchen cleaners that are
especially made for cleaning stainless steel. Always be sure to rinse the cleaners
from the surface as bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Porcelain Enamel Broiler Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
Pan and Grid, Door Liner, solution of clear water and ammonia. If necessary, cover difficult spots with an
Body Parts ammonia-soaked paper towel for 30 to 40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a

damp cloth, and then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a
clean cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during future
heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the cookiop.

OvenRacks Oven racks may be removed or left in the oven during the seli-clean cycle for cleaning.
If removed, follow instructions above. If the racks are cleaned inthe self-clean cycle, their
colorwillturn slightly blue and the finish will be dull. After the seli-clean cycle is completed
and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the racks with wax paper or a cloth containing
a small amount of baby oil or salad oil (this will make the racks glide easier into the rack
positions).

Use soap & water {o thoroughly clean the top, sides and front of the oven door. Rinse
well. You may use a glass cleaner on the outside glass of the oven door. DO NOT
immerse the door in water. DO NOT spray or allow water or the glass cleaner to
enter the door vents. DO NOT use oven cleaners, cleaning powders or any harsh

Removing and Replacing the Oven Door

the inside of the door facing down.

To Remove Oven Door:

1. Open the door to the fully opened position.

2. Pull up the lock located on both hinge supports and engage it in the hinge lever
hooks (Figure 1). You may have to apply a little downward pressure on the door
to pull the locks fully over the hinge lever hooks.

3. Grab the door by the sides and pull the bottom of the door up and toward you to
disengage the hinge supports. Keep pulling the bottom of the door toward you
while rotating the top of the door toward the range to completely disengage the
hinge levers (Figure 2).

4. To clean oven door, follow the instructions provided in the General Care &
Cleaning table.

To Replace Oven Door:

1. Grabthe door by the sides; place the hinge supportsinthe hinge slots. Openthe
door to the fully opened position.

Special Door Care Instructions

Most oven doors contain glass that can break.

Read the following recommendations:

1. Do not close the oven door until all the oven racks are fully in place.

2. Do not hit the glass with pots, pans, or any other object.

3. Scralching, hitting, jarring or stressing the glass may weaken its structure
causing an increased risk of breakage at a later time.

Care and Cleaning of Stainless Steel (some models)

Some models are equipped with stainless steel exterior parts. Special care and
cleaning are required for maintaining the appearance of stainless steel parts.
Please refer to the table provided at beginning of this General Care & Cleaning
section.

Changing the Oven Light

On some models an interior oven light will turn automatically when the oven
door is opened. The oven light may be turned on when the door is closed by
pushing oven light switch located on the control panel. On some models, the
lamp is covered with a glass shield held in place by a wire holder. THE GLASS
SHIELD MUST BE IN PLACE WHENEVER THE OVEN IS IN USE.

To replace the light bulb:

2. Wear a leather-faced glove for protection against possible broken glass.

Before you call for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. The list includes common occurrences that
are not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this appliance.

Be sure cabinets are
square and level. Contact cabinet maker to correct problem.

Entire appliance does
nhot operate.

- Make sure cord/plug is securely plugged into electrical outlet.

- Cord/plug is not installed or connected. Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

- Service wiring not complete. Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

- Power outage. Check house lights to be sure. Contact your local electric company.

- Short in cord/plug. Replace cord/plug.

- Controls are not set properly. See instructions in the Oven Control Guide {o set the controls.

- House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped immediately following installation. House
fuse may not be fully engaged. Check fuse or engage circuit breaker securely.

- House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped after the oven has been installed and
previously operating. Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

- Wall oven is not properly connected to gas supply. Check connection (see Installation Instructions).

- Make sure gas supply shut-off valve is opened before turning on the oven after installing the
wall oven.

Oven light does not work.

- Burned-out or loose bulb. Follow the instructions under Changing Oven Light to replace or
tighten the bulb.

Oven or broiler drawer
smokes excessively
during broiling.

- Door is open. Door should be closed during broiling.

- Meat too close to the broil burner. Reposition the rack to provide more clearance between the
meat and the broiler.

- Meat not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Slash remaining fatty edges to
prevent curling, but do not cut into the lean.

- Girid on broiler pan wrong side up. Grease cannot drain into broiler pan. Always place the grid
on the broiler pan with the ribs up and the slots down to allow grease to drip into the pan.

- Broiler pan used without grid or grid covered with foil. DO NOT use the broiler pan without the
grid or cover the grid with foil.

- Grease spatters and food buildup cause excessive smoke. Regular cleaning is necessary
when broiling frequently.

Poor baking results.

- Many factors affect baking results. See Oven Baking for hints, causes and corrections. See
Adjusting Oven Temperature.

Self-cleaning cycle
does not work.

- Make sure the oven door is closed.

- Controls not set properly. Follow instructions.

- Seli-cleaning cycle was interrupted. Stop time must be set 2-4 hours past the start time.
Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning Cycle" in this Use & Care Guide.

- Failure to clean bottom, from top of oven, frame of oven or door area ouiside oven seal.
