How the Waler Dispenser Works

The water tank, located behind the drawers in the refrigerator compartment, automatically fills as water is dispensed. For
proper dispenser operation, the recommended eupply water preseure should fali between 30 psi and 100 pei

After the refrigerator is connected to the water supply, fill the water tank by drawing one glass of water. it may take about
112 minutes afler activating the dispenser paddle before water begins to fill this first glass. Continue flushing the system
for 3 minutes to rid the tank and plumbing connections of any impurities. The water dispenser has a built in shutoff device
that will stop the water flow after 3 minutes of continuous use. Simply release the dispenser paddie to reset the shutoff
mechanism.

Chemicals from a_n‘ialfunc_tioning softener can damége the ice maker. If the ice maker is connected
to soft water, ensure that the softener is maintained and working properly.

How the Ice Dispenser Works

The ice maker and container are located in the top of the freezer compartment. After the refrigerator
is instalied propetly and has cooled for several hours, the ice maker can begin making ice within
24 hours. Air in new plumbing lines may cause the ice maker to cycle two or three times before
making a fuil tray of ice. Ice production is controlled by the ice maker's On/Off power switch. To
gain access to the ice maker, slide the ice cream tray out. Press the swiich to the “O” position io
turn it Off and press it to the “I” position to turn it On. With no usage it will take approximately 2
days to fill the ice container. The ice maker also has a built-in wire signal arm,which automatically
stops ice production when the ice binis full. This signal arm should not be used ic manually stop
the ice maker.

Because of new plumbing connections, the first production of ice cubes may be discolored or have an odd flavor. These
should be discarded until the cubes made are free of discoloration and taste.

Replacing The Air Filter

In general, you should change the air filter every six months
1o ensure optimal filtering of refrigerator odors. You may want
o adjust this time period depending on the types and
amounts of food you typically store in your refrigerator.

To replace your air filter:

1 Push the plastic bubble tab located on the side of the air
filter housing. This releases the hinged bottom half to drop
open.

2 Remove the old filter and discard it.

3 Unpackage the new filter and place it inside the hinged
bottom half of the housing.

4 Push the hinged bottom half upward until the tab snaps
into closed position.

5 Press and hold the Filter Reset button on the electronic
control panel for 3 seconds. When the Filter OK light
comes on, the status has been reset.

6 Press and hold the Filter Reset buiton for 3 seconds again
to turn off the filter status system.

Frozen Food Storage

s The freezer compartment should be kept at 0° F orlower.
+  Afreezer operates most efficiently when it is at least 2/3 full.

PacKkaging Foods for Freezing

s To minimize dehydration and guality deterioration, use aluminum foil, freezer wrap, freezer bags or airtight
containers. Force as much air out of the packages as possible and seal them tightly. Trapped air can cause food fo
dry out, change color, and develop an off-flavor (freezer burn).

= Wrap fresh meats and poultry with suitable freezer wrap prior to freezing.

s Do not refreeze meat that has completely thawed.

Loading the Freezer

+  Avoid adding too much warm food to the freezer at one time. This overloads the freezer, slows the rate of freezing,
and can raise the temperature of frozen foods.

+ |Leave a space between the packages, so cold air can circulate freely, allowing food o freeze as quickly as
possible.

+  Avoid storing hard-to-freeze foods such as ice cream and orange juice on the freezer door shelves. These foods are
best siored in the freezer interior where the temperature varies less.

ENERGY SAVING IDEAS

« Locate the refrigeraior in the coolest part of the room, out of direct
sunlight, and away from heating ducts or registers. Do not place the
refrigerator next to heat-producing appliances such as a range, oven, or |
dishwasher. If this is not possible, a section of cabinetry or an added
layer of insulation between the two appliances will help the refrigerator
operate more efficiently.

+  Level the refrigerator so that the doors close tightly.

UNDERSTANDING THE SOUNDS YOU MAY HEAR A. Evaporator

Your new high-efficiency refrigerator may make unfamiliar
sounds. Most often, these are all normal sounds that soon
become familiar to you. They indicate your refrigerator is
operating as designed. Hard surfaces, such as vinyl or wood
floors, walis, and kitchen cabinets may make sounds more
noticeable. The following list describes some of the most
comrmon sounds you may hear, and whatis causing them.

WATER/MOISTURE/FROST OUTSIDE REFRIGERATOR

Moisture collects on
outside of refrigerator or
between doors.

Weather is humid.

Door is slightly open, causing
cold air from inside refrigerator
to meet warm air from oulside.

This is normal in humid weather. When humidity is
lower, the moisture should disappear.
