Step 3: Attach end panels.  
NOTE*: Additional standard shelves cannot be added once the end panels are in place. 

TEMPORARILY RAISE BOTTOM SHELF.  
• Place assembled shelf unit over spacer box  

(same box the shelves were packed in).  
• Lift bottom shelf off split sleeves, so shelf rests on 

spacer box and posts touch the floor.

ATTACH END PANELS TO UNIT.  
• Place end panels in position.  

Note: Large loops should be at the 
bottom, small loops at the top.

• Push left-hand door shut.  
• Right-hand door features movable latch. Move
