B Never reach into the dryer while the drum is
moving. Before loading, unloading or adding
clothes, wait until the drum has completely

stopped.

B Clean the lint filter before each load to prevent
lint accumulation inside the dryer orin the

B Do not wash or dry articles that have been
cleaned in, washed in, soaked in or spotted

with combustible or explosive substances (such as

wax, oil, paint, gasoline, degreasers, dryv-cleaning
solvents, kerosene, etc.) which may ignite or
explode.

B The laundry process can reduce the flame
retardancy of tabrics.

B Do not dry articles containing rubber, plastic
or similar materials such as padded bras, tennis
shoes, galoshes, bath mats, rugs, bibs, baby pants,
plastic bags, pillows, etc. that may melt or burn.
Some rubber materials, when heated, can under
certain circumstances produce fire by

spontaneous combustion.

B Do not store plastic, paper or dothing that may
burn or melt on top of the dryer during
operation.

Use this option to minimize the wrinkles
in clothes. It provides approximately

15 minutes of no-heat tumbling after
the clothes are drv.

This option can only be used with the

Cycle Signal Option (on some models)

This signal will sound just betore the end
of the cyde to remind you to remove the
clothes.

If you selected the WRINKLE CARE option,
the signal will sound at the end of the
drying time and will sound several times
during the WRINKLE CARE cycle.

Reversing the Door

Tools needed:

Phillips screwdriver putty knife

Open the door and remove the filler plugs opposite the hinges. With the door
completely open, remove the bottom screw from each hinge on the dryer face.
Insert these screws about half way into the TOP holes, for each hinge, on the opposite
side (where vou removed the filler plugs). Apply firm pressure to get the screw started
in new holes.

Loosen top screw from each hinge on the dryer face half way. With one hand holding
the top of the door and the other hand holding the bottom, remove the door from
the drver by lifting it UPand OUT.
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Rotate the door 180°. Insert it on the opposite side of the opening by moving the door
IN and DOWN until the top hinge and the bottom hinge are resting on the top screws
inserted in step 1.
