Prevent Fire
¢ Do not wash or dry items that have been previously cleaned in, soaked in, or spotted with gasoline, cleaning solvents, kerosene,
waxes, etc. Do not store these items on or near the dryer. These substances give off vapors that could ignite or explode.

¢ Do not place items exposed to cooking oils in your dryer. Items contaminated with cooking oils may contribute to a chemical reaction that
could cause a load

to catch fire.

¢ Do not put oily or greasy rags or clothing on top of the laundry center. These substances give off vapors that could ignite the materials.

¢ Do not add gascline, cleaning solvents, or other flammable or explosive substances to the wash water. These substances give off
vapors that could ignite or explode.

e Under certain conditions, hydrogen gas may be produced in a hot water system that has not been used for 2 weeks or more.
HYDROGEN GAS IS EXPLOSIVE. If the hot water system has not been used for such a period, before using the washer, turn on
all hot water faucets and let the water flow from each for several minutes. This will release any accumulated hydrogen gas. Hydrogen
gas is flammable; do not smoke or use an open flame during this time.

« To prevent fire, do not use heat to dry items containing plastic, foam rubber or similarly textured rubber-like materials, or items
containing feathers or down. Use Air Fluff (No Heat) only.

s Clean the dryer lint screen before or after each load. The interior of the dryer, lint screen housing and exhaust duct should be cleaned
approximately every 18 months by qualified service personnel. An excessive amount of lint build-up in these areas could result in
inefficient drying and possible fire,

¢ Do not operate the dryer if the lint screen is blocked, damaged or missing. Fire hazard, overheating and damage to fabrics can occur.
If your dryer has a drying rack, always replace the lint screen when finished using the drying rack.

¢ Keep area around the exhaust opening and surrounding areas free from the accumulation of lint, dust and dirt.

¢ Do not obstruct the flow of ventilating air. Do not stack or place laundry or throw rugs against the front or back of the laundry center.

¢ Do not spray any type of aerosol into, on or near laundry center at any time.

¢ Do not use fabric softeners or products to eliminate static unless recommended by the manufacturer of the fabric softener or product.

¢ Failure to comply with these warnings could result in fire, explosion, sericus bodily injury and/or damage to the rubber or plastic parts
of the laundry center.

Protect Children

¢ Do not allow children to play on or in the laundry center. Close supervision of children is necessary when the laundry center is used
near children.

1. Sort laundry into loads that can be washed together.

Sort items by recommended water temperatures, wash time, and agitate/spin

speeds.

e Separate white, light, and colorfast items from dark and noncolorfast items.

»  Separateitemswhich shedlintfrom itemswhich attract lint. Permanent press,
synthetic, knit and corduroy items will pick up lint from towels, rugs and
chenille bedspreads.

¢ Separate heavily soiled items from lightly soiled items.

s  Separate lacy, sheer and loosely knit items from sturdy items.

Sort laundry into loads that can be
washed together.

2. Prepare items for washing.
»  Empty pockets.
¢ Brush off lint and dirt. Shake out rugs and beach towels.
e Close zippers, fasten hooks, tie strings and sashes, and remove nonwashable
trims and ornaments.
¢ Removepins, decorative buttons, belt buckles, and other objects which could
be damaged. This also helps protect other items in the wash load.
#  Mend rips and tears to prevent further damage during washing.
»  Place delicate items such as bras, shoulder pads, hosiery, and belts in a mesh
bag to prevent tangling during the wash cycle.
Empty pockets. *  Turn knititems inside out to prevent pilling.

3. Pretreat stains and heavy soil.

4. Adda measured amount of detergent to the wash tub before
adding the laundry load.

Followdetergent manufacturer'sdirections. Theamount required dependsontype
of detergent, load size and soil level, and water hardness.

5. If desired, add liquid bleach to Bleach Dispenser (available on
some models).
* Before addingthe wash load, add liquid bleach to bleach dispenser located in
left front corner under the lid:
*  3/4 cup (180 ml) for small loads
e T cup (240 ml) for large loads
* 1-1/4 cups (300 ml) for extra-large loads.

Place delicate items in a mesh bag.

* Then add 1 cup (240 ml) water to flush the dispenser.

* Do notuse powdered bleach in the bleach dispenser. Add powdered bleach
to the empty tub.

For models without a bleach dispenser, dilute the recommended amount of
liquid chlorine bleach in 1 quart (.95 L) water. Add it to wash water after
Bleach Dispenser (some models) a few minutes of agitation. Do not pour bleach directly on wash load.

For models with a built-in dispenser (see picture to the left):

2. Add water to bring liquid level to fill line on dispenser cap.
3. Removethedispenser fromthe agitator aftereach use. Rinse both cap and cup
with warm water. Replace dispenser in the agitator.

NOTE: To separate cap from cup, put thumb into dispenser and push against side

of cup {see picture to the left). After cleaning, push cap and cup firmly together.

Replace dispenser by lining up the ribs and grooves and snapping it into position.

Built-In Fabric Softener Dispenser If fabric softener builds up in or around the dispenser, clean the area with hot water.
(some models) DO NOTREMOVE SERVICE CAP FOUND INSIDE THE AGITATOR POST.

For models without a fabric softener dispenser, follow fabric softener label
directions. Add diluted fabric softener to the final rinse. Do not pour fabric
softener directly on the wash load.

8. Select cycle and settings according to type, size, and soil level
of each load .
See Operating Instructions for your specific model controls.

9. Start the washer.
Close the washer lid and pull out the cycle selector knob. The washer will not
agitate or spin with the lid open.
e To stop the washer, push in the cycle selector knob.
s To change a cycle, push in the cycle selector knob. Turn it clockwise to the
desired setting. Pull out the knob to restart the washer.

Built-In Fabric Softener Dispenser
(some models)

10. Remove items when the cycle is completed.

For your safety, the lid locks when the tub is spinning. It will remain locked for 2-
3 minutes after the tub stops spinning.

* Toopen the lid during a spin, push in the cycle selector knob and wait about

2-3 minutes for the lid lock to release. Do not force open the locked lid.

Place washed items in automatic dryer, line dry, or dry flat as directed by fabric
carelabel. Excess wrinkling, color transfer or odors may develop initems left in the
washer after the cycle has ended.

Perspiration Use prewash stain remover or rub with bar soap. Rinse. Wash using nonchlorine bleach in hottest water safe for
fabric.

Rust, brown or yellow For spots, use rust remover safe for fabric. For discoloration of an entire load, use phosphate detergent and

discoloration nonchlorine bleach. Do not use chlorine bleach because it may intensify discoloration.

Shoe polish LIQUID: Pretreat with a paste of granular detergent and water. PASTE: Scrape residue from fabric. Pretreat

with prewash stain remover or nonflammable dry cleaning fluid. Rinse. Rub detergent into dampened area.
Wash using bleach safe for fabric.

Urine, vomit, mucus, feces Pretreat or soak in product containing enzymes. Wash using bleach safe for fabric.
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Common Washing Problems

Many washing problemsinvolve poor soiland stain removal, residues of lint and scum, and fabric damage. For satisfactory washing
results, follow these suggestions provided by The Soap and Detergent Association.

1. Prepare items for drying.

Dry items of similar fabric, weight and construction in the same load.

Separate dark items from light-coloreditems. Separate items that shed lint
from those that attract lint. If an item sheds lint, turn it inside out.

Be surebuckles, buttonsandtrim are heatproof andwon't damagethedrum
finish. Close zippers, fasten hooks and Velcro®-like fasteners. Tie strings and
sashes to prevent snagging and tangling.

If possible, turn pockets inside out for even drying.

Check for stains which may not have been removed in washing. Dryer heat
may permanently set some stains. Repeat stain removal process before
drying.

Place small items in a mesh bag to prevent tangling and for easy removal.

Check that lint screen is clean and in place.

The average load will fill the drum 1/3 to 1/2 full. ltems need room to tumble
freely for even drying and less wrinkling. Do not overlocad dryer.

Whendryinglargeitems, dry only 2 or 3 atatime. Fillout the load with small
and medium sized items.

For delicate or very small loads, add 2 lint-free towels for better drying, less
wrinkling, and to prevent grease stains caused by fabric softener sheets.

Do notoverdryitems. Overdrying can cause wrinkling, shrinkage, harshness,
and a build-up of static electricity, which can produce more lint.

If desired, add a dryer fabric softener sheet.

Close the dryer door and set dryer controls (some models).
See Dryer Operating Instructions card for your specific model controls.

Turn cycle selector clockwise to the desired setting.

Start the dryer.

Turn Start control clockwise to ON. Hold for 1-2 seconds and release.

Allow the drum to come to a complete stop before reaching inside.

When the cycle ends, remove items immediately and hang
or fold. If load is removed before the cycle ends, turn cycle selector to OFF.

Cycle Signal Control (some models)

When the Cycle Signal Control is ON, a signal will sound at the end of each cycle and
during the Press Saver setting (some models). The volume is adjustable on some
models.

Drum Light (some models)
Adrum light will come on whenever the dooris opened to illuminate the dryer drum
during loading and unloading. Closing the door turns off the light.

Drying Rack (some models)
Use the drying rack to dry items which should not be tumble dried.

inside the Dryer

Clean the dryer lint screen after every load. Lint build-up in the screen restricts
air flow, which causes longer drying times. The screen is located at the bottom
of the door opening. Remove by pulling straight up. Remove the lintand replace
the screen.

Occasionally awaxy build-up may formon the lint screen from using dryer-added
fabric softener sheets. To remove this build-up, wash the lint screen in warm,
soapy water. Dry thoroughly and replace. Do not operate the dryer without the
lint screen in place.

If the dryer drum becomes stained from noncolorfast fabrics, clean the drumwith
a damp cloth and a mild liquid household cleanser. Remove cleanser residue
before drying the next load.

Every 18 months an authorized servicer should clean the dryer cabinet interior
and exhaust duct. These areas can collect lint and dust over time. An excessive
amountof lint build-up could resultin inefficient drying and possible fire hazard.

When laundering is completed, wipe cabinet with a damp cloth. Turn water
faucets off to prevent pressure build-up in the hoses.

Clean the cabinet with mild soap and water. Never use harsh, gritty or
abrasive cleansers. If the cabinetbecomes stained, clean with diluted chlorine
bleach [1/2 cup (120 ml)in 1 quart (.95 L) water]. Rinse several times with clear
water.

Remove glue residue from tape orlabels with a mixture of warm water and mild
detergent. Or, touch residue with the sticky side of the tape or label,
