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FUNCTION DESCRIPTIONS

POWER SUPPLY

Arechargeable polymer battery is built into the CD player. When found the battery
icon no power in LCD display right top corner, it needs to be connected to the
external Type-C USB 5V/2A for charging. You can see the battery charging status
on the screen and the cable needs to be unplugged after a full charge. It takes
about 3-4 hours to fully charge the battery.

HOW TO CONNECT HEADSET

You can use earphones to listen to the music played by the machine. Just plug the
3.5mm headphones into the earphone port, and the speaker will be automatically
disconnected at this time.

SLEEP FUNCTION
1. In the power on state, long press the SLEEP button to enter sleep mode, LCD
Display screen shows "90" or "OFF" and "SLEEP". g
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2.Short press Previous/Next button to select automatic shutdown time between
OFF-10-20-30-40-50-60-70-80-90min. Press the SLEEP button again to confirm

the setting. '—El
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3.When SLEEP mode is in use, the LCD screen displays as shown below:

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CD DISC/USB DISK MODE

1. After power on, press the Function Selector button (FUN.) to select CD or USB
mode.LCD shown as
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2. Under CD Mode:

a.Push the OPEN button on the right to open the CD compartment door, and place
the disc printing surface upward on the spindle of the CD movement.

b.Then close the CD compartment door completely, otherwise the player will fail to
read the disc. And the disc total tracks will show in LCD screen.

c.After a few seconds, the first track will automatically play while the LCD displays
the format of the "CD”,”"MP3”, etc.

3.Under USB mode:

a. Insert the USB flash disk with songs stored on it into the USB port on the unit to
play music.

b. After a few seconds, the first track will automatically play while the LCD displays
the format of the”MP3”, etc.

4. Press the Volume increase button (VOL+) once increases the volume by one
level, and press the Volume decrease button (VOL-) once decreases the volume
by one level. The volume range is 00-15.

5. Press the Play / Pause button ( p|] )once to temporarily stop playing, and press
this button again to resume playing.

6. If you need to stop playing halfway, press the STOP button ( ISL-EEP )to stop playing.
7. During playback, short press the Previous/Next button ( j¢q/ppj )to jump to the
previous/next song; long press the Previous/Next button ( 1¢q/pp| ) to fast rewind

or fast forward.

8.Repeat function:

a.In the process of playing CD/USB, short press the Repeat/Program button (REP./
PROG.) once, the current song you listen to will enter into single cycle, and flashing
displayed on the LCD as shown in figure a.

b.Short press the Repeat/Program button (REP./PROG.) twice, if your USB flash
drive contains a file directory, it will repeat to play the current folder for you.
Displayed on the LCD shown in figure b.
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c.Short press the Repeat/Program button for the third time, the whole disc will
be played repeatedly, and displayed on the LCD as shown in figure c.

d.Short press the Repeat/Program button for the fourth time, the whole disc will
be played randomly. Displayed on the LCD as shown in figure d.

e.Short press the Repeat/Program button for the fifth time, the whole disc will
be played in intro, which will play first 10s of each song. The display on the LCD
as shown in figure e.

f.Press the Repeat/Program button for the sixth time to resume to normal playback.

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9.Programming Function (When CD/USB is in STOP state)

a.Press the STOP button (/s!EP) to stop to play the CD discs/USB.

b.Then short press the Repeat/Program button (REP./PROG.) on the machine to
entry the programming interface.

c.Press Previous/Next button (|«/»|) to select the song you want to program,
then press Repeat/Program button (REP./PROG.)to confirm after programming.
d.Press the Play/Pause button( p|| ) to play in the sequence of the programmed
songs.
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BLUETOOTH RECEIVING

1. Short press the Function Selector button(FUN.) to switch to Bluetooth Mode,

2.Turn on the mobile phone or other Bluetooth device. When it searches for the

local Bluetooth device, the Bluetooth name " pgs-01 " will be displayed. After

successful pairing, you will hear a prompt tone.

3. The "bLUE" character on the LCD flashes slowly before connecting to the

phone, and the "bLUE" is always on after successful pairing and connection.

4 Press the STOP button to disconnect.

BLUETOOTH TRANSMITTING FUNCTION

To Pair a Bluetooth Device (like Bluetooth speaker/Bluetooth earphone/
Bluetooth headphone) :

1.Turn on your Bluetooth headphone and set up pairing

2.In CD/USB Mode, press the "BT TRANSMITTER" Button ( ))) ) -

watch the icon (4] ) blink! Icon ( )B')) ) stops blinking when paired!
3.To unpair, press the "BT TRANSMITTER" Button ( ’))) again.

APairing Pro Tip:
(DTo Ensure a Successful Connection:
On the CD Player: Power off any previously connected Bluetooth devices.
(This prevents the "BT-TX Connected" error with no sound.)
On Your Bluetooth Headphones: Disconnect your headphones from any
other devices (like your phone or tablet). (This allows your headphones to
be discovered by the CD player.)
(2).Enable Pairing Mode: Set your Bluetooth headphones to their pairing or
discoverable mode. (Refer to your Bluetooth headphone's manual for
instructions).
(3.Select Transmit Mode: Press "BT TRANSMITTER" button( )))) on the
CD player to search and connect.
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FM TRANSMISSION FUNCTION

1.When playing CD or USB disk , press FM TRANSMITTER button( FM))) ) , LCD will

display "FM+FM Frequency (87.5-108MHz) flashing. B
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2.Then press Next+ or Previous- button ( |44/pP) to set a FM frequency, and press
FM TRANSMITTER button( FM))) ) again to confirm to the FM transmitting setting.
3.Use a FM receiver(radio or car radio) and turn it to the same frequency you

set on the machine. After successfully paired, the CD player sound will playing
via the FM receiver.

4.During FM transmission working status, press FM TRANSMITTER button( FM))))
to cancel FM transmit function .

LINE OUT FUNCTION

When playing CD or USB disk, plug one end of the AUX cable into the LINE
OUT port on the unit, and the other end into the speakers, car speakers or other

devices for external playback.
