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When playing music via AUX cable, "Previous’, "Next" and "Play/Pause” may be not supported.
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5. Bluetooth Connection

Pairing SoundPlus to your device (device should be within 33 ft of your
speaker)
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. Activate speaker on ZW-BSP0O3 by pressing "ON/OFF" button.

When the LED flashes blue, the speaker is in pairing mode and can be
searched.

Open your device Bluetooth function. Select "Search" or "Discover
devices', then select "ZW-BSP0O3".

If requested, type the password or PIN 0000.

In case of unsuccessful pairing, please reset the speaker Bluetooth
function and re-turn on your devices Bluetooth function.

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. Long press the "Play/Pause" button to restart speaker Bluetooth function.

. When the bluetooth and Aux cable are both connected, the cable will

get the priority.

. When paired fo computer via bluetooth, "Previous', "Next" and "Play/
