* Clean the filters using non-abrasive materials and warm running water.

The cutlery and utensil rack is best suited for flatware and most cooking or serving utensils. It can also fit small prep bowls
and lids. The separators on the cutlery and utensil racks help keep flatware separated to avoid damage and improve
cleaning.

NOTE: For best cleaning performance, place flatware in the silverware baskets. Heavily soiled utensils or items with baked
on foods should be placed in the middle rack or spoon basket for best performance.
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If the handles of your flatware are too thick, then
reverse the pieces so that the handles face the other
direction.

Cleaning the Exterior

Cleaning

In most cases, regular use of a soft, dry towel is all that is necessary to keep
the outside of the dishwasher looking nice and clean. If the dishwasher has
a stainless steel exterior, a stainless steel cleaner is recommended.

Hard water minerals can cause a white film to build up on the inside
surfaces, especially just beneath the door area.

Do not clean the dishwasher interior until it has cooled. You may want to
wear rubber gloves. Do not use any type of cleanser other than dishwasher
detergent because it may cause foaming or sudsing.

Make a paste with powdered dishwasher detergent on a damp sponge and
clean.
