Removing the Old Water
Heater

@Tﬂrn “OFF” electrical supply to the water heater.

Turn “OFF” the water supply to the
warer heater ar the water shutoff valve or
water meter,

Actach a hose to the water heater drain
valve and put the other end in a floor
drain or outdoors. Open the water heater
drain valve. Open a nearby hot water
faucet which will relieve pressure in the
water heater and speed draining.

A WARNING

The water passing out of the drain valve may be extreme-
iy hot. To avoid being scalded, make sure all connections
are tight and that the water flow is directed away from
any person,

@ Check again to make sure the electrical supply is

wurned “OFF” to the water heater. Then disconnect
the electrical supply connection from the water
heater junction box.

@3“ If you have copper piping ro the water
heater, the rwo copper water pipes can be
cut with a hacksaw approximately 4 away
from where they connect to the water
heater. This will avoid curring off the pipes
oo short. Additional curs can be made
later if necessary. Disconnect the tempera-
ture-pressure relief valve drain line. When
the warter heater is drained, disconnect the

ol @ hose from the drain valve. Close the drain

’ valve. The water heater is now completely
disconnected and ready to be remaved.

@b. If you have galvanized pipe to the warer

heater, loosen the two galvanized pipes
with a pipe wrench at the union in each
line. Also disconmect the piping remaining
to the water heater. These pieces should be
saved since they may be needed when
reconnecting the new warer heater.
Disconnect the temperature-pressure relief
valve drain line.

Facts to Consider About the
Location

You should carefully choose an indoor location for the new
water heater, because the placement is a very important consid-
eration for the safety of the occupants in the building and for
the mosr economical use of the appliance. This water heater is
not intended for outdoor inswallation.

Whether replacing an old water heater or putting the water
heater in a new location, the following critical points must be
observed.

e The location selected should be indoors as close 1o and as
centralized with the water piping system as possible. This
water heater, as well as all water heaters. will evennually leak.
Do not install without adequate drainage provisions where
water flow will cause damage.

Convertible Lower Eiement

The Upper Element (if a double element model), is a conven-
tional 3800 watr element which only operates at its rated
wattage on 240 volts. {See rating plate on water hearer).

The Lower Blement of the warer hearer can be converted from
operation at 3800 watts to 3500 watts on a 240 volt system.

If a water heater is installed in a closed water supply system;
such as one having 2 back-flow preventer, check valve, water
meter with a check valve, etc. in the cold water supply; means
shall be provided to control thermal expansion. Contact the
local urility or local Sears Service Center on how to control this
situation,

NOTE: If using copper tubing, solder tubing to an adapter
before attaching the adapter to the cold water inlet connec-
tion. Do not solder the cold water supply line directly to the
cold water inlet. It will harm the dip tube and damage the
tani.

Operational Conditions

SMELLY WATER

In each water heater there is instafled ar least one anode rod (see
parts section) for corrosion protection of the tank. Certain water
conditions will cause a reaction berween this rod and the warer,
The most common complaint associared with the anode rod s
one of a “rorten egg smell”. This odor is derived from hydrogen
sulfide gas dissolved in the water. The smell is the resulr of four
factors which must all be present for the odor o develop:

a. a concentration of sulfate in the supply water.

b. lirtle or no dissolved oxygen in the water.

c. a sulfate reducing bacteria within the water heater. (This
harmless bacreria is non-roxic 1o humans.)

d. an excess of active hydrogen in the tank. This is caused by
the corrosion protective action of the anode.

Smelly warer may be eliminated or reduced in some water heater
models by replacing the anode(s) with one of less active material,
and then chlorinating the water heater tank and all hot water
lines. Contacr the local Sears Service Center for further informa-
tion concerning an Anode Replacement Kit #9001453 and this
Chlorinarion Trearment

If the smelly water persists afrer the anode replacement and chlo-
rination trearment, we can only suggest that continuous chlori-
nation and filrering condidoning equipment be considered to
eliminate the water problem.

Do not remove the anode leaving the tank unprotected. By
doing so, all warranty on the water heater tank is voided.

“AIR” IN HOT WATER FAUCETS

AWARNING

HYDROGEN GAS: Mydrogen gas can be produced in a
hot water system that has not been used for a long peri-
od of time (generally two weeks or more}. Hydrogen gas
is extremely flammable and explosive, To prevent the
possibility of injury under these conditions, we recom-
mend the hot water faucet be opened for several min-
utes at the kitchen sink before any electrical appliances
which are connected to the hot water system are used
(such as a dishwasher or washing machine).
