For
example if you are preparing only 350 g of broccoli, use small cookware
(diameter of bottom approx. 15 cm).

B Use pots and pans made of heat conducting materials; steel or enamelled
cast-iron pans and pots will heat up more quickly and consume less energy
than glass or ceramic cookware, for example.

B Use the lowest power setting that allows water to boil. Reduce the ongoing
power setting as much as possible to keep the required temperature.
