Never try to put out a fire or
flames with water: Turn off the
appliance and smother the flames
with a fire blanket or other
appropriate cover.

This appliance may be used by
children aged at least 8 and by
people of reduced physical,
sensory or mental capacity, or
lacking in experience in the use of
electrical appliances, provided
that they are supervised or
instructed by adults who are
responsible for their safety.

Be aware of how rapidly the
cooking zones heat up. Do not
place empty pans on the heat.
Danger of overheating.

Do not leave the
appliance unattended while
preparing foods containing oils or
fats. If fats or oils catch fire, never
put water on them. Place the lid
on the pan and turn off the
relevant cooking zone.

cm for a few seconds, let the

steam come out, then open it fully.

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3.1 Using the accessories

Racks and trays

Racks and trays have to be inserted into the
side guides until they come to a complete P
stop. The mechanical safety locks that
prevent the rack from being taken out
accidentally have to face downwards and
towards the oven back.

* Make sure that the pressure cooker
contfains enough liquid as, if there is not
enough and it overheats, this may cause
damage fo both the pressure cooker and
the cooking zone.

* If possible,always cover saucepans with
a suitable lid.

Traditional cooking,
also known as static cooking, is
suitable for cooking just one dish af
atime. Perfect for all types of roasts,
bread and cakes, and in any case,
particularly suitable for fatty meafs
such as goose and duck.

General advice

* |tis not possible to shorten cooking times
by increasing the temperature (the food
could be overcooked on the outside and
undercooked on the inside).

Adyvice for cooking meat

* Cooking times vary according fo the
thickness and quality of the food and to
consumer taste.

* Use a meat thermometer when roasting
meat, or simply press on the roast with a
spoon. Ifitis hard, it is ready; If not, it
needs another few minutes cooking.

Adpvice for cooking with the Grill and the
Fan grill

* Meat can be grilled even when it is put
into the cold oven or info the preheated
oven if you wish to change the effect of
the cooking.

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* With the Fan grill function, we
recommend that you preheat the oven
before grilling.

* We recommend placing the food at the
centre of the rack.

o With the Grill function, we recommend
that you turn the temperature knob to the

maximum value near the symbol ** to
optimise cooking.
* Foods should be seasoned before

cooking. Foods should also be coated
with oil or melted butter before cooking.

* Use the oven tray on the first bottom shelf
to collect liquids produced by grilling.

Adyvice for cooking desserts/ pastries and
biscuits

* Use dark metal moulds: They help to
absorb the heat better.

* The temperature and the cooking time
depend on the quality and consistency
of the dough.

* To check whether the dessert is cooked
right through: At the end of the cooking
time, put a toothpick into the highest point
of the dessert. If the dough does not stick
to the toothpick, the dessert is cooked.

* Ifthe dessert collapses when it comes out
of the oven, on the next occasion reduce
the set temperature by about 10 °C,
selecting a longer cooking time if
necessary.

* While cooking desserts or vegetables,
excessive condensation may form on the
glass. In order to avoid this, open the
door very carefully a couple of fimes
while cooking.

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4 Cleaning and maintenance Cleaning the surfaces

To keep the surfaces in good condition,
they should be cleaned regularly after use.
Let them cool first.

Instructions

Ordinary daily cleaning

Always use specific products only that do
not contain abrasives or chlorine-based
acids.

Pour the product onto a damp cloth and
wipe the surface, rinse thoroughly and dry
with a soft cloth or a microfibre cloth.

Food stains or residues

Do not use steel sponges and sharp
scrapers as they will damage the surface.

Use normal, non-abrasive products and a
wooden or plastic tool, if necessary. Rinse
thoroughly and dry with a soft cloth or a
microfibre cloth.

Do not allow residues of sugary foods (such
as jam) fo sef inside the oven. If left o set for
too long, they might damage the enamel
lining of the oven.
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4.1 Cleaning the hob

Cleaning the glass ceramic hob

Light coloured marks from pans with
aluminium bases can be easily cleaned off
with a cloth moistened in vinegar. After
cooking, remove any burnt residues; rinse
with water and dry thoroughly with a clean
cloth.

Dirt which may have fallen on the hob
while cleaning lettuce or potafoes can
scrafch the hob when moving pans.

Consequently, remove any dirt from the
cooking surface immediately.

Changes in colour do not affect the
operation and stability of the glass. These
are not alterations to the material of the hob
but just residues which have not been
removed and have then carbonised.

Shiny surfaces can form due fo the bases
of pans, especially aluminium ones, rubbing
on the surface, and due to the use of
unsuitable defergents. They are difficult to
remove using conventional cleaning
products. It may be necessary fo repeat the
cleaning process several fimes. Use of
corrosive defergents or rubbing of pan
bases can wear away the decoration on
the hob over time and contribute to the
formation of stains.

Cleaning and maintenance

Weekly cleaning

Clean and maintain the hob once a week
using an ordinary glass ceramic cleaning
product. Always follow the manufacturer’s
instructions. The silicon in these products
creates a protective, water-repellent
membrane which also resists dirt. All marks
stay on the membrane and can therefore be
removed easily. After cleaning, dry the
surface with a clean cloth. Make sure that
there is no detergent left on the cooking
surface as it might undergo an aggressive
reaction when heated up and could modify
the structure of the cooking surface.

Knobs

Do not use aggressive products
A containing alcohol or products for

cleaning steel and glass when

cleaning the knobs, as these

products could cause permanent
damage.

The knobs should be cleaned with a soft
cloth dampened with warm water, then
dried carefully. They can be removed by
pulling them out of their housing.

Cleaning the door glazing

The door glazing should always be kept
thoroughly clean. Use absorbent kitchen
roll. In case of stubborn dirt, wash with a
damp sponge and an ordinary detergent.

2. Grasp the door on both sides with both
hands, lift it forming an angle of around
30° and remove it.
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Removing the internal glass panes 5. Remove the intermediate glass pane by
lifting it upwards.

For easier cleaning, the infernal glass panes
of the door can be removed.

holes to prevent accidental closing of the
door.

3. Remove the internal glazing pane by
pulling the rear part gently upwards,
following the movement indicated by the
arrows (1).

7. When you have finished cleaning,
reinsert the infermediate glazing pane in
its housing in the door.

8. To reposition the internal glazing pane,
slide the upper part into the door strip
and insert the two rear pins info their
seats by pressing lightly.

4.3 Cleaning the oven cavity
For the best oven cavity upkeep, clean it
regularly after having allowed it to cool.

Avoid letting food residue dry inside the
oven cavity, as this could damage the
enamel.

Before cleaning, take away all removable
items.

For easier cleaning, it is recommended to
remove:

* the door
* the rack/tray support frames

¢ The seal.

/ In the event you are using specific

£ | cleaning products, we recommend
running the oven at maximum
temperature for 15-20 minutes in
order to eliminate any residue.

Removing racks/trays support frames

Removing the rack/tray support frames
enables the sides to be cleaned more
easily.

To remove the rack/tray support frames:

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4.4 Vapor Clean

Preliminary operations

Before starting the Vapor Clean cycle:

* Remove all accessories from inside the
oven cavity.

* Pour approximately 40 cc of water into
the tray. Make sure it does not overflow
out of the cavity.

* Spray a water and washing up liquid
solution inside the oven using a spray
nozzle. Direct the spray against the side
walls, upwards, downwards and
tfowards the deflector.

2. Seta cooking time of 18 minutes using
the programmer clock.
