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A\ DO’s & DON’Ts while cleaning and maintaining

- Do not use organic solvent, boiled water, strong acid and
strong alkali etc. for cleaning. This will cause corrosion of the
evaporation column.

- When cleaning the evaporator, be careful to keep the vertical
prongs level. If the prongs are not level, the ice cubes may stick
together during use.

- Considering the wide range of water quality across different
regions, it is recommended to perform regular manual cleaning.

- Limescale can easily form if the ice basket is submerged in water
for a long period of time. Drain water if the machine is not in use.

- It is recommended to drain the water tank at least once every
three days.

- When the unit is not to be used for a long duration, drain the
water completely & dry the interior.

- Store in a well-ventilated area.
