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change the plug in any way. Double insula-

tion  eliminates the need for the three wire
grounded power cord and grounded power
supply system.

5. Avoid body contact with grounded sur-
faces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.

Installing or removing angle attachment
The angle head has a spindle on each end. For higher speed
operation, attach the drill chuck to the end marked “HIGH”.
The higher speed is better suited for drilling smaller diameter
holes.

When drilling a large hole with a hole saw, etc., the side grip
(auxiliary handle) should be used as a brace to maintain safe
control of the tool.

Drilling operation
Drilling in wood

When drilling in wood, the best results are obtained with
wood drills equipped with a guide screw. The guide screw
makes drilling easier by pulling the bit into the workpiece.

Drilling in metal

To prevent the bit from slipping when starting a hole, make
an indentation with a center-punch and hammer at the point
to be drilled. Place the point of the bit in the indentation and
start drilling.
Use a cutting lubricant when drilling metals. The exceptions
are iron and brass which should be drilled dry.

CAUTION:
• Pressing excessively on the tool will not speed up the

drilling. In fact, this excessive pressure will only serve to
damage the tip of your bit, decrease the tool
performance and shorten the service life of the tool.

• There is a tremendous twisting force exerted on the tool/
bit at the time of hole breakthrough.
