Sound of Rushing Air
At the froniof the unit, you may
hear the sound of rushing air
being moved bythe fan.

Gurgle/Hiss

“Gurgling or hissing” noise may be heard

Today'shigh efficiency compressors
may have a high pitched chatter
during the coolingcycle.

Vibration

If the window is atriple-track
type with a screen panel included, remove the screen completely
before installation.

- Be sure the airconditioner has been securely and correctly installed
according to theseparate installation instructionsprovided with this
manual. Save this manual and the installation instructions for
possible future usein removing orreinstalling this unit.

*» When handling the air conditioner, be careful to avoid cuts fremsharp
metal fins onfront and rearcoils.

The complete electricalrating of yournew room airconditioner is stated

on the serial plate. Refer to the rating when checkingthe electrical

requirements.

» Be sure the air conditioneris properly grounded. To minimize shock
and fire hazards, proper grounding is important. The power cord is
equipped with a three-prong grounding plug and acurrent feakage
detection device forprotection against shock & firehazards.

* Your air conditioner must be used in a properly grounded wall
receptacle. If thewall receptacle youiniend to useis not adequately
grounded or protected by a time delay fuseor circuit breaker, have a
qualified electricianinstall the proper receptacle.

« Do notrun air conditioner with outside protective cover in place. This
could resultin mechanical damage within the airconditioner.

» Do not useahn extension cordor an adapter plug.

+ Do not block inside air flowwith blinds, curtainsor furniture; or
outside with shrubs,enclosures, or otherbuildings.

* The capacity of the room air conditioner must fit the room size for
efficient and satisfactory operation.

* Install the room air conditioner on the shady side ofyour home. A
window thatfaces northis bestbecause it is shaded most of the day.

» Close the fireplace damper, floorand wallregisters so cool air does
not escape upthe chimney andinto the ductwork.

» Keep blinds and drapes in other windows closed duringthe sunniest
part of the day.

3. Adjustthe louvers forcomfortable air flow (see AirDirectional Louvers).
4. Once theroom has cooled, adjust the thermostatio the settingyou find mostcomfortable.
Review the “Air ConditionerFeatures” section forother setlings.

NOTE: If the air conditioner is turned
off, wait 3 minutes before restarting.
This allows pressure inside the
compressor and equalize. Failure {g
follow these instructions may be
harmful to yourunit.

Features Cool Mode
The desired cool setting is selectedby rotating the knob {o the right to theappropriate
location.

“high cool” has maximumcooling effectand airflow.
“low cool” has minimum cooling effectand airflow.
“Mid cool” has theintermediate cooling effect and airflow.
Note: If yourunitis equippedwith a venthandle, keep itclosed for maximum efficiency.

Fan Mode

Rotate the knobto the leftto select yourchoice of fanspeeds for aircirculation.

Note: When selecting a fan speed, the compressor will not run. On models with avent
confrol, this modecan be usedto remove staleair from theroom, or todraw fresh airinto the
room. Check the section 'Additional Things You Should Know'.

Thermostat

The thermostal isused to setthe desired roomiemperature when theunitis beingoperated
in the “COOL MODE".

To set the desired room temperature, rotate the thermostat switchto the desiredsstiing.
After the set temperature is achieved the thermostat willautomatically start and stop the
compressor in orderto maintain thedesired set temperature.

Rotate the thermostiat selector clockwise forhigher cool settings. Higher cool settings will
provide lower roomtemperature.

Rotate the thermostatselector counter clockwisefor lower coolsetlings. Lower cool settings
will provide higherroom temperature.
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Air Conditioner Air Directional Louvers

Air directional louvers control air flowdirection. Your air conditionerhas the louver

Features (Continued) type described below.
Auger Type

The louvers will allow you to direct the air flow Up or Down and Leftor Right
throughout the room as needed. Rotate the Auger Wheel until the desired
Left/Right direction is obtained. Pivot horizontal louvers until the desired
Up/Down direction isobtained.

Fresh AirVent Control

Fresh Air Vent Control

The Fresh Air Vent allows the air conditioner to:

1.Recirculate inside air - Vent Closed (See Fig.1)

2.Draw fresh air intothe room - Vent Open(See Fig.2)

3.Exchange air from the room and draws fresh air into the rcom - Vent
and Exhaust Open (See Fig.3)

Care and Cleaning

Clean your air conditioner occasionally tokeep it looking new. Be
sure to unplugthe unit beforecleaning to preventshock or fire
Air Filter hazards:

Air Filter Cleaning

The air filter should be checked at least once a month to see if
cleaning is necessary.

Trapped particlesin the filter can build up and cause an accumulation
of froston the coolingcoils.

= Open the front panel.

« Grasp the filterby the centerand pull upand out.

« Wash the fitter using liquid dishwashing detergent and warm
water. Rinse filter thoroughly. Gently shake excess waterfrom the
filter. Be sure filteris thoroughly drybefore replacing.

« Or, instead of washing youmay vacuum the filter clean.

Cabinet Cleaning

<= Be sure to unplug the air conditioner to prevent shock or fire
hazard. The cabinet and frontmay be dustedwith an oil-free cloth
or washed with acloth dampenedin a solution of warm water and
mild liquid dishwashing detergent. Rinse thoroughly and wipe dry.

« Never use harshcleaner, waxor polish onthe cabinet front.

« Be sure to wring excess water from the cloth before wiping
around the controls. Excess water in or around the controls may
cause damage to the air conditioner.

» Plug in air conditioner.

Winter Storage

If you plan to store the air conditicner during the winter, remove
it carefully from the window according to the installation
instructions. Cover itwith plastic orreturn it tothe original carton.
NOTE: To prevent rust or electrical connections from being
damaged, store air conditioner in an upright position andin a
dry place.

SOLUTION

Air conditionerwill notoperate.

Wall plugdisconnected. Push plugfirmly into walloutlet.

Plug current device tripped. Preset RESET button.

House fuse blown orcircuit breaker tripped. Replace fuse withtime delaytype or
reset circuitbreaker.

Selector Control in OFF position. Turn selector to ON (some models) orthe desired
FAN or COOL setting.

Unit turned off by moving thermostat to a higher number and thenimmediately
turning back toa colder number. Waitapproximately 3 minutes. Listen for compress
or to start.

Unit turned off and then on too quickly. Turn unit off and wait 3 minutesbefore
restarting.

Thermostat settoo low. Adjust thermostatto higher numberfor cooling.

Air fromunit does notfeel cold
enough.

Turn selectorto a higher COOL position

Thermostat settoo warm. Set thermostatto colder temperature.
Room temperature below60°F (15°C). Cooling may notoccur until roomtemperature
rises above B0°F (15°C).

Temperature sensing tube touching cold coil, located behind air filter. Straighten
tube away from coil.

Air conditioner cooling, but
reom is toowarm- ice forming
on cooling coilbehind
decorative front.

OCutdoor temperature below 60°F (15°C). To defrost the coil, set selector toFAN
position. Then, set thermostatto warmer position.

Air filter may be dirty. Clean filter. Referto Care and Cleaning section. Todefrost, set
selecter to FAN .

Thermostat set too cold for night-timecooling. To defrost the coil, set selectorto a
FAN position. Then, set thermostatto awarmer position.

Air conditioner coeling, but
room is too warm-NOice
forming on coolingcoil
behind decorative front.

Dirty air filter-airrestricted. Clean airfilter. Referto Care and Cleaning secticn.

Thermostat set toowarm. Turnthermostat clockwise toa colder setting.

Air directional louvers positioned improperly. Position louvers for better air
distribution.

Front of unit is blocked by drapes, blinds, furniture, etc.-restricts air distribution.
Clear blockage infront of unit.

Doors, windows, registers, etc, open- cold air escapes. Close doors, windows,
registers, etc.

Unit recently turned on in hot room, allow additionaltime toremove “ stored heat”
from walls, ceiting, floorand furniture.

Air conditioner turns on and
off rapidiv.

Dirty air filter-air restricted. Clean airfilter.

Outside temperature extremely hot. Set to high coolto bring airpast cooling coils
more frequently.

Noise when unitis cooling

Air movement scund. This isnormal. If tooloud, set toa slower FAN setting.

Sound of fan hitting water-moisture removalsystem. Thisis normal when humidity
is high. Close doors windows andregisters.

Window vibration- poor installation. Refer to installation instructions orcheck with
installer.

Water dripping INSIDE when
unit is cooling.

Improper installation. Tilt air conditioner slightly to the outside to allow water
drainage. Refer toinstallation instructions - check with installer.

Water dripping OUTSIDE when
unit is cooling.

Unit removing large quantity of moisture from humidroom. This is normal during
excessively humid days.
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
