1. Auto Keystone Correction
When the projector detects shaking/rapid movement, it will automatically correct the keystone

distortion. The optimal angle for automatic keystone correction is to keep it within 15°.

2. Manual Keystone Correction
Go to Home > Setting ® > Picture > Four Sides Correction or Four Points Correction to

manually correct the image shape by four points.

Automatic Obstacle Avoidance

Go to Home > Setting ® > Picture > Automatic Obstacle Avoidance select “On” and When
the device encounters an obstacle, the projectionautomatically avoids it.
