Your Mender has been designed to work

This blender has a soft slart Junction when
used in the normal ON position with either
the High or Low speed (Fig. )

1 Make sure the Control Switch is in the OFF position and the power cord is unplugged.

2 Place Blender molorbase on a dry, level, stable surface.

d Sel jar assembly ifto placs on molorbase, making sure molor/base and jar are

securaly tightened into place,

4 Place the food solils and liqulds to be Dlended into the far and put the fid on the jar
before blending. Be sure the measuring cup is in place In the middle of the Iid.

5 Plug power cord inlo a standard
120-V, 60 Hz AC-only,
3-prong electrical outlet

The OFF indicator should be
Huminated to show that the blender is
plugged in and that the Conlrol Switch
s in the OFF pasiticn {Fig. 7).

NEVER start up the blendar without the lid in place. The speed of the blades will
throw contents high up In the jar and without the id it could spill out,

NOTE: Only operate blender in one speed at a time.
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3LENDER TIPS AND TECHNIQUES

For quicker, easler blending, cut foud into about 2-in. long pleces before adding to
blender jar. To chop, grala or prepars it smoothies, with alther resh of frozen frult,
cut fruit into about 3/4-Inch long pieces.

To best circulate foods or frult that are to be blended with Hiquid, pour the fiquid inle the
|er first, then add the solid loods or fruit.

Some tasks cannot be performad effislently with a blender. These are! Beating egg whiles,
whipping cream, mashing potatoes, grinding meats, mixing dough, and extracting juices
from fruft and vegelables

The following iferns should never be placed in the blender jar, as thaﬁ CAN oause damage:
Bones, large pieces of solid frozen loods, or dense, lough foods such as lurnips.

To crush ce, ALWAYS have liguld in the Jar, Stanl out with 2 cups of liquld, and add about
2 cups of ice cubes. Hold one hand firmly on the lid. Pulsa the joe Crush butlon

i more Ice is needed, remove the measuring cup in the middie of the fid and add cubss
one at s lime through the holg in the lid. DO NOT CRUSH ICE WITHOUT LIQUID

The iid, measuring
cup, colfar, gaskel and blade assembly should be placed in the lop rack only
Disassembla belore placing in the distwashaer, The jars are boltorn rack
dishwasher-sale. Do not place the jar or any other paris in boiling liquids

4. The motor/base Is designed to be resistant to fiquids, If iqulds spilt info the motovbasa

* Wipe with a damp cloth and dry thoroughly
