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« Before connecting the kettle to a power socket check that the nominal voltage matches the electrical voltage in the socket.

Before Use

Automatic Shut-off

The kettle will automatically switch off once the water reaches the boiling
point.

The kettle automatically switches off when itis lifted from the base while
boiling water.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

» Disconnect the power plug from the power socket and allow the
appliance to cool down before cleaning it.

« For cleaning, do not use cleaning products with an abrasive effect,
solvents, etc. that could damage the appliance. No part of this
appliance is intended for washing in a dishwasher.

Warning:

To prevent the risk of injury by electrical shock, do not
submerge the appliance, base, power cord or power
plug in water or any another liquid.

*  Wipe the kettle and the base stand with a clean sponge and wipe it
dry with a wiping cloth. Regularly clean the filter with a soft sponge.

Removing limescale deposits

« Limescale deposits inside the kettle may negatively affect its lifetime,
so itis important to regularly remove it based on how frequently
the kettle is used. During standard use (3 to 5 times per day), we
recommend limescale deposits be removed:

- once per month in areas with hard and very hard water;
- once every two to three months in areas with soft and medium hard
water.

* Scale build-up increases the noise level of the kettle.

* Toremove the scale, we recommend the Sencor SESXD 001 liquid
agent. Follow the dosage and procedure instructions which you can
find on the packaging of the descaling agent. Alternatively, you can
also use 8% white vinegar (in proportion 1: 1with water) or citric acid
(approximately 30 g per 11 of water) which you boil and let sit. After you
pour it out, boil clean water in the kettle before next use (4 to 5 times).

Cleaning the Filter (Fig. B)

The kettle is equipped with a removable scale filter. This filter is very fine

and captures pieces of scale that may be released during boiling water. To

ensure its proper functioning, it must be cleaned regularly.

1. Open the lid and remove the filter from the inner wall of the kettle.

2. Rinse it under running water. In case of heavy dirt, wipe it with a soft
sponge.

3. Placeit back on the inner wall of the kettle.

Storage

* When not using the appliance for an extended period of time,
disconnect the power plug from the power socket, allow the appliance
to cool down and clean it according to the instructions in chapter
"Cleaning and maintenance".

« Before storing it, check that the appliance and allits accessories are
thoroughly clean and dry.

* Store the appliance in a dry, clean and well-ventilated location not
exposed to extreme temperatures and out of children's reach.
