Do nat, under any circumstances, cut or remove the third {ground) prong from the power cord. For
personal safety, this appliance must be properly grounded.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped

with a 3-prong (grounding) plug which mates
with a standard 3-prong (grounding) wall owlet
to minimize the possibility of electric shock hazard
from this appliance.

Have the wall oudet and circuit checked by a
qualified electrician 10 make sure the oudet is
properly grounded.

If the outlet is a standard 2-prong outlet, it is your
personal responsibility and obligation to have it
replaced with a properly grounded 3-prong wall
outlet,

The refiigerator should always be plugged into its
own individual electrical outlet which has a voltage
rating that matches the rating plate.

This provides the best performance and also
prevents overloading house wiring circuits which
could cause a fire hazard from overheated wires.

Howeves, if you must use an adapter, where local
codes permit, a femporary connoction iray be made
to a properly grounded 2prong wall outlet by use
of a UL-listed adapter available at most local
hardware stores.

The larger slot in the adapter must be aligned with
the larger slot in the wall outlet to provide proper
polarity in the connection of the power cord.

When disconnecting the power cord from the
adapter, always hold the adapter in place with one
hand while pulling the power cord plug with the
other hand. If this is not done, the adapter ground
terminal is very likely to break with repeated use.

If the adapter ground terminal breaks, DO NOT
USE the refrigerator until a proper ground has
been established.

Attaching the adapter ground terminal to a wall autlet
cover screw does nof ground the apphiance unless the
cover screw is metal, and not insulated, and the walf
outlet is grounded through the house wiring.

Disassombling the
Chill/Thaw tray

About the CustomCool™ Pan Rack and Tray

To clean the Chill/Thaw tray, disassembie the
metal tray from the plastic stand by lighdy
pushing in on the handles of the plastic
stand and removing the metal tray. Both
the metal tray and the plastic stand are
dishwasher safe.

To reassemble the fray, place the plastic
stand upside down (handles on bottom) on
a solid surface. Place the metal plate on top
of the stand matching up the curved side of
the platc with the curved side of the stand.
Insert one side of the plate into the notches

on the stand. Push in on the handle on the
other side of the stand while pushing that
end of the plate down and into place. You
should hear the plate “click” into place.
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About the water filter. (on some models)
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Place the top of the cartridge up
inside the cartridge holder and
slowly turn it to the right.

Water Filter Cartridge

The water filter cartridge is located in the
back upper right corner of the refrigerator
compartment.

When to Replace the Filter

There 15 a replacement indicator light for
the water filter cartridge on the dispenser.
This light will mrn orange 1o tell you that
you need to replace the filter soon.

The filter cartridge should be replaced
when the replacement indicator light turns
red or if the flow of water o (he dispenser
or icemaker decreases.

Installing the Filter Cartridge

@ ! you are replacing the cartridge, first
remove the old one by slowly tuming
it to the left. Do pot pull down on the
cartridge. A small amount of water may
drip down,

Fill the replacement cartridge with
water from the tap o allow for better
flow from the dispenser immediately
after instatlation,

@) Lining up the arrow on the cartridge
and the cartridge holder, place the
top of the new cartridge up inside
the holder. Do not push it up into
the holder

Slowly turn it to the right until the filter
caruidge stops. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.
As you turn the cartridge, it will
antomatically raise itself into position.
Cartridge will rotate abowt 1/4 tam.

Run water from the dispenser for
3 minutes (about 1% gatlons) o clear
the systern and prevent sputtering.

0 Press and hold the RESET WATER FILTER
pad on the dispenser for 3 seconds.

NOTE: A newly-instalied water filter
cartridge may cause waler to spurt from
the dispenser.

Filter Bypass Plug

You must use the filter bypass plug

when a replacement filter cartridge is not
available, The dispenser and the icemaker
will not operate without the filter or filter
bypass plug.

Refrigerator Door Bins and Freezer Door Tilt-Out Bins

Large Bins

The larger refrigerator door bins and
freezer tiltout door bins are adjustable.

T remave: Lift the front of the bin straight
up, then lift up and out,

To repiace or relocate; Engage the back side
of the bin in the molded supports of the
door. Then push down on the front of the
bin. Bin will lock in place.

Small Bins

To remove: Lift the front of the bin straight
up then out.

To replace: Position the hin above the
rectangular molded supports on the door.
Then slide the bin down onto the support
o lock it in place.

The snugger helps prevent tipping, spilling
or sliding of smalfl itemns stored on the door
shelf. Place a finger on either side of the
snugger near the rear and move it back
and forth to fit your needs.
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Not alf features are on all models.

Slide-0ut Spillproof Shelf

The slide-out spillproof shelf allows you

to reach items stored behind others. The
special edges are designed to help prevent
spills from dripping to lower shelves.

To remove;

Slide the shelf out until it reaches the stop,
then press down on the tab and slide the
shelf straight out.

To roplace or relocate:

Line the shelf up with the supports and
slide it into place. The shelf can be
repositioned when the deor is at 90° or
more. To reposition the shelf, slide the shelf
past the stops and angle downward. Slide
shelf down to the desired position, line up
with the supports and slide into place.

Refrigerator Doors

The refrigerator doors may feel different
than the ones you are used to. The special
door opening/closing feature makes sure
the doors close all the way and are securely
scaled.

When opening and closing the door you
will notice a stop posiion. If the door is
opened past this stop point, the door will
remain open to allow you to load and
unload food more easily. When the door
is only partially open, it will automatically
close,

Door Alignment

If doors are uneven, adjust the refrigerator
door,

Using a 7/16" socket wrench, wrn the
door adjusting screw to the right to
raise the door, to the lefi to lower it
(A mylon plug, imbedded in the
threads of the pin, prevents the pin
from trning unless a wrench is used.)

The resistance you feel at the stop
position will be reduced as the door
is loaded with food.

After one or two turns of the wrench,
open and close the refrigerator door
and chech the alignment at the top of
the doaors,

Fruit and Vegetable Crispers

Excess water that may accumulate in the
botiom of the drawess should be wiped dry.

On some models, the bottom drawer has

a cover that slides back as the drawer is
opened. This allows full access to the
drawer. As the drawer is closed, the cover
will slide forward inte its original position.

Adjustable Humidity Crispers

Slide the control all the way to the Hfsetting
to provide high humidity recommended for
most vegetables.

Slide the control all the way 10 the 10
seting to provide lower humidity levels
recommended for most fruits,

Convertible Meat Pan

The convertible meat pan has its own cold
air duct to allow a stream of cold air from
the freezer compartment to flow to the pan.

The variable temperature control regulates
the air flow from the Climate Keeper.

About crisper removal.

Set the conirol to the coldest setting to
store fresh meats,

Set the control to eold 16 convert the pan
to normal refrigerator temperature and
provide exira vegelable storage space. The
cold air duct is trned off, Variable settings
hetween these extremes can be selected.
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Not all features are on all models.

Crisper Removal

Crispers can easily he remnoved by pulling
the drawer straight oul and lifing the
drawer up and over the step location.

If the door prevents you from taking out
the drawers, first try to remove the door
bins. It this does not offer enough
clearance, the refrigerator will need to
be rolled forward until the door opens
enough to stide the drawers out. In some
cases, when you roll the refrigerator out,
you will need to move the refrigerator

to the left or right as you roll it out.

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About the automatic icemaker.

A newly installed refrigerator may take 12 ta 24 hours to begin making ice.

Automatic Icemaker

The icemaker will produce seven cibes
per cycle—approximately 100-130 cubes
in a 24-hour period, depending on freezer
compariment temperature, roem
temperatre, number of door openings
and other use conditions.

If the refrigerator is operated before the
waler connection is made 10 the icemaker,
sel the power switch in the 8 {off} position.

When the refrgerator has been connected
to the water supply, set the power switch to
the I fon) position,

The icemaker will fill with water when it
cools to 15°F (-190°C). A newly installed
refrigerator may take 12 to 24 hours 1o begin
making ice cubes.

You will hear a buzzing sound each time
the icemaker fills with water.

Throw away the first few batches of ice to
allow the water line to clear.

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep
of the feeler arm.

When the bin fills to the level of the feeler
arm, the icemaker will stop producing
ice. It is normal for several cubes to be

joined together,

If ice is not used frequently, old ice cubes
will become cloudy, taste stale and shrink.

NOTE: In homes with lower-than-average water
pressure, you may hear the icemaker cycle multiple
times when making one batoh of ice.

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Important Facts About Your Dispenser

# Do not add ice from trays or bags to
the storage drawer. It may not crush or
dispense well.

# Avoid overfilling glass with ice and use of
narrow glasses, Backed-up ice can jam the
chute or cause the door in the chute 10
freeze shut. If ice is blocking the chute,
poke it through with a wooden spoon.

# Beverages and foods should not be
quick-chilled in the ice storage drawer.
Cans, botdes or food packages in the
storage drawer may cause the icemaker
or auger to jam.

# To keep dispensed ice from missing
the glass, put the glass close to, but not
touching, the dispenser opening.

# Some crushed ice may be dispensed
even though you selected CUBED ICE.
This happens occasionally when a few
cubes accidentally get directed to
the crusher.

# After crushed ice is dispensed, some
water may drip from the chuse.

# Sometimes a small mound of snow will
form on the door in the ice chute. This
condition is normal and wsually occurs
when you have dispensed crushed ice
repeatedly. The snow will eventually
evaporate.

The dispenser drip area, bencath the grille,
should be wiped dry. Water left in this area
may leave deposits. Remove the deposits by
adding undiluted vinegar w the well. Soak
until the deposits disappear or become
loose enough to rinse away.

The dispenser cradle, Before cleaning, lock
the dispenser by pressing and holding the
LOCK CONTROL pad for 3 seconds.

Keop the outside clean. Wipe with a clean
cloth lightly dampened with kitchen
appliance wax or mild liquid dish detergent.

Do not wipe the refrigerator with a soiled dish
cloth or wet towel. These may leave a residue
that can erode the paint. Do not use scouring
pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners
containing bleach because these products can
scratch and weaken the paint finish.,

Handle giass shelves
carefully. Bumping tempered glass can cause

it to shatter,

Do not wash any plastic refrigerator parts in the
dishwasher.
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Behind the Refrigerator

Be careful when moving the refrigerator
away from the wall. All wypes of floor
coverings can be damaged, particulardy
cushioned coverings and those with
embossed surfaces.

Pull the refrigerator straight out and return
it to position by pushing it straight in.
Moving the refrigerator in a side direction
may result in damage to the floor covering
or refrigerator.

When pushing the refrigerator back, make sure
you don't rolf over the power cord or icemaker
supply line.

Preparing for Yacation

For long vacations or absences, remove
food and unplug the refrigerator. Clean the
interior with a baking soda solution of one
tablespoon (15 mi) of baking soda to one
quart (1 liter) of water.

Recommended copper water supply kits arc WX8X2,
WXBX3S or WXBX4, depending on the amount of tubing
you need. Approved plastic water supply lines are GE
