1. Plug power cord into a receptacle.

2. Turn the POWER switch to the ON (up) position.

4. Place food products under the heater to keep warm.

5. Turn the POWER switch to the OFF (down) position to turn off when not in use.

When attaching undermount brackets, install unit to the mounting surface with the following clearances:

9” minimum clearance between end of the unit and any/all walls
12" min. clearance between side of unit and any wall

16” min. clearance between bottom of unit and countertop surface
2" min. clearance between top of unit and any overhead surface
