Warning! Do not connect the
appliance to the mains power
supply until installation is
complete. Before carrying
out cleaning or maintenance,
disconnect the hood from the
mains power supply by
removing the plug or
switching off the main circuit
breaker.

Recommendations for proper
use of the appliance aimed at
reducing environmental
impact: When you start
cooking, switch the hood on
at minimum speed and leave
it on for a few minutes after
you have finished cooking.
Increase the speed only if
there is a large amount of
steam and fumes. Use the
booster function only when
necessary. Replace the
carbon filter(s) whenever
necessary in order to
maintain a good level of
odour reduction efficiency.
Clean the grease filter
whenever necessary in order
to keep it working efficiently.
In order to optimise
efficiency and reduce noise,
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use a duct of the maximum
diameter indicated in this
manual.

The hood is designed to be
used either as a ducting

version or as a filter version.

/|/_\|)Ducting version
This version conveys the
fumes to the outside of the
building via an extraction
duct that is fixed to the
connecting flange.

The diameter of the
extraction duct must be the
same as that of the
connecting ring.

Warning! The duct is not
supplied and must be
purchased separately.

Installation

In the horizontal section, the
extraction duct must have a
slight upwards inclination
(about 10°) so that it can
convey the air to the outside
more easily. If the hood is
fitted with activated carbon
filters, they should be
removed. Connect the hood
to the extraction ducts and
wall outlets that have a
diameter that is the same as
the air outlet (connecting
flange). Using ducts and wall
outlets that have a smaller
diameter will reduce suction
and lead to a large increase
in noise. We decline any
responsibility if these
instructions are not complied
with.

I Use a duct with as few

bends as

possible (maximum angle:

I Avoid drastic changes in
the duct cross-section.

The air will be degreased and
deodorised before being
returned to the room. To use
the hood in this version you
have to install an additional
activated carbon filtration
system.

Models without a suction
motor only operate in
ducting mode and must be
connected to an external
suction device (not supplied).
Connection instructions are
supplied with the external
suction unit.

Installation

The minimum distance
between the pan supports on
the hob and the lowest part
of the hood must not be less
than 50cm for electric hobs
and 65cm from gas or mixed
fuel hobs.

If the installation instructions
for the gas hob specify a
greater distance, this must be
complied with.

When power is turned on to the
hood, it will be in the OFF mode. The

icon is lit dimly and the

functions are disabled. To enable the
hood functions, touch the symbol

. The hood will go into the Stand-
By mode, in which the icons are lit

dimly, ready to activate the functions.

The functions are activated by
touching the corresponding icon,
which will light up more brightly.

To switch off the hood (OFF) or to put
it back in Stand-By mode, touch the

FAN SPEED SELECTION.

With the extractor hood in Stand-By

mode, touch , , to

select or modify the fan speed.

Pressing the symbol again disables
the function.

BOOST FUNCTION K& .

Touching the icon , sets the
extraction fan to maximum speed for
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7 minutes, after which it
automatically reverts to speed 3.
Touch the same button to disable the

function . The icon flashes while
the boost function is active and it will
not be possible to activate the
delayed switch off function.

DELAYED SWITCH OFF FUNCTION

Automatic switch off can be delayed
by 10 minutes at any set speed,
except when BOOST mode is

enabled. When the button is
touched to activate the function, the
icon lights up more brightly. To
disable the function, touch the
symbol again.

LIGHT ON / OFF / ADJUSTMENT.

Briefly touching the ﬂ icon turns
the light on or off. Keeping this
symbol pressed for more than 1
second varies the brightness of the
light continuously from minimum to
maximum, until it is released. When
the button is released, the level of
brightness will be saved to memory,
and used each time the hood is
switched on.

Tapping the symbol twice quickly

when the light is off will set it to

maximum brightness.

“Tunable White” function.

Touching the , and ﬂ symbols

at the same time activates the
"Tunable White” function, i.e. setting
of the light colour temperature. The
light colour temperature changes
from cold to warm and vice versa until
the two buttons are released; the
selection will be saved to memory and
used each time the hood is switched
on.

24h FUNCTION.

Allows the air to be changed by
activating the extractor fan at speed 1
for 10 minutes every hour. When the
hood is in Stand-by mode (all buttons

dimly lit), touching the symbol to
activate the function will cause the
relative icon to light up. The function
is automatically deactivated after 24
hours of operation. You can also
disable it by touching the icon again.
When the extractor fan is in

operation, the speed icon will
also be lit.

10
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CLEAN FILTERS INDICATOR

Every 100 hours of actual hood

operation, the symbol will light
up to indicate that the filters should
be cleaned / replaced. (see
MAINTENANCE in the CLEANING

section). Touch the symbol for 3
seconds to reset it.

AUTO-VENT 2.0 FUNCTION
(Connection to a SMEG enabled hob)

This function is only available in
combination with a SMEG hob with
wireless connectivity. It allows the
hood to operate automatically in
response to commands from the hob.
The connection is always
unidirectional, from the hob to the
hood: it is not possible to control the
hob via the hood.

When the hood is in Stand-by mode

(all buttons dimly lit), the , ,

buttons flash every 5 seconds to
indicate that the automatic function
is active. In automatic mode, the
hood adjusts the speed of the
extractor fan according to the
operation of the hob. Refer to
the hob instructions manual for

information on the various functions
that can be set.

When the hob is switched off, the
hood goes back into Stand-by mode
with the automatic function still
active (buttons 1-2-3 flash every 5
seconds).

Touching any of the controls on the
hood during automatic operation will
disable the function. To restart it, you
have to switch the hood off (OFF) and
on again (Stand-by).

Maintenance

WARNING! Before carrying out
cleaning or maintenance, disconnect
the hood from the mains power
supply by removing the plug or
switching off the main circuit
breaker.

Cleaning

The hood should be cleaned, both
internally and externally, regularly (at
least as often as you service the
grease filters). Use a cleaning cloth
moistened with neutral liquid
detergents. Do not use abrasive
products. DO NOT USE ALCOHOL!
Warning: Failure to follow the
instructions for cleaning the
appliance and replacing the filter can
lead to the risk of fire. Follow the
instructions carefully.

The manufacturer will not be held
liable for any damage to the motor or

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fires caused by incorrect
maintenance or failure to follow the
above instructions.

Grease filter

Retains the particles of grease
produced during cooking. It should be
cleaned at least once a month (or
when the filter saturation indication
system - if installed on the model in
your possession - indicates that it is
necessary to do so) using a non-
aggressive detergent, either by hand
or with a short, low temperature,
dishwasher cycle. If washed in a
dishwasher, the metal grease filter
may change colour, but this not does
affect its performance in any way.
Pull the spring release handle to
remove the grease filter.

Lamp Replacement

The hood is equipped with a LED
lighting system.

The LEDs guarantee optimum
lighting, last up to 10 times longer
than traditional lamps, and allow
energy savings of up to 90%.

For replacement, contact the
technical support service.
