Dual outlet! The Emerson SmartVoice Wall Plug is an offline
voice-controlled socket. Freely control the socket with just the sound
of your voice — no Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, or other wireless connection
setup required.

This user manual is intended to provide guidelines to ensure that the
operation of this product is safe and does not pose any risk to the
user. Retain this manual for future reference.

WHAT CAN THIS PLUG BE USED WITH?

This plug works best with devices that turn on or off with a simple
power switch—like fans, lamps, coffee makers, or dehumidifiers. But
you can plug in anything you want to power with your voice! Once
your SmartVoice Wall Plug is connected, you can do things like:

- Reboot your Wi-Fi without leaving the couch.

- Control mood lighting or holiday decorations.

- Disconnect hard-to-reach appliances.

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INSTALLATION

To turn on the wall plug, connect the wall plug to a wall outlet.

NOTE: The “SmartVoice” outlet is best suited for one-function
devices designed to simply turn on and off. Devices with multiple
functions are compatible with the SmartVoice outlet, but can only
be voice controlled to turn on and off.

USING THE SMARTVOICE WALL PLUG

The SmartVoice Wall Plug is equipped with a microphone to listen
to voice commands and an LED light to confirm received com-
mands.

Voice control is ready for use once the SmartVoice Wall Plug is
connected to a wall outlet.

The wake word is the phrase that activates the voice control func-
tion.

NOTE: Only the devices plugged into the SmartVoice outlet on the
wall plug can be voice controlled. The SmartVoice outlet is labeled
“SmartVoice” on the wall plug. Devices connected to the standard
outlet will always be on as long as the wall plug is connected to a
wall outlet.
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To control the SmartVoice Wall Plug with voice commands, follow
the next two steps:

1. Say the wake word, the light on the SmartVoice Wall Plug will
pulse to confirm activation of the voice control function. You can
also manually wake up the wall plug by pressing the POWER/PRO-
GRAM button. See “Indicator Light Status Chart” to identify what
mode the wall plug is in.

2. Next, you will have 7 seconds to use one of the commands listed
on the back. After each command, the SmartVoice Wall Plug will
confirm the command with 5 quick pulses.

+ Once the initial command is given, you can give another command
within 7 seconds of the previous one.

« If another command is not given within 7 seconds of the previous
one, say the wake word before giving a new voice command.

« If the SmartVoice Wall Plug does not recognize a voice command,

it will not respond and continue operating according to its current
settings.
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INDICATOR LIGHT STATUS CHART

The blue indicator light can help identify what status or mode the
plug is currently in.

Indicator Lights Status

off Device is off

On Device is on

Pulse every two (2) seconds Waiting for command
Pulse every 10 seconds Timer is active

Five (5) quick pulses Command was received

NOTE: The “SmartVoice” outlet will not be able to identify voice
commands not on the list.

SETTING TIMER ON WALL PLUG

You can set a timer for a device connected to the “SmartVoice”
outlet to turn off or on. The voice command “Wake” is used to
turn the device on, while voice commands “Set Timer," “Sleep
In,” or “Sleep Timer” are used to turn the device off. For example,
you can say “Hey Emerson, Set Timer for 30 Minutes” or “Hey
Emerson, Wake in 1 Hour.”

To cancel timers, use the voice command “Cancel Timer” to
stop currently set timers.

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USING MULTIPLE SMARTVOICE PLUGS IN
THE SAME ROOM

You can have up to five (5) different wall plugs in the same room.
When you have multiple plugs, the wake word “Hey Emerson” will
cause all plugs to respond by default. To control each plug
separately, assign a unique wake word to each plug. Follow the
instructions below to program each individual plug.

PROGRAMMING ADDITIONAL PLUGS

1. While the plug is inserted into the wall outlet, press and hold
the POWER/PROGRAM button for three (3) seconds. The blue
indicator light will flash one to five (1 - 5) time(s) depending

on the wake word assigned, as shown in the “Blinks and
Corresponding Wake Words” table.

For example, if you hold down the button on a wall plug and the light
blinks three (3) times, then that wall plug will respond to the wake
word “Hey Plug 3"

NOTE: Each time you press and hold the POWER/PROGRAM button,
the blink count increases by 1. After five (5) blinks, the cycle resets
back to 1.

2. Repeat step one to add more plugs.

NOTE: The plug will remember its programmed wake word even after
it's removed from the outlet.
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BLINKS & CORRESPONDING WAKE WORDS

The number of blinks indicates which wake command corresponds
to which active wall plug.

Number of Blinks Wake Words
1 “Hey Plug 1" or “Hey Emerson”
2 “Hey Plug 2" or “Hey Emerson”
3 “Hey Plug 3" or “Hey Emerson”
4 “Hey Plug 4" or “Hey Emerson”
5 “Hey Emerson”
MAINTENANCE

Disconnect the wall plug before cleaning it.

Use a dry cloth to dust off the wall plug.

Unplug the device when not in use.

Regularly inspect the device to make sure there is no damage.
If there is damage, stop using the device immediately.
