Drill three holes slightly smaller than
the provided wall anchors and use a hammer to gently
insert the anchors into the wall. The tip of the anchors
should be flush against the wall. Fasten the three screws
through the holes on the mounting bracket and the
anchors as shown.
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9 Take the camera with the bracket (as shown) and attach it
to the mounting plate. You can rotate the bracket to adjust
the camera for a better viewing angle.

9 Connect the supplied power adapter to the power port
on the camera, and plug the adapter into a nearby
power outlet. The LED light will light up when it powers
on.

Try resetting your camera by pressing and holding the reset
pin on the bottom for 10 seconds until the Status Light turns
off. Retry the setup process when the LED is blinking green.
