Water Supply

(Cold Water Only)

* Water hose must be at least 3/4 inch in
diameter.

* Flow rate of water supply must not fall
below 2.5 GPM (gallons per minute).

» Flow rate can be determined by running
the water for one minute into an empty
5-gallon container.

* The water supply temperature must not

exceed 104°F/40°C.

Never use the pressure washer to draw in

water contaminated with sclvents, e.g.

paint thinners, gasoline, oll, etc.

* Always prevent debris from being drawn
into the unit by using a clean water
source.

We strongly recommend that this high
pressure washer not be left running for
periods of § minutes or longer without
the trigger gun being engaged.

This Kircher high pressure washer is
equipped with thermal protection to
extand thea life of your pressure washer.
The thermal protector will automatically
activate at a predetermined high tempar-
ature efecting hot water before resetting.
This ansures that the pump does not
become damaged.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

No toois required.

Step 1 Attach the handle to the frame of
the pressure washer. Align holes, insert boit,
add lock washer and tighten with knob.

Step 2 Check il ievel. Oil level should
always be between the "FULL" and "ADD"
marks on the dipstick. Be sure the maching is
level when checking the oil level. (Refer to the
engine’s operating manual for seasonal
grades.)

important! Do not run the engine -
with a high or low oil Jave! as this can
cause engine damage. if you have -
further questions regardirig the engine,
please refer to the engine’s operating

manual included with the init.

Step 3 Fill gas tank with unleaded
gasoline. Do not use leaded gasoline.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1 Connect the high pressure hose to
the unit's high pressure outlet.

Step 2 insert the vario spray wand
into the gun. Push in and turn clock-
wise to leck spray wand in place.

Step 3 connect Step 4 connect

Step 5 Trigger the gun to
eliminate trapped air, wait for 2
steady flow of water to emerge
from the spray nozzle.

Vario spray wand

The Vario spray wand allows you to adjust the cleaning pressure. To clean at maximum pres-
sure, the Vario wand must be positioned to the high pressure setting (+). To apply detergent,
the wand must be posftioned to the low pressure setting ().

Step 2 Fill a container with Karcher
detergent. Place the filter end of detergent
suction tube into the container.

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CLEANING TIPS

Deck Cleaning

{with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse deck and surrounding area with
fresh water. If using Karcher Deck Wash,
place detergent suction tube directly into
cleaning solution and apply to surface at
low pressure. For best results, limit your
work area to smaller sections of approxi-
mately 25 square feet. Allow Kércher Deck
Wash to remain on surface 1-3 minutes. Do
not allow detergent to dry on surface. Rinse
at high pressure in a long sweeping motion
keeping the spray nozzle approximately 3-8
inches from the cleaning surface. Always
clean from top to bottom and from left to
right. When moving on to a new section of
the cleaning surface, be sure to overlap the
previous section to eliminate stop marks
and ensure & more even cleaning result.
Caution: Do not use rotating nozzie
spray wand on wood surface as it may
cause damage.

House Siding

{with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse cleaning surface with fresh water.
If using Karcher House Wash, place deter-
gent suction tube directly into cleaning
solution and apply to surface at low pres-
sure (for best results, limit your work area
to sections of approximately 6 feet and
always apply detergent from bottom to top).
Allow Karcher House Wash to remain on
surface 1-3 minutes. Do not allow detergent
to dry on surface, if surface appears to be
drying, simply wet down surface with fresh
water. If needed, use special Wash Brush
Attachment to remove stubborn dirt. Rinse
at high pressure from top to bottom in an
even sweeping motion keeping the spray
nozzle approximately & inches from the
cleaning surface.

Caution: Do not use rotating nozzle
spray wand on siding as it may cause
damage.

Cement Patios,

Brick and Stone

{with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse cleaning surface with fresh water.
if using Karcher All Purpose Cleaner, place
detergent suction tube directly into cleaning
solution and apply to surface at low pres-
sure. For best results, limit your work area
to smaller sections of approximately 25
square feet. Allow Karcher All Purpose
Cleaner to remain on surface 1-3 minutes.
Do not allow detergent to dry on surface.
Rinse at high pressure In a sweeping
mation keeping the spray nozzle approxi-
mately 3-6 inches from the cleaning sur-
face. Always clean from top to bottom and
from left to right. For remaving extremely
stubborn stains, use Kércher Rotating
Nozzle Spray Wand.

Cars, Boats & Motorcycles
(with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse vehicle with fresh water. If using
Karcher Vehicle Wash, place detergent suc-
tion tube directly into cleaning solution and
apply to surface at low pressure. For best
results, clean one side of vehicle at a time
and always apply detergent from bottom to
top, do not allow detergent to dry on sur-
face. If needed, use special Wash Brush
Attachment to remove stubborn dirt. Rinse
at high pressure in a sweeping motion
keeping the spray nozzle approximately 6-8
inches from the cieaning surface (distance
should increase when rinsing pin-striping
or other sensitive surfaces). Always clean
from top to bottom and from left to right.
For best results, wipe surface dry with a
chamois or soft dry cloth.

Caution: Do not use rotating nozzle
spray wand on vehicies as it may

cause damage.
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CLEANlNG TIPS - continued

Barbecue Grills, Outdoor
Power Equipment &
Gardening Tools

{with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse cleaning surface with fresh water.
If using Kércher All Purpose Cleaner or
Degreaser, place detergent suction tube
directly into cleaning solution and apply
detergent at low pressure. Aliow Kércher
detergent to remain on surface 1-3 minutes.
Do not allow detergent to dry on surface.
Rinse at high pressure keeping the spray
nozzle approximately 3-6 inches from the
cleaning surface. For removing extremely
stubborn dirt, it may be necessary to move
the spray nozzle even cioser to the surface
for greater dirt cutting action. To remave
caked on mud from garbage cans, lawn
mower blades, wheel barrels or other
non-sensitive metal surfaces, you may
want to use the Karcher Rotating Nozzle
Spray Wand.

Caution: Do not use rotating nozzle spray
wand on cloth, plastic or other sensitive
surfaces as it may cause damage.

Patio & Lawn Furniture

(with or without detergent)

Pre-rinse furniture and surrounding area with
fresh water. If using Karcher All Purpose
Cleaner, place detergent suction tube direct-
ly into cleaning solution and apply to surface
at low pressure. Allow Kércher All Purpose
Cleaner to remain on surface 1-3 minutes.
Do not alfow detergent to dry on surface. If
needed use special Wash Brush Attachment
to remove stubborn dirt. Rinse at high pres-
sure in a sweeping motion keeping the
spray nozzle approximately 3-6 inches from
the cleaning surface. For best results, clean
from top to bottorm and from left to right.
Caution: Do not use rotating nozzle spray
wand on patio or lawn furniture as it may
cause damage.

Recommendations

¢ Before cleaning any surface an inconspic-
uous area should be cleaned to test spray
pattern and distance for maximum clean-
ing results.

* If painted surfaces are pealing or chipping,
use extreme caution as pressure washer
may remove the loose paint from the
surface.
