* Metal or foil touching
the side of the oven.

¢ Foil not molded to food
{upturned edges act like
antennas).

* Metal, such as twist-ties,
poultry pins or gold-
rimmed dishes, in the
microwave.

* Recveled paper towels
containing small metal
pieces being used in
the microwave,

* Do not pop popcorn in
your microwave oven
unless in a special
microwave popcorn
ACCessOTY o1 Unless vou
use popcorn labeled for
use in microwave ovens.

Paper towels, waxed paper
and plastic wrap can be
used 1o cover dishes in
order to retain moisture
and prevent spattering.

“Boilable” cooking
pouches and tghtly closed
plastic bags should be shit,
pierced or vented as
directed by package.

Power level 7 is
microwave energy 70% of
the ime. Power level 3 is
energy 30% of the time.

A high sewing {10) will
cook faster hut food may
need more requent
stirnng, rotating or turning
over. Most cooking will be
done on High (power level
10}, Alower settng will
cook more evenly and need
less stirring or rotating of
the food.

Some foods may have
better flavor, exture or
appearance if one of the
lower settings is used. Use
a lower power level when
cooking foods that have a
tendency to boil over, such
as scalloped potatoes.

Rest periods (when the
microwave energy cycles
off) give tme for the food

to “equalize” or wansfer
heat to the inside of the
food. An example of this

is shown with power level
3—the defrost cvcle. If
microwave energy did not
cvcle off, the outside of the
food would cook before
the inside was defrosted.

Familysize, prepackaged
frozen dinners can be
defrosted and microwaved.

Foods that spoil easily, such
as milk, eggs, fish, stuffings,
poultry and pork, should
not be allowed to sit out

for more than one hour
alter defrosting. Room
temperature promotes the
growth of harmful bacteria.
For more even defrosting of
larger foods, such as beef,
lamb and veal roasts, use
Auto Defrost.

Be sure Jarge meats are
completely defrosted before
cooking.

When defrosted, food
should be cool but softened
in all areas. If still slightly icy,
return to the microwave very
briefly, or let it stand a few
minttes.
