When you have set a filter in the Guide, it will remain when you close and re-open the Guide. If you find that you don’t have
the channels you think you should, it is a good idea to check the category, and then select “All” which will display all tuned
channels.
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Setting Up a Schedule Viewing

Configure the TV to show a specific channel or program at a specific time and date.

The (3 icon appears next to programs that have been configured for a schedule viewing.

Setting up a schedule viewing for a channel

e The Guide Screen
On the Guide screen, select a program you would like to view, and then press and hold the Select button.
Select Schedule Viewing on the pop-up menu that appears.

e The Program Info Screen

Press the Select button while watching the TV. The Program Info window appears. Select a broadcast
scheduled program by using the left or right directional buttons, and then press and hold the Select button.
You can schedule watching the program by selecting Schedule Viewing.

Cancelling a schedule viewing

(@ > Live TV > Schedule Manager > Scheduled Remove
You can cancel a scheduled viewing via the Guide or Smart Hub.

From the program guide, move to the program, and then press and hold Select. Move to the Cancel Schedule option,
and then press Select. You will return to the program guide with the scheduled viewing removed.

To use Smart Hub, press the @ button to open Smart Hub, press the up arrow to move to the top row and the right
arrow to move to Schedule Manager. Press Select to open Schedule Manager. Press the left or right arrows to
highlight Schedules, and then press Select. Use the down arrow to move to the list of programs scheduled to view.
Move to the program you want, and then press the right arrow to move to a list of options. Use the up and down
arrows to move between these options until you reach the Delete button. Press the Select button to remove the
scheduled viewing.
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Using the Channel List

See how to list the channels available on your TV.

(@ > Live TV > Channel List
Using Channel List, you can change the channel or check programs on other digital channels while watching TV.

Press and () button on the remote to open Smart Hub, press the left or right arrows to move to Live TV, press the
up arrow to move to the top row, press the right arrow to move to Channel List, and then press the Select button.
This shows a list of the channels and the program currently on. The focus will be on the channel you are currently
watching, showing channel name, channel number, and program title.

Use the up and down arrows to move within the channel list (or use the channel button to go up and down a page at

atime).

Pressing the right arrow takes you to the Category List. Use the up and down arrows to move within this list. Press
Select to choose an option. You will open a second list. Use the up and down arrows to move between the items in
the list. Press Select to choose one.

e AllChannels

Displays the channels that have been automatically searched.

e Favorites
Displays Favorites Lists 1to 5. Use the up and down arrows to move between the lists of favorites. Highlight
the one you want, and then press Select. The channel list will now show only the channels in this list.

e (Category

Sorts the list so that it includes channels of a selected genre only. However, Category can only be used with
channels that contain genre information. Use the up and down arrows to move within the list of genres (or
TV, radio, data). Highlight the genre you want, and then press Select. The channel list will now show only the
channels in this genre.

e Sort

Sorts the list by Channel Number or by Name.

Air or Cable

Allows you to choose between Air, and Cable.

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Creating a Personal Favorites List

Designate frequently watched channels as favorite channels.

Favorite channels are highlighted in the Edit Channel and All screens with the symbol €.
