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Seasonal storage :
Freezing temperatures can cause timers to freeze and expand, 
damaging the timer. At the end of the season or when there is 
frost in the forecast, remove your timer from the faucet, remove 
the batteries and be sure to store the timer indoors, away from 
freezing temperatures.
