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Il. SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to slip
and fall accidents which can result in
severe injury. All slopes require extra
caution. If you feel uneasy on a slope, do
not trim it,

DO:

+» Trim across the face of slopes: never up
and down. Exercise extreme caution
when changing direction on slopes.

* Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree
limbs, etc.

* Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Tall
grass can hide obstacles.

DO NOT:

* Do not trim near drop-offs, ditches or
embankments. The operator could lose
footing or balance.

» Do not trim excessively steep slopes.

+ Do not trim on wet grass. Reduced
footing could cause slipping.

HOWTO USEYOURTRIMMER

ENGINE SPEED

The engine speed is controlled by a
throttle located on the side of the upper
handle. Fast position is for starting and
normal timming. Slow is for light timming
and fuel economy. Stop is for stopping the
engine.

TRIMMER HEAD DRIVE CONTROL

Your trimmer is equipped with a trimmer

head drive control bar which will require

the operator to be positioned behind the
trimmer handle to operate the timmer.

» Trimmer head rotation is controlled by
holding the trimmer head control bar
down to the handle.

» Trimmer head rotation will stop when
the control bar is released.

TO ADJUST TRIMMING HEIGHT
ACAUTION: Stop the engine and wait
for all moving parts to stop. Disconnect
spark plug wire from spark plug and
place wire where it cannot come in
contact with plug.
The height of cut can be set to six (6)
different positions ranging from 1-1/2
inches to 3 inches. Recommended cutting
height for the average yard is 2 inches.
1. To adjust trimming height, push in the
locking plate tab and move trimmer
head up or down to desired position.
2. Release tab and be sure head is
locked into one of the six (6) height
positions.

BEFORE STARTING ENGINE

ADDOIL

Your trimmer is shipped without oil in the

engine. For type and grade of oil to use,

see “ENGINE” in the Maintenance section

of this manual.

A CAUTION: DO NOT overfill engine with

oil, or it will smoke on startup,

You receive a 20 oz. container of oil
with the unit. Slowly pour 3/4 (15 oz.)

Walt one minute to allow oil to setile.
Insert and tighten dipstick, then
remove it to check oil level.

Continue adding smali amounts of oil
and rechecking the dipstick until it
reads full. DO NOT aoverfill, or engine
will smoke on startup.

TO START ENGINE

1. To start a cold engine, push primer three
(3) imes before frying to start. Use a firm
push. This step is not usually necessary
when starfing an engine which has
akready run for a few minutes.

2. Move throtle control lever to fast position.

3. Hold upper handie firmly and pul starter
handle quickly. Do not allow starter rope
to snap back,

TO STOP ENGINE

» To stop engine, move throttle control lever
to stop position.
NOTE: In cooler weather it may be
necessary to repeat priming steps. In
warmer weather overpriming may cause
flooding and engine will not start. If you
do flood engine, wait a few minutes
before attempting to start and do not
repeat priming steps.

ADD GASOLINE

NOTE: Before filling fuel tank, remove

and discard the debris plug that is inside

the tank.

+ Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, dean, regular
unleaded gasoline with a minimum of 87
octane. Do not mix oil with gasoline.
Purchase fuel in quantities that can be
used within 30 days to assure fuel
freshness.

AWARNING: Experience indicates that

alcohol blended fuels (called gaschol or

using ethanol or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic
gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be
emptied before storage of 30 days or
longer. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run until the fuel lines
and carburetor are empty. Use fresh fuel
next season. See Storage Instructions for
additional information. Never use engine
or carburetor cleaner products in the fuel
tank or permanent damage may occur.

position. If the weeds or grass are tall
and thick, operate the trimmer at a
slower walking speed.

Frequently clean the underside of the
trirmmer to remove any grass build up.
Keep top of engine around starter clear
and clean of grass dlippings and chaff.
This will help engine air flow and extend
engine life.

For best results and longer lasting line,
use the ends of the line to do the cutting.
This is easily done by moving slowly
through very thick and heavy weeds.
Use the left side of timmer when
timming along fences, walls, flowerbeds
and other such objects.

If timmer lines become too short, it will
take longer to complete the job. If
timmer lines are wom to less than half
their original length, they should be
replaced. See “TO REPLACE TRIMMER
LINE” in the Maintenance section of this
manual.

Trimmer head contact with concrete,
asphalt or other hard surfaces may
cause premature wear of the ball on .
bottom of trimmer head.

be checked at least once each season.

* Once a year, replace the spark plug
and replace air filter element. A new
spark plug and clean/new air filter
element assures proper air-fuel
mixture and helps your engine run
better and last longer.

+ Follow the maintenance schedule in
this manual.

LUBRICATION

To prolong the useful life of your trimmer,

change engine oll as recommended in

this section of Owner's Manual.

IMPORTANT: Do not oil or grease plastic
wheel bearings, Viscous Iubricants will
attract dust and dirt that will sherten the
life of the self- lubricating bearings. If you
feel they must be lubricated, use only a
dry, powdered graphite type lubricant
sparingly.

» Keep tires free of gasoline, oil, or
insect control chemicals which can
harm rubber.

* Avoid stumps, slones, deep ruts,
sharp objects and other hazards that
may cause tire damage.

TRIMMERLINE

For best results, replace trimmer lines

when they have womn to half their original

length. Use .155 inch diameter trimmer

fine. Cut new trimmer line length to 18-3/4

inches. After new line is installed on

trimmer head, check all lines so they do
not vary more then one (1) inch in length.

This is important to make sure the trimmer

head is balanced and will not vibrate

abnormally.

- AWARNING: Use only the specified
trimmer line. Do not use other materials
such as wire, string, rope, etc. Wire can
break off during trimming and become a
dangerous missile that can cause serious
injury.

AIR FILTER

Your engine will not run properly and may
be damaged by using a dirty air filter.
Replace the alr filter every 100 hours of
operation or every season, whichever
oceurs first. Service air cleaner more
often under dusty conditions.

TO CLEAN AIR FILTER

1. Loosen screw and tilt cover to remove.
2. Carefully remove cartridge.
3. Clean by gently tapping on a flat
surface. If very dirty, replace cartridge.
ACAUTION: Petroleum solvents, such as
kerosene, are not to be used to clean
cartridge. They may cause deterioration of
the cartridge. Do not cil cartridge. Do not
use pressurized air to clean or dry
cartridge.
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4. Install cartridge, then replace cover
making sure the tabs are aligned with
the slots in the back plate. Fasten
screw securely.

MUFFLER

Inspect and replace corroded muffler as
it could create a fire hazard andfor
damage.

SPARK PLUG

Replace spark plugs at the beginning of
each mowing season or after every 100
hours of operation, whichever occurs first,
Spark plug type and gap setting are
shown in “PRODUCT SPECIFICATIONS"
in Maintenance section of this manual.
CLEANING

IMPORTANT: For best performance,
keep trimmer free of built-up grass and
trash. Clean the underside of your
trimmer after each use.

ACAUTION: Disconnect spark plug wire
from spark plug and place wire where it
cannot come in contact with the spark
plug.

* Turn trimmer on its side, Make sure air
filter and carburetor are up. Clean the
underside of your timmer by scraping
to remove build-up of grass and trash.
Clean engine often to keep trash from
accumulating. A clogged engine runs
hotter and shortens engine life.

Keep finished surfaces and wheels
free of all gasoline, oil,etc.

We do not recommend using a garden
hose to clean trimmer unless the
electrical system, muffler, air filter and
carburetor are covered to keep water
out. Water in engine can result in
shortened engine life.
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SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

A CAUTION: Before performing any
service and adjustments:

1. Stop engine.

2. Make sure the rotating lines and all
moving parts have completely
stopped.

Disconnect spark plug wire from spark
plug and place where it cannot come
in contact with plug.

IMPORTANT: Itis important to prevent gum
deposits from forming in essential fuel system

tank during storage. Also, experience

indicates that aloohol blended fuels (called

gasochal or using ethanol or methanol) can
attract meisture which leads to separation
and formation of adids during storage. Adidic
gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage.
