INSTALLATION

« Choose a place that is near a grounded electrical outlet.
Do Not use an extension cord or an adapter plug

+ For the most efficient operation, the freezer should be
located where surrounding temperatures will not exceed
110°F (43°C). Temperatures of 32°F (0°C) and below will
NOT affect freezer operation. Additional compressor
heaters are not recommended

«  Aflow space arcund the unit for good air circulation.
Leave a 3inch {75 mm) space on all sides of the freezer
for adequate circulation.

Instaliation

NOTE: The exterior walls of the freezer may become quite
warm as the compressor works to transfer heat from the
inside Temperatures as much as 30° F warmer than room
temperatlre can be expected. For this reason it is particu-
jarly important in hotter ¢limates to aliow enough space for
air circitlation around your freezer.

LEVELING

The freezer must have all bottom corners resting firmly on
a solid floor. The floor must be strong enough (o support a
fully toaded freezer NOTE: ltis VERY IMPORTANT for
your freezer to be level in order fo function properly. If the
freezer is not leveled during installation, the door may be
misaligned and not close or seal properly, causing cooling,
frost, or molsture problems

To Level Upright Models:

After disearding crating screws and wood base, use a
carpenter's level 1o level the freezer from front-to-back.
Adijust the plastic leveling feet in front, ¥ bubble higher, so
that the door closes eastly when left halfway open

» The freezer should be located in the coolest area of the
room, away from heat producing appliances or heating
ducts, and out of direct sunlight.

= |et hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in
the freezer Overloading the freezer forces the compres-
sor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose
guality or spoil

» Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry
before placing them i the freezer This cuts down on
frost build-up inside the freezer

Freezer shelves should not be lined with aluminum foil,
wax paper, or paper toweling, Liners interfers with cold
air circutation, making the freezer less efficient.

» (Organize and label food to reduce door openings and
extended searches Remove as many items as nesded
at one time, and close the door as soon as possible

COOL DOWN PERIOD

+ For safe food storage, allow 4 hours for the freezer to
cood down completely The freezer will run continuously
for the first several hours. Foods that are already frozen
may be placed in the freezer after the first few hours of
operation. Unfrozen foods should NOT be loaded into
the freezer untll the ireezer has operated for 4 hours

» When loading the freezer, freeze only 3 pounds of
fresh food per cubic foot of freezer space at one time
Distribute packages to be frozen evenly throughout the
freezer it is not necessary to turn the control knob to a
colder sefting while freezing food

TEMPERATURE CONTROL

The temperature control is located inside the freezer on
upright models, and on the left outside wall on chest
models The temperature control should be factory pre-set
to number 4, which will provide satisfactory food siorage
temperatures, However, the temperature control is adjust-
able to provide a range of temperatures for your personal
satisfaction. f a colder temperature is desired, turn the
temperatire controf knob to a higher number. Adjust by one
numerical increment at a time, and allow several hours for
temperatures to stabilize between adjustrents
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NOTE: Your freezer may have some, or all of the
features listed below. Become farmiliar with these
features, and their use and care.

POWER ON LIGHT

The yellow Power On indicator light indicates that the
freezer is properly connected o electrical power The light
glows even when the temperature control is turned to OFF.
If the light goes out, refer to Freezer Does Not Run Section
in the Troubleshooting Guide. H the freezer appears to
be operating, the light element may be burned out. Call an
authorized servicer for replacement.

TEMP ALARM (SOME MODELS)

This feature is designed 1o provide a warning i the inside
temperatures reach an unsafe level. The Temp. Alarm
Feature operates on household electricity 1t will not
function if household electricity is intetrupted.

When the freezer is initially plugged in, the red Temp. Alarm
Indicator Light blinks. The indicator fight will continue to
blink until the freezer has reached a safe freezing tempera-
ture, If a malfunction causes an unsafe temperaiure inside
the freezer, the red light will blink and the buzzer will sound.
To silence the buzzer, press the ALARM OFF button. The
Incicator Light will continue fo blink until a safe freezing
temperature is again reached

if the ALARM OFF bution is not pressed, the buzzer will
turn itself off automatically after 48 hours, but the red Temp
Alarm Light will continue to biink.

QUICK FREEZE (SOME MODELS)

To activate the Quick Freeze feature, push the switch 1o the
ON position. The green light will appear, and the freezer will
run continuously (except when in Flash Defrost), driving
freezer temperature to the coldest possible temperatures,
The switch automaltically turns off after 24 hours  Use this
feature just prior to adding large quantities of unfrozen
foods (not 1o exceed 3 pounds per cubic foot of freezer
space).

FLASH DEFROST (SOME CHEST MODELS)

Note: The Temp Alarm should be turned off when freezeris
being defrosted. The Flash Defrost feature will defrost the
freezer in a fraction of the time usually required  To defrost,
remove all food, and follow these steps:

DEFROSTING

it is important to defrost and clean the freezer when % to %2
inch of frost has accumulated Frost may tend to accumu-
iate faster on the upper part of the freezer due to warm,
moist air entering the freezer when the door is opened.
Remove food and leave the door open when defrosting the
freezer,

« On upright models with a defrost drain (Figure 1),
remove the drain plug on the inside floor of the freezer
by pulling straight out. To access the external drain tube
on modets with a base panel, first remove the two
screws from the base panel Locate the drain tube near
the left center under the freezer. Place a shallow pan
under the drain tube. Defrost water will drain out Check
pan occasionally so water does not overflow. A 12 inch
garden hose adapter can be used to drain the freezer
directly Into a floor drain.If your model is not equipped
with an adapter, one can be purchased at most hard-
ware stores Replace the drain plug when defrosting and
cleaning are completed If the drain is left open, warm air
may enter the freezer.
