AIR CONDITIONER CONTROLS

COOL MODE

Use the Cool mode at Low, Med, High or Auto for
cooling. Use the Temperature Increase +/
Decrease - pads to set the desired temperature
between 64°F and 86°F in 1°F increments.

An electronic thermostat is used to maintain the
room temperature. The compressor will cycle on
and off to keep the room at the set level of comfort.
Set the thermostat at a lower number and the indoor
air will become cooler. Set the thermostat at a higher
number and the indoor air will become warmer.

Cooling Descriptions

¢ For Normal Cooling—Select the Cool mode and
High or Med fan with a middle set temperature.

¢ For Maximum Cooling—Select the Cool mode
and High fan with a lower set temperature.

* For Quieter and Nighttime Cooling—Select
the Cool mode and Low fan with a middle set
temperature.

NOTE: If the air conditioner is off and is then
turned on while set to a Cool setting or if turned
from a fan setting to a Cool setting, it may take
approximately 3 minutes for the compressor to
start and cooling to begin.

FAN ONLY MODE

Use the Fan Only Mode at Low, Med or High fan
speed to provide air circulation and filtering without
cooling. Since fan-only settings do not provide
cooling, a Set temperature cannot be entered. The
room temperature will appear in the display.

AIR DIRECTION

AUTO FAN SPEED

Set to Auto for the fan speed to automatically set
to the speed needed to provide optimum comfort
settings with the set temperature. If the room needs
more cooling, the fan speed will automatically
increase. If the room needs less cooling, the fan
speed will automatically decrease.

ECO MODE
Controls the fan.

*  ON—The fan will cycle on and off with the
compressor. This may result in wider variations
of room temperature and humidity. NOTE: the
fan may continue to run for a short time or
may pulse intermittently after the compressor
cycles off to sample the room air.

e OFF—The fan runs all the time, while the
compressor cycles on and off.

REMOTE CONTROLS

* To ensure proper operation, aim the remote
control at the signal receiver on the air conditioner.

* The remote control signal has a range of
up to 20 feet.

* Make sure nothing is between the air conditioner
and the remote control that could block the signal.

* Make sure batteries are fresh and installed
correctly as indicated on the remote control.

If the wall outlet you plan to use is only a 2-prong outlet, it is your responsibility
to have it replaced with a properly grounded 3-prong wall outlet.

A\ IMPORTANT NOTICE:
PROHIBITED INSTALLATION

DO NOT install this window air conditioner inside a wall sleeve or through a wall.

Itis strictly forbidden and will void the warranty. The unit is designed for window mounting
only, and any other installation may cause operational failure, airflow obstruction, water
leakage, and electrical hazards.

Itis essential to ensure that no air vents on any side of the air conditioner are blocked or
partially blocked during installation and usage.

For safety and warranty coverage, follow the user manual instructions and install the unit
properly in a window, ensuring unobstructed airflow around all sides of the unit.

These instructions are for a standard double-hung
window. You will need to modify them for other types
of windows.

* The air conditioner can be installed without the side
curtain panels if needed to fit in a narrow window.
See the window opening dimensions.

* All supporting parts must be secured to firm wood,
masonry or metal.

* The electrical outlet must be within reach of the
power cord.

* Follow the dimensions in the table and illustration
for your model.

¢ DO NOT install this window air conditioner inside a
wall sleeve or through a wall.

STORM WINDOW REQUIREMENTS

* A storm window frame will not allow the air
conditioner to tilt toward the outside and
will keep it from draining properly. To adjust
for this, attach a piece of wood to the sill.

WOOD PIECES
- Width: 2"

- Length: Long enough to fit inside the window frame.

— Thickness: To determine the thickness, place a
piece of wood on the sill to make it 1/2" higher than

the top of the storm window frame or the vinyl frame.

* Attach securely with nails or screws provided
by the installer.

€ PREPARE THE AIR CONDITIONER

A. Screw the top mounting rail onto
the top of the AC with 3 Type A screws.

A. Measure the width of the window opening and
mark the center line on the inside windowsill.
Place the unit in the window. Lower the window
to hold unit in place.

B. Set the air conditioner in the window so that
is centered. Place the air conditioner so that front
edge of the bottom mounting rail is against
the back edge of the sill.

C. Install the side bracket into the unit and into
the windowsill using two 1" wood screws
provided. Repeat on other side.

D. Bring the window down so that the front edge
of the top mounting is in front of the window. C.
Make sure that the air conditioner is tilted slightly
to the outside, minimum 5 degrees (see diagram).

E. Extend the curtain panels until they fill the
window. Mark the location of the holes in each
corner. Use the drilland 1/8" drill bit to drill
pilot holes. Use 4 Type B screws to secure
the side panels in place.

© INSTALL WINDOW LOCKING BRACKET
AND FOAM TOP WINDOW GASKET

A. Use Type B Screw to install the window lock
bracket on top of the bottom window.

A cAUTION

If you have vinyl or other similarly constructed
windows, attach the window locking bracket to
the window side jamb with one Type B screw to
prevent broken glass or damage to windows.

ISSUE

Air conditioner
does not start

POSSIBLE CAUSE

The unit is unplugged

WHAT TO DO

Make sure the air conditioner plug is pushed completely into the outlet.

The fuse is blown/circuit
breaker is tripped

Check the house fuse/circuit breaker box and replace the fuse
or reset the breaker.

Power failure

The unit will automatically restart in the setting last used after the
power is restored.

There is a protective time delay (approximately 3 minutes) to prevent
tripping of the compressor overload. For this reason, the unit may
not start normal cooling for 3 minutes after it is turned back on.

The current interrupter
device is tripped

Press RESET button located on the power cord plug.

If the RESET button will not stay engaged, discontinue use of
the air conditioner and contact a qualified service technician.

Air conditioner
does not cool
as it should

Indoor airflow is restricted

Make sure there are not curtains, blinds or furniture blocking the
front of the air conditioner.

The temp control may
not be set properly

Turn the temperature control to a higher number.

The air filter is dirty

Clean the filter at least every 30 days.
See Care and Cleaning section.

The room may have been hot

When the air conditioner is first turned on, you need to allow time
for the room to cool down.

Cold air is escaping

Check for open furnace registers and cold air returns.

Cooling coils have iced up

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TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS (Continued)

NORMAL OPERATING SOUNDS

* You may hear a pinging noise caused by water being picked up and thrown against the condenser
on rainy days or when the humidity is high. This is normal, unit is equipped with a slinger blade which
scoops up the water from the drain pan and throws it onto
the coils for better efficiency.

* You may hear the thermostat click when the compressor cycles on and off.
* The fan may run even when the compressor does not.

DRAIN PLUG

* Theunitis equipped with a slinger blade which scoops up the water from the drain pan and throws
it onto the coils to cool them.See diagram below showing the location of your machine’s drain plug.

*  Water will collect in the base pan during high humidity or on rainy days. The water may overflow
and drip from the outdoor side of the unit. The drain plug may be removed for quicker drainage.

* Drain plug removal may reduce cooling and energy efficiency.

* DO NOTDRILL ANY HOLES.
Doing so can harm the unit’s internal componets, void warranty, and invite pests and debris.
Trust the manufacturer’s design for efficient condensation management, preserving your unit's
performance, longevity, and safety.
