Oven Baking

For best cooking results, pre-heat the oven before baking cookies, breads, cakes, pies or pastries, efc.

The cooking times and temperatures needed o bake a product may vary slightly from your previously owned appliance.

Setting Convection Bake

Use the Convection Bake feature when fast cooking is desired. The oven can be
programmed for Convection baking at any temperature between 170°F and

550°F. Convection baking uses a fan to circulate the oven's heat evenly and Air
continuously within the oven (See Figure 1). This improved heat distribution circulation
allows for fast, even cooking and browning resuits at a lower temperature than during
conventional bake. It also gives better baking results when using 2 or 3 racks at Convection
the same time.

Handle the Temperature Probe carefully when inserting and removing it from the food and outiet.

Do not use tongs 1o pull the cable when inseriing or removing the Probe. It could damage the Probe.

Defrost your food completely before inserting the Probe to avoid breaking it.

Never leave or store the Temperature Probe inside the oven when notin use.

To prevent the possibility of burns, carefully unplug the Temperature Probe using hot pads.

Preparing Bread Dough In The Oven

The oven has a Bread Proof feature that can be used to
help prepare bread dough. The recommended length of time
to keep bread dough in the oven is about 45-60 minutes. Be
sure however to follow the recipe’s recommended times.
The prepared bread dough should be placed in a large bowl
since the dough will nearly double in volume. Arrange the
oven rack in the lowest position. Place the bowl on the rack
in the oven and follow the Bread Proof Control setting
instructions as illustrated.
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Setting Oven Controls
Setting the Warm & Hold™ Feature

The Warm & Hold feature will maintain an oven temperature of 170°F, and will keep oven baked foods warm for serving for 3
hours after cooking has finished. The Warm & Hold feature may be used without any other cooking operations or can be used
after cooking has finished.

To set Warm & Hold

1. Arrange interior oven racks and place food in oven.

2. Turn both the selector and the temperature control knobs to Warm Hold position.

3. Toturn the Warm & Hold OFF at any time, tum the temperature and the selector control kniobs to Off position.

Setting Broil

When broiling, heat radiates downward from the oven broiler for even coverage. The Broil feature is preset to start broiling at
550°F; however, the Broil feature temperaiure may be setbetween 400°F and 550°F. This appliance includes a Broil Pan, a Broil
Paninsert, and a Searing Grill for searing meats (Figure 3). The broil pan and broll paninsert usedtogetherallow dripping grease
to drain and be kept away from the high heat of the oven broiler. DO NOT use the broil pan without the insert {See Figure 1),
DO NOT cover the broil pan insert with foil. The exposed grease could caich fire.

LPNZGINEE should an oven fire occur, leave the oven door closed and turn off the oven. If the fire continues, throw baking
soda on the fire or use a fire extinguisher. DO NOT put water or flour on the fire. Flour may be explosive and water can cause
a grease fire to spread and cause personal injury.

To set the oven to broil
1. Place the broiler pan insert on the broller pan (Figure 1). Then place the food on the

broiler pan insert. DO NOT use the broiler pan without the insert. DO NOT cover the
broiler insert with foil. The exposed grease could ignite.

2. Arrange the interior oven rack and place the broiler pan on the rack. Be sure to
center the broiler pan directly under the broiler element. Make sure the oven door is
in the broil stop position (See Figure 2).

3. Turn both the selector and the temperature control knobs to the Broil position.

4. it alower broil temperature is desired (minimum allowed broil temperature is 400°F),
turn the temperature control knob to the temperature desired.

5. Broil on one side until food is browned; turn and cook on the second side. Season
and serve. Note: Always pull the rack out to the stop position before tuming or
removing food.

7. To cancel broiling or if finished broiling, turn the selector and the temperature control
knobs to Off position.

Broiling Times and Searing Grill

Use the following table for approximate broiling times. Increase or decrease broiling times, or
move the broiling pan to a different rack position to suit for doneness. lf the food you are broiling
is not listed in the table, follow the instructions provided in your cookbook and watch the item
closely. Use the Searing Grill for meats and steaks if desired. Place Searing Grill ontop of Broiler
Pan and Insert before placing the meat. Be sure o pre-heat the Searing Grill using Broil for 10
minutes. Cook times should be reduced 1-2 minutes per side when cooking with the Searing Grill
for meats and steaks (See Figure 3).

NOTE: Whenin broiling mode, the high speed cooling fan will be in operation and may continue
for some minutes after broiling is finished.

Self-Cleaning Oven

A Self-Cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures (well above
cooking temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces them
io a fine powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:
¢ Allow the oven to cool before cleaning.

«  Wear rubber gloves when cleaning any exterior parts of the oven
manually.

e DO NOT ciean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the
oven door gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken
not to rub, damage or remove the gasket.

¢ DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket. Doing
so could cause damage.

¢+ Hemove the ladder racks, oven racks and meat probe. These
items will be permanently damaged by the high cleaning
temperatures.

¢ Remove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavity before
starting the Self-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, soapy water and
a cloth. Large spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when
subjected to high temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a
high sugar or acid content (such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut, fruit
juices or pie filling} to remain on the surface as they may leave a
dull spot even after cleaning.

s Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven
door gasket and the smali area at the front center of the oven
bottom. These areas do not heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean
with soap and water.

Adjusting Oven Temperature

The temperature in the oven has been pre-set at the factory. When first using the oven, be sure fo follow recipe times and
temperatures. If you think the oven is cooking too hot or too cool for the temperature you select, you can adjust the actual
oven temperature to be more or less than what is displayed. Before adjusting, test a recipe by using a temperature setting
that is higher or lower than the recommended temperature. The baking resulis should help you to decide how much of an
adjustmentis needed.

For general cleaning, use hot, scapy water and a cloth. For more difficult soils and
built-up grease, apply a liquid detergent directly onto the soil.

To remove control knobs, turn to the OFF position; grasp firmly and pull straight off
the shaft. To replace knobs after cleaning, line up the flat sides of both the knob and
the shalft; then push the knob into place.

Before cleaning the control panel, turn all controls to OFF and remove the control
knobs. To remove, pull each knob straight off the shaft. Clean using hot, soapy water
and a dishcloth. Rinse with a clean water using a dishcloth. Be sure to squeeze
excess water from the cloth before wiping the panel; especially when wiping around
the controls. Excess water in or around the controls may cause damage to the
appliance.To replace knobs after cleaning, line up the flat sides of both the knob and
the shaft; then push the knob into place.

Clean stainless steel with hot, scapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water
and a cloth. Do not use cleaners with high concentrations of chlorides or
chlorines. Always clean on the same direction as the stainless steel grain. Do not
use harsh scrubbing cleaners. Only use kitchen cleaners that are especially made for
cleaning stainiess sieel. Always be sure 1o rinse the cleaners from the surface as
bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Porcelain Enamel,

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
solution of clear water and ammonia. If necessary, cover difficult spots with an
ammonia-soaked paper towel for 30 to 40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a damp
cloth, and then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a clean
cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during future
heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the cookiop.
