The appliance is secured for trans-
portation using transit bolts. Transit
bolts which have not been removed
may result in material damage and
damage to the appliance.

▶ Before transport, fit the transit bolts
fully in order to prevent damage in
transit.

Material damage may be caused if
the water inlet hose is connected in-
correctly.
