A\ Understand Your Machine

* WARNING! You must read these instructions carefully before operating the
machine. Make sure that you are familiar with the controls and properly operate
the machine. You must learn how to stop the machine quickly. If you do not follow
the warnings and instructions, it may result in fire and/or serious injury. Make sure to
save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

* Read this manual and labels affixed to the machine to understand its limitations
and potential hazards.

* Be thoroughly familiar with the controls and their proper operation. Know how to
stop the machine and disengage the controls quickly.

* If the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, oris to be
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety
training before operation. The user can prevent and is responsible for accidents or
injuries that may occur to themselves, to other people, or to property.

* Do not force the machine beyond its limits. Use the correct machine for your
application.

* Know how to stop the machine quickly in case of emergency. Understand the
use of all conftrols.

* ALL MAINTENANCE other than that listed in this manual, should be carried out by
professionally trained and certified personnel.

* When using this machine for the first fime and before actual work, you MUST
learn how to handle the machine from an experienced or skilled person.

A\ Personal Safety

* WARNING! Never allow children or people unfamiliar with these instructions to
use the product. Local regulations can restrict the minimum age of the operator.

* Keep children, pets, and other people not using the unit away from the work
area (at least 15m). Be alert and shut off the unit if anyone enters work area. Keep
children under the watchful care of a responsible adult.

 Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating
the machine. Never operate the machine when unwell or tired, or if you have
taken alcohol, medicine, drugs or any substances which may slow your reflexes
and compromise judgment. A moment of inattention while operating the machine
may result in serious personal injury.

* Appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), MUST be worn at all times
when operating or repairing the machine. Always wear anti-slip and resistant work
footwear and long trousers while using the machine. Do not use the machine
when barefoot, wearing sandals or similar lightweight footwear.

A\ Inspect Your Machine

* Check your machine before starting it. Keep guards in place and in working
order. Make sure all nuts, bolts, etc., are securely tightened.

* You must check the general condition of the machine before use.

* Never operate the machine when it is in need of repair or is in poor mechanical
condition. Replace damaged, missing, or failed parts before using it. Check for fuel
leaks. Keep the machine in safe working condition.

* Do not use the machine if the machine’s switch does not turn off the machine
when running. Any machine that can’t be controlled with the switch is dangerous
and must be replaced.

* Regularly check to see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from the
machine area before starting it. A wrench or a key that is left attached to a
rotating part of the machine may result in personal injury.

* |f the machine should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the machine and check
immediately for the cause. Vibration is generally a warning sign of trouble.

* Avoid accidental starting. Be sure the switch is off before transporting the
machine or performing any maintenance or service on the unit. Transporting or
performing maintenance or service on a machine with its switch on invites
accidents.

* Do not tamper with or disable safety systems.

* Only use manufacturer-recommended attachments.

* Before using, always visually inspect to see that the tools are not worn out or
damaged. Replace worn out or damaged elements and bolts in set to preserve
balance.

A\ Inspect Your Machine (Continued)

* Keep the machine in good operating condition. Operating the machine in poor
or questionable condition could result in serious injury.

* Be sure all safety devices are in working order and warning labels are in place.

A\ Work Area

* You must only work in daylight or with good artificial light in good visibility
conditions. Do not work at night, at times of heavy fog, or at any other times when
your field of vision might be limited and it would be difficult fo gain a clear view of
the area.

* Keep people, children and animals away from the working area.

* Operate on flat, level ground.

* DO NOT work on wet ground. If there has been heavy rain on the working site,
wait until the ground has dried up.

* Never park the machine in a place with unstable ground which could give way.
* You must be careful near ravines, ditches or embankments.

» Exercise extreme caution when operating on or crossing gravel drives, walks, or
roads. Stay alert for hidden hazards or traffic.

* Do not work in the rain, when there is a thunderstorm or lightning risk, at times of
strong or gale force winds, or at any other times when the weather conditions
might make it unsafe to use this product. If there is bad weather conditions, do not
use the machine.

* Make sure you thoroughly inspect the entire work area and remove all objects
and anything that could be thrown by the machine or could damage the
machine (branches, stones, wire, toys, etc). Attempting to clear the work area
whilst using the machine will reduce your concentration and creates a trip hazard.
Any liquid spilled on the floor may result in you slipping.

» Find and locate all fixed objects in the ground, such as sprinkler systems, poles,
water valves, bases for washing lines etc. Make sure that you check for hidden
electrical cables or similar on the surface of the lawn. ALWAYS run the machine
around these objects. NEVER run the machine over foreign objects.

« DO NOT operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools may create sparks, which may
ignite the dust or fumes.

* This machine is only for outdoor use.

* Do not operate the ftiller near underground electrical cables, telephone lines,
hoses or pipes.

A\ During Use

* Do not operate the machine in confined areas where there may be a risk of

crushing the operator between the machine and another object.

* Never attempt to make any adjustments, while the machine is running.

* You must switch off the machine:

- Before checking or working on the machine.

- When fransporting the machine.

- Whenever you leave the machine unattended.
- If the machine starts to vibrate abnormally.

* WARNING! If something breaks or an accident happens whilst working, you must

turn off the machine immediately and move the machine away to prevent further

damage. If an accident happens with injuries or third parties are injured, carry out
the first aid measures most suitable for the situation immediately and contact the
medical authorities for any necessary health care. Carefully remove any debris
that might cause damage or harm persons or animals should it not be seen.
 After striking a foreign object, stop the machine immediately and inspect the
machine thoroughly for damage.

+ Keep extension cord away from cutting elements.

» Never operate the machine with damaged guards or without the guard in

place.

+ Keep hands and feet away from the cutting means at all fimes especially when

switching on the motor.

» Take care against injury from the blade fitted for frimming the filament line

length. After extending new cutter line, always return the tfrimmer to its normal

operating position before switching on.

» Never operate the machine without the defective guards or shields, or without
safety devices, or if the cord is damaged or worn.

» Be cautious when pulling the machine towards you.

» Do not use the tiller on slopes more than 15°. Always work along the slope and
not up and down it. Always maintain a solid footing.

+ Only remove dirt and plants from the machine once the machine has been
unplugged and stopped rotating.

« Always guide the ftiller at walking pace with both hands on the handle.

+ Always keep your hands and feet away from the rotating parts. There is danger
of serious injury.

« If the tiller vibrates or emits unusual noises when switched on, disconnect the
plug from the socket and do not use.

+ Do not tilt the machine when starting.

* Make sure you always remain a safe distance away from the tine blades.

* Move the tiller to the work area before starting the motor.

« Switch the motor off before moving the ftiller from one area to another. Wait for
the moving parts to come to a complete stop. Do not let the tines touch the
ground whilst you are moving the filler, this could damage the machine.

» Never pass the Tiller over the extension cord. Make sure the cord is always in a
safe position behind you.
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Safety Information

A\ Batteries (Where Present)

Batteries present arisk if they become damaged by the possible leaking of
electrolyte. This electrolyte is an acid and can cause serious burn injuries. Care
should be taken when working on or near them. NOTE: the electrolyte may be in a
liquid or gel form.

Should you come in to contact with electrolyte you should;

* Remove all clothing contaminated with electrolyte. If you cannot remove then
saturate them in water.

* Get medical assistance as soon as possible.

You must advise the medical staff of the type of acid.
* Lead/acid battery = dilute sulphuric acid.
* Nickel/cadmium = potassium hydroxide alkali electrolyte.
* Use fresh running water to wash off excess electrolyte, continue this until medical
assistance arrives. Make sure that you do not wash the electrolyte to another part
of your body or face.
* |f electrolyte comes in fo contact with eyes the electrolyte needs to be
immediately washed away with large amounts of water. Make sure that you do
not wash the electrolyte to another part of your face or body.
» Gasses from charging batteries are highly flammable and great care should be
taken to charge in well ventilated areas.
* There is an explosion risk if the battery terminals are short circuited,
4/ when connecting/disconnecting ALWAYS exercise great care so that
the terminals or battery leads are NOT allowed to touch and cause a
spark. ALWAYS use suitable insulated tools.

A\ Electricity (Where Applicable)

DANGER : ELECTRICITY CAN KILL - NEVER WORK ON LIVE / ENERGISED EQUIPMENT.

* Prior to carrying out any maintenance work you MUST identify electrical
isolation methods and isolate all electrical supplies.

* Prior to use and with all electrical supplies isolated, you MUST check all
electrical cables, plugs and connectors for the following;
- Are intact and have no signs of damage, to include but not limited to bare wires,
chaffing, cuts and loose wiring.
- If there are any signs of damage, the damaged item MUST be taken out of
service until the damage has been repaired by an electrically competent person.
- All trailing cables should be routed so as not to cause any kind of trip hazard.
- NEVER work on or near electricity with wet hands, wet clothing and wet gloves.

A\ Electricity (Continued)

* Power tools plug must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. DO
NOT use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

* DO NOT expose this power tool to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power

tool will increase the risk of electric shock. DO NOT abuse the power cord. Never

use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep the cord

away from heat, oil and sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled
cords increase the risk of electric shock. When operating a power tool, use an

extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use

reduces the risk of electric shock.

* IMPORTANT: Make sure that the electric circuit is fused, and that the power,

voltage and frequency of the motor is supported by your mains supply. Also, make

sure that your power supply is earthed. Connect your machine to earth. Never
open the ON/OFF switchbox. However, if it should become necessary to do so,
contact a qualified electrician. Make sure that you will never touch live contacts,
specifically when you plug or unplug your machine. This machine and its power
cord must never get into contact with water.

* Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators,

ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is

earthed or grounded.

« To prevent electric shock, use only with an extension cord suitable for outdoor

use. For additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD)

having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA is advisable.

» Before use, check that the extension cord is in good condition. When using an

extension cord, make sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your

product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in
loss of power and overheating.

« Do not allow any part of the machine to make contact with water while it is in

operation. If the appliance becomes wet while turned off, wipe dry before starting.

Do not touch the appliance or its plug with wet hands or while standing in water.

Wearing rubber boots offers some protection.

» Before use, check the supply and extension cord for signs of damage or aging. If
the cord becomes damaged during use, disconnect the cord from the supply
immediately. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer or a qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

A\ Double-Insulated Appliances

In a double-insulated appliance, two systems of insulafion are provided instead of
grounding. No grounding means that it is already provided on a double-insulated
appliance. Servicing a double-insulated appliance requires extreme care and
knowledge of the system, and should be performed only by qualified service
personnel. Replacement parts for a double-insulated appliance must be identical
to the parts they replace.

Safety Information

A\Vibrations (Where Applicable)

* Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the effects
of/from vibrations. These vibrations can lead to white finger (Raynaud’s phenomenon) or
carpal funnel syndrome. This condition reduces the ability of the hand to feel and regulate
temperature, causing numbness and heat sensations and may cause nerve damage and
circulatory tissue death.

* Not all factors that lead to white finger disease are known, but cold weather, smoking
and other diseases that affect blood vessels and blood circulation as well as large and
long-lasting impact of shocks are considered factors in the formation of white finger. Note
the following to reduce the risk of white finger and carpal tunnel syndrome;

* Wear gloves and keep your hands warm.

The HYT1050E is an electric tiller from HYUNDAI The HYT1050E has a working width
of 360mm and a working depth of 220mm. It is powered by a 1050W HYUNDAI
motor.

This machine is a garden tool and precisely a pedestrian controlled filler. The
machine is manufactured according to the latest safety requirements. Every
precaution is only effective when it is followed exactly.

Intended Use
This machine was designed and manufactured for breaking up compacted soil,
controlled by a pedestrian operator.

Assembly

Assembly Overview

There are 5 steps to the assembly:
STEP 1. Assemble The Lower Handles STEP 4. Attach Cable Clips
STEP 2. Attach The Middle Bar STEP 5. Cable Holder On Handle

STEP 3. Attach The Upper Bar

STEP 1 : Attach The Lower Bars

1. Slot the lower bars (E) in to both sides of the main unit (F). Make sure the curved
edge is facing outwards and the concave edge is facing inwards as shown in the

image below.
2. Make sure the holes are aligned and screw into place with the screws (J).

STEP 2 : Attach The Middle Bar

1. Connect the middle bar (D) to the lower bars (E) using the wing nut (H) and
wing nut bolt (I).

STEP 3 : Attach The Upper Bar

1. Connect the upper bar (C) to the middle bar (D) using the wing nut (H) and wing
nut bolt (). Make sure you attach this the correct way, as shown in the image.

STEP 4 : Attach Cable Clips

1. Attach the cable onto the right-hand handlebar (D) using the cable clip (L)
provided. This will keep the cable secure and tight to the machine.

STEP 5 : Cable Holder On Handle

A Make sure the machine is disconnected from power before you do this. If the
machine is plugged in, you may accidentally press the trigger.

This holds the cable in place while in use and prevents strain on the cable.

1. Make a small loop in the power cable (A).
2. Put the loop through the hole in the handle and on to the hook (N).
3. Slowly pull the loop to remove slack.

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Before Starting

1. Check the condition of the cable, if damaged do not use.

2. Ensure that no objects or branches are tfrapped into the machine.
3. Ensure the work area is tidy and free of any obstacles.

4. Never operate the machine if it is damaged in any way.

1. To prevent accidental starting, the filler has a trigger safety button (O). This must
be pressed before the trigger (M) can be pressed.

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Tilling Instructions

You can use the tiller to cultivate gardens and flower beds, break up soil and
prepare seed beds.

1. Dig out old roots, plants and twigs before tilling as these could damage your
machine or bend the blades.

2. Start the tiller, following the instructions in this manual.

3. The tiller should be used in a controlled forward direction. Moving more slowly
will increase the depth and working of the soil, conversely moving more quickly
will limit the agitation of the soil surface. Do not overwork the soil. We
recommend using one of the following TiIIing pafterns:

4. After work, turn the tiller off and disconnect from the power supply.
5. Remove any dirt or plants from the machine and clean the tine blades. Make

sure you wear gloves to protect your hands.

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Maintenance & Care

General Maintenance

AWARNING : Turn OFF the machine, allow all moving parts o come to a

complete stop, and disconnect the power cord before maintaining the machine.

You need to wear proper clothing and protective gloves whenever your hands are

at risk.

+ Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the machine is in a safe working
condition.

+ Replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Only use manufacturer-
recommended parts and accessories.

Cleaning

AAquys remove the electric plug from the mains supply before any cleaning is

undertaken.

+ Remove any grass and mud after each use to prevent it from drying. Use a
clean cloth to remove dirt, grease, etc.

* When cleaning the fine blades, always wear gloves to protect your hands.

« DO NOT use any water on any part of the main machine.

» Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most plastics are susceptible to
damage from various types of commercial solvents and may be damaged by
their use.

* Always ensure that ventilation openings are kept clear of debris.

Storage

A Keep the machine stored in a dry, level area away from damp, moisture and

rain fall. Allow the machine to cool down before storing.

« Make sure the machine is clean and dry before storing.

« Make sure the machine is stored away from direct sunlight. Store indoors orin a
safe, locked protected area during severe weather and winter months.

« Ensure the machine is stored in a position, where any persons cannot step on to
attempt to reach items up high, due to risk of movement.

« DO NOT store the machine near an ignition source, such as a wood stove, gas
or electric heater, or an appliance or heater with a pilot light.

« Store the machine out of reach of children or anyone who is not familiar with
operation.

+ DO NOT stack other items on top of the machine when in storage.

To fold the handles:
1. Open the wing nuts (H) until you can fold the handles. Be careful not to trap the
cable in the folded handles.

Replacing Tine Blades

AAIways wear gloves when working on the tine blades.

Worn tine blades can cause poor performance and could cause the machine to
overload. You should check the tines before each use and replace them with new
ones if necessary.

1. To remove the tine blades, remove the 2 x M8 X 40 bolts and nuts with a suitable
spanner (not included).

2. To replace the tine blades, push the tine blades (G) onto the drive shaft (P). The
hole on the fine blades must be towards the drive shaft. Make sure that the holes
of the tine blades (G) and the drive shaft (P) are aligned.

3. Push through the bolt (Q) and fix it with the nut (R) and tighten. Make sure the
nut is on the correct way. Do this with both tine blades.

4. To uninstall, do this in reverse order.

Draining / Filling Transmission Oil

1. To allow easier access to the oil drain/refill plug (8), you can remove the tine
blades (G) as shown in the ‘Replacing Tine Blades’ section. The oil drain/refill plug
(S) is on the right side of the machine (if you are standing in front of the machine).
2. Lay the machine on its right side so the plug is facing down towards the ground.
3. Before removing the oil drain/refill plug (8), you must clean the transmission and
remove any dirt or debris.

4. To unscrew the oil drain/refill plug (8), use a 8mm hex key (not included).

5. Drain the oil from the transmission intfo a suitable container. You must dispose of
the oil correctly.

6. Once the oil has drained, turn the machine on its left side so the plug (8) is facing
upwards. This will allow you to fill the transmission with oil without it spilling out.

7. Fill with high quality SAE30 or 15W40 oil (not included). Approximately 60ml of oil
will fill the machine from empty.

8. Reinstall the oil drain/refill plug and make sure that it is secure.
