5 Attaching the Strap

® Thread the end of the strap through the
strap mount (®), and then pull the other
end of the strap through the loop on the
threaded end (®@).

® Place the strap around your wrist.

® When shooting, keep your arms close to
your body and hold the camera securely
to prevent it from moving. Do not rest
your fingers on the flash.

® charging the Battery Pack

Before use, charge the battery pack with the included charger. Be sure to
charge the battery pack initially, because the camera is not sold with the
battery pack charged.

1 Insert the battery pack.
© After aligning the A marks on the battery
pack and charger, insert the battery pack
by pushing it in (®) and down (®@).

2 Charge the battery pack.

©® CB-2LF: Flip out the plug (®) and plug
the charger into a power outlet (®@).

® CB-2LFE: Plug the power cord into the
charger, then plug the other end into a
power outlet.

® The charging lamp turns orange, and
charging begins.

©® When charging is finished, the lamp turns
green.

3 Remove the battery pack.
©® After unplugging the battery charger,
remove the battery pack by pushing it in
(®) and up (@).
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@ * To protect the battery pack and keep it in optimal condition, do not
charge it continuously for more than 24 hours.

For battery chargers that use a power cord, do not attach the

charger or cord to other objects. Doing so could result in malfunction

or damage to the product.

For details on charging time and the number of shots and recording time
possible with a fully charged battery pack, see “Power” (L]109).

Charged battery packs gradually lose their charge, even when they are not
used. Charge the battery pack on (or immediately before) the day of use.
The charger can be used in areas with 100 — 240 VV AC power (50/60 Hz).
For power outlets in a different format, use a commercially available adapter
for the plug. Never use an electrical transformer designed for traveling, which
may damage the battery pack.

» Setting the Date and Time

Set the current date and time correctly as follows if the [Date/Time] screen
is displayed when you turn the camera on. Information you specify this way
is recorded in image properties when you shoot, and it is used when you
manage images by shooting date or print images showing the date.

You can also add a date stamp to shots, if you wish (L[]32).

e Power-Saving Features (Auto Power Down)

As a way to conserve battery power, the camera automatically deactivates
the screen (Display Off) and then turns itself off after a specific period of
inactivity.

“ Power Saving in Shooting Mode

The screen is automatically deactivated after about one minute of inactivity.
In about two more minutes, the lens is retracted and the camera turns itself
off. To activate the screen and prepare for shooting when the screen is off
but the lens is still out, press the shutter button halfway ([122).

“ Power Saving in Playback Mode
The camera turns itself off automatically after about five minutes of
inactivity.

@ * You can deactivate Auto Power Down and adjust the timing of Display Off,
if you prefer (L[172).

» Power saving is not active while the camera is connected to a computer

(F182).
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To ensure your shots are in focus, always begin by holding the shutter
button halfway down, and once the subject is in focus, press the button all
the way down to shoot.

In this guide, shutter button operations are described as pressing the button
halfway or all the way down.

1 Press halfway. (Press lightly to
focus.)
® Press the shutter button halfway. The
camera beeps twice, and frames are
displayed around image areas in focus.

2 Press all the way down. (From
the halfway position, press fully

to shoot.)

® The camera shoots, as a shutter sound
is played.

©® Keep the camera still until the shutter
sound ends.

@ « Images may be out of focus if you shoot without initially pressing the
shutter button halfway.
 Length of shutter sound playback varies depending on the time
required for the shot. It may take longer in some shooting scenes,
and images will be blurry if you move the camera (or the subject
moves) before the shutter sound ends.

Press the [w] button to view other information on the screen, or to hide
the information. For details on the information displayed, see “On-Screen
Information” (L]99).

If the display mode does not change when you press the [W] button, hold
down the [a] button to disable Easy Auto ([[117).

Screen brightness is automatically increased by the night view function
when you are shooting under low light, making it easier to check how shots
are composed. However, on-screen image brightness may not match the
brightness of your shots.

Power

Nothing happens when the ON/OFF button is pressed.

« Confirm that the battery pack is charged (L[111).

» Confirm that the battery pack is inserted facing the correct way (LI]12).

* Confirm that the memory card/battery cover is fully closed (.L]12).

« Dirty battery terminals reduce battery performance. Try cleaning the terminals with a
cotton swab and reinserting the battery pack a few times.
