The electronic dirt sensor is a feature which
will detect particles as they pass through the
vacuum cleaner.

The dirt sensor indicators and sensor
sensitivity switch are located on the front of
the switch cover,

A red light indicates dirt is being picked up
by the cleaner. A green light indicates most
of the dirt has been picked up by the
cleaner.

OPERATION

As you vacuum, the red indicator light will
come on and stay on as long as the sensor
delects a high concentration of particles
passing through the cleanet.

The green light indicates that most of the
cleaning is complete.

The sensor switch allows you {o select the
sensitivity of the dirt sensor. The swilch can
be set to HI {+) or LO (-) sensitivity.
